THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC GUNS DOWN
ANTI-WAR DEMONSTRATORS IN BANEH

It is now sometime that the Islamic Republic,in 
the continuation of its oppressive policies against 
the workers and toilers of Iran, and in particular 
against the militant people of Kurdistan, has exten­
ded the reactionary Iran-Iraq war to Kurdistan. As 
a result of this policy, Iraqi war planes have repe­
atedly bombed Kurdish towns and villages. The last 
example of these air raids has been the bombardment 
of the city of Baneh on 5th June 84. According to 
a recent communique by the Representation of the 
Kurdistan Organisation of the Communist Party of 
Iran-Abroad, more than 650 have been killed, over 
1000 have been wounded and a large part of the city 
has been razed to the ground.

Following this event, the enraged people of 
Baneh took to the streets in large numbers to pro­
test against the reactionary war and the Islamic 
regime of capital. Two days after the bombardment, 
the city's deputy to the Majlis was twice attacked 
by the angry people, but each time he was rescued

from certain death by the Pasdaran. The regime's 
clergymen had become so frightened that they hid 
their cloacks and fled the city in disguise.

In order to take control, the regime's forces 
surrounded the city and fired at the war-stricken 
people of Baneh. Reports estimate the death-toll 
to be over 12 in this shooting whilst those arres­
ted are around 25 , and many people have been 
wounded.

In spite of all these pressures, the struggle of 
the people of Baneh is still continuing and the 
people of other cities in Kurdistan have expressed 
their sympathy with them.

This heroic resistance of the people of Baneh is 
yet another example of the general discontent of the 
Iranian people against the war of the capitalists, 
and is expressive of the general demand for the 
overthrow of this regime and the immediate ending 
of the war. The significance of this action lies
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In the last few months the news of armed clashes 
between the Sikhs and Hindus in the Indian State of 
Punjab, intervention of the Indian State and its 
attack on the Golden Temple in Armitsar which re­
sulted in the massacre of more than 1500 people in­
cluding the Sikh extermist leader Jarnail Singh 
Bhindranwale, mutinies in some sections of the Indian 
army, resulting in the killing of one general and 
a few high ranking officers, and desertion of 
thousands of Sikh soldiers, have made the headlines 
world over. It is important that we take a look at 
this incident, to examine the underlying causes 
and define the tasks of the communists in relation

war e f f o r t s ,  b u t i n t e n s i f i e d  t h e i r  p r o t e s t  a g a in s t 
th e  reg im e. The t o i l i n g  m asses of Baneh by t h e i r 
i n t e r n a t i o n a l i s t  s tan d  once a g a in  d em o n stra ted  th a t 
w orkers and t o i l e r s  have n o th in g  to  g a in  in  th e  war 
of th e  c a p i t a l i s t s .  They showed th a t  they  have t h e i r 
own re v o lu t io n a ry  and c l a s s  wars which they  must 
c a r ry  o u t a g a in s t  a l l  c a p i t a l i s t  governm ents, sh o u ld e r 
to  sh o u ld e r  w ith  the w orkers  of o th e r  c o u n t r i e s .

hence in the history o f  the Indian working-class 
movement.

A look at the 'Policy Statement' o f the group 
shows that the comrades' progrannatic and p o litic a l 
positions, as well as having many points o f 
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government, were calmed by such rumours as "Imam is 
fluent in f iv e  main languages of the world and h is
wife plays the piano'*.

People attacked centres which were supposed to remain 
untouched.

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BOMBARDMENT OF THE CITY OF BANEH AND 
PEOPLE'S STRUGGLE AGAINST THE REAC­

T I ONARY I RAN-IRAQ WAR
On 5 th  June, the I r a q i  w arplanes ex te n siv e ly 

bombed th e  borde r c i t y  o f Baneh, k i l l i n g  over 650 
people and wounding hundreds more. Almost h a l f  of 
the c i ty  was razed  to  th e  ground, and the c i t y  i s 
now in  ru in s .

Two days a f te r  t h i s  d e v a s ta t in g  bombardment, th e 
angry and m i l i t a n t  people of Baneh converged onto 
the s t r e e t s  in  v a r io u s  g roups, to  p r o te s t  a g a in s t 
th i s  re a c tio n a ry  war and th e  Islam ic  Republic regim e.

The angry dem onstra tion  of th e  people soon turned 
in to  a gene ra l r e v o l t .  People s ta r t e d  s in g lin g  out 
th e  re g im e 's  m ercenaries and a t ta c k in g  them. Mullah 
Abdullah Sory, the re a c tio n a ry  re p re s e n ta t iv e  of 
the c i ty  in  the M ajlis  (I ra n ia n  P arliam en t) was 
badly  beaten  by the p ro te s to r s ;  he rece ived  se rio u s 
i n ju r ie s  and was tr a n s f e r r e d  to  th e  h o s p i ta l .  A 
number of o th e r M ullahs and m ercenaries of the 
regime were se rv e rly  in ju re d , and p ic tu re s  of 
Khomeini and o th e r heads of Government were s e t 
on f i r e .  H o rrif ie d  a t  th ese  ev e n ts , th e  M ullahs 
and the c le rg y  h id  t h e i r  tu rb in s  and f l e d  th e  c i t y . 
The m i l i t a n t  people of Baneh disarm ed and k i l l e d  a 
m ilita ry -p o lic em an  and a number of th e  "B asee jis" 
(reg im e 's  m ercenaries) and, armed w ith  clu b s and 
s t ic k s ,  chased th e  re g im e 's  ag e n ts  th rough the 
s t r e e t s  and a lley -w ay s, stopp ing  t h e i r  c a rs  and 
smashing them. The re g im e 's  men took re fuge  in  th e 
g a rr iso n s  and bases o u ts id e  the c i t y ,  in  f e a r  of 
p e o p le 's  fu r th e r  a t ta c k s .

The n ex t day, in  o rd e r to  re g a in  th e  c o n tro l  of 
the c i t y ,  th e  regime d isp a tch e d  a la rg e  number of 
i t s  fo rc e s  from S ardasht to  Baneh. They surrounded 
the c i ty  and f i r e d  in to  the crowds, k i l l i n g  12 
peop le . Around 25 of th e  p ro te s to r s  were a lso 
a r r e s te d .  The people o f o th e r  c i t i e s  in K urd istan 
have expressed  t h e i r  sympathy w ith  th e  people of 
Baneh.

In  29 of 
th ese  o p e ra t io n s , they d es tro y e d , o r i n f l i c t e d  ex­
te n s iv e  damages on th e  re g im e 's  g a r r iso n s  and 
b a se s .

A lso , th e  Peshmargas c a r r ie d  ou t many armed ope­
ra t io n s  a g a in s t  th e  Is lam ic  regim e, on the occasion 
of May Day, in  v a rio u s  p a r ts  o f K urd is tan  such as 
D ivandareh, th e  M arivan-Saghez ro a d , th e  v i l la g e  of 
Ghal-e-Sheykhan, n ea r Sanandaj, and in  Baneh and 
P ira n sh a h r.

During May, th e  Peshmargas of Komala k i l le d  or 
wounded 1000 and a r r e s te d  18 of re g im e 's  fo rc e s 
and c o n f isc a te d  many am munitions.
