The world is swarmed by misery and foulness. At

Day after day-and on May Day like any other day­
several thousands of children lose their lives 
without having had the chance of seeing anything of 
the world.

These people are not victims of nature. Nature 
has for many decades surrendered to man. These are 
not the victims of nature-they are victims of human 
ignorance and brutality.

Take a look at the heap of the corpses of 

youngsters, fallen to the ground by means of the 
most advanced technology, the most advanced weapons 
made by the people themselves, whose number rises 
daily in the midst of the joyful clamour of arms 
producing companies... .

Take a look at the houses destroyed by bombs. 
Look how thousands of workers are drained of energy 
for years in building them, and how destroying them 
in an instant turns into smoke the product of the 

the shrivelled leaves of forests, to see how these 
also are victims of the most savage animal on 
earth... *

Take a look at the scores of starving people who 
become hungrier every moment because of the unpro­
fitability of food distribution. Take a look at the 
blood gushing out of the breasts of those who 
protest. Look at those who are being tortured, who 

scream and die within the walls that we have built 
and behind the bars chat we have forged... Look at 
the mansion and the lifestyle of their butchers. 
Take a look at the stupefied faces of billions of 
people who shall never benefit from literacy, books, 
and knowledge...

Take a look at the slum-dwellers, at those who 
feed in the garbage dumps, at the women who sell 
their bodies for bread. Take a look at the black 
slaves who feel the pressure of hundreds of stilled 
years on their skin and bone, look at the drums of 
bellies of their bony children...

Look at the world. The world that we carry on 
our shoulders is filled with blood, scum, and filth, 
look , and those you see are us, with our children, 
spouses, brothers and sisters, mothers and fathers..

Look what this diabolical system has built on 
earth. They have organized poverty and wretchedness
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war and d e v a s ta t io n . They have o rg an ized  m urder and 
g en o c id e , p r o s t i t u t i o n  and a d d ic t io n , h a tre d  and 
i n s a n i t y . . .  And they  g iv e  us wages to  r e b u ild  t h i s 
h e l l  eve ryday , w ith  our own hands and fo r  our own
u se .

d isp o sse s se d  and down trodden  wage e a rn e r s  to  pay 
ou t o f  th e  bread  we have w rested  from th e  e a r th  and 
what o th e r  ca la m ity  to  c r e a te  in  th e  w orld w ith  the 
r e s t  o f  th e  w ealth  they  have a t  t h e i r  d is p o s a l .

I t  i s  thein-not nature-w ho k i l l  our c h i ld re n  w ith 
w ant; i t  i s  them who b u tch e r our b ro th e r s  in  the 
b a t t l e - f i e l d s ;  i t  i s  them who make th e  houses o f  our 
loved ones c o lla p s e  over t h e i r  h ea d , them who tu rn 
p r o s t i t u te s  ou t o f  ou r s i s t e r s ,  who have p laced  our 
b ro th e r s  and s i s t e r s  in  slum s and enslaved  them.

Look what t h i s  d ia b o l ic a l  system  has done to  u s .
I t  has p lundered  a l l  we have , and tu rn ed  us in to 
wage ea rners-w age  e a rn e r s  and n o th in g  more. A ll 
t h i s  b a r b a r i ty  and m o n s tro s ity  tak e s  p lac e  d a i ly  in 
f r o n t  o f u s . But they  have so em ptied us o f the 
s p i r i t  o f  humaneness and bro therhood  t h a t  we do no t 
h e a r ,  o r h ea r and do no t heed , th e  c ry  o f  innocen t 
and s ta rv in g  c h ild re n  fo r  h e lp  from a l l  c o rn e rs  o f 
th e  w orld . We f a i l  to  s e e , o r we see  and sh u t our 
eyes to ,  the m u tila te d  bo d ies  o f  v ic t im s  o f t h e i r 
an ti-hum an and p r o f i t - o r i e n t e d  w ars, as though they 
a re  c o tto n  d o l l s  and no t ou r c h i ld re n , not our 
b ro th e r s  and s i s t e r s ,  bu t g a rb ag e , who a re  s e t  f i r e 
o n . . .  They have so deep ly  im p rin te d  on our minds the 
fa c t  o f  our being  wage e a rn e r s  and d is e n fr a n c h is e d , 
and o f t h e i r  own might and om nipotence chat we have 
come to  re g a rd  t h e i r  w i l l  as th e  w i l l o f  god^having 
su b m itted  to  our i n a b i l i ty  in  r id d in g  o u rse lv e s  from 
th e se  m is e r ie s . .  .

W orkers, wake up! The day o f th e  w orkers has 
long been w ith  u s . Wake up and awaken your fe llo w 
p r i s o n e r s .  I t  i s  the God o f c a p i ta l  who has se a le d 
our d e s t in y  in  th i s  way. Wake up , r i s e ,  so t h a t  we 
should  hold  th e  re ig n s  o f  our d e s t in y  and our world 
in  our hands. Cry ou t on May Day th a t  we have had 
enough, th a t  we no longer t o l e r a te  t h i s  barb rous 
d is g ra c e .

T e l l  th o se  who s t i l l  prom ise to  reform  th i s 
system , who s t i l l  demand p a t ie n c e  from u s ,  th o se  who 
remind us o f th e  alms th ey  have g a th e re d  fo r  u s - 
i f  th ey  are  b l in d  and f a i l  to  s e e - th a t  t h i s  world 
has become th e  in s tru m en t o f  m urder and e x p lo i ta t io n .

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Communists & the Populist Practice
( FINAL PART )

This is the second, and final, part of a speech 
by comrade Mansoor Hekmat in the First Congress 
of the "Unity of Communist Militants" (Sep- 
Oct 1982), summarising the Congress discussion 
on the question .of style of work. The UCM was 
one of the organisations which founded the CPI 
in September 1983. The question of style of 
work formed the major topic on the agenda of 
the UCM Congress and was the subject of 
extensive discussions. The text of the speech 
was later published in UCM's theoretical- 
political organ (No.6, August 83), from which 
the present translation has been made. BM.

The other example o f populist resistance to  adopting 
communist style o f work is when insistence on the urgency 
of socialist work (be i t  propaganda, agitation, or the organi­
zation o f the proletariat) is denounced as voluntaristic. In 
the fina l analysis, to the populists, regardless of their claims, 
socialist work is conditional upon a certain degree o f the 
involuntary development o f the proletariat. From this stand­
point the socialist movement is basically regarded, not as 
the movement of the pro le taria t, but merely as the opposite 
pole o f the "spontaneous" movement. What is forgotten here 
is tha t the "spontaneous" movement o f the proletariat, no 
m atter how spontaneous, can no longer be the rebellion of 
slaves! This is the movement o f a class which a t any moment, 
on the basis of existing and available ideas, takes on elemen­
tary forms and moves ahead. One o f these forms is the trade 
union movement. But is the trade union movement a spon­
taneous movement? Take the example o f England. There, the 
trade union movement has various offices, headquarters, coun­
cillors and theoreticians. In many cases i t  is a partner of 
the state in pursuing their economic plans. But despite all 
o f these the Iranian "communists" ca ll this the "spontaneous" 
movement of the proletariat w ithout much deliberation. As 
i f  the working class were merely a national phenomenon, 
were born today and were building its  views from  the start 
and anew. Thus its  trade unionism would be its  "spontaneous" 
tendency. Supposedly, because Marx, Engles, and Lenin are 
not personally present and active w ithin the working class 
o f Iran, while there are many active trade unionist Iranian 
workers, one should conclude that Marx, Engles, Lenin, com­
munism, and a ll communists are "outside o f the working class," 
but trade unionism is the "spontaneous and genuine" movement 
o f the working class o f Iran! Populists consider, w ith ease, 
the trade union movement as "spontaneous," despite the fact 
that all of its  bases have been theorized by certain sectors 
of the labor aristocracy of Europe over the years, and is 
today being theorized by bourgeois theoreticians o f the social 

ranks. They have not evaporated in to  th in  air. Our Lenin's 
portra it has been and s t i l l  is hanging from the walls of millions 
o f workers' homes. "Down w ith capitalism ," the < communist 
slogan, is now chanted by workers' children. In the Iranian 
Revolution we were witness to the fa c t that the heritage of 
this communist characteristic o f the struggle o f the working 
class is alive. The Iranian working class started its struggle, 
apparently against monarchism and despotism. Along with 
this i t  discredited capitalism to the extent tha t fo r months 
a fte r the uprising , the only way fo r the corpulent capitalist 
to  cross the street safely, was to chant, "Down w ith capita­
lism" himself. A ll these in a revolution whose form al slogans 
and the utterances of whose alleged leaders laid no claim to 
any substantial blow to  the bourgeoisie and to private pro­
perty. Lenin has pointed out how, a fte r the October Revolu­
tion, the Soviet movement, a movement fo r life  patterned 
on a communist re v o lu tio n a ry  model, came to  be the cause 
and demand for hundreds o f millions o f workers a ll around 
the world. This means nothing but tha t the communist cause, 
like trade-unionism, has penetrated and settiea in the working 
class m entality. Populists fa il to see the development and 
advancement o f the working -class movement in the past 
decades. They fa il to see the m aturity of traditions and "spon­
taneous" tendencies o f workers. They do not consider commu­
nism, even afte r great communist revolutions, as a real ex- 
perience in the life  o f the working class, an experience 
tha t has become a real tendency w ithin the working class 
movement, thus a workers' tendency. Indeed, those populists 
are waiting to  see a replay o f the history of the international 
working class in Iran. They are expecting another Marx and 
Lenin to  introduce and establish the theory o f the proletarian 
revolution w ith in  the Iranian working class from the "outside." 
Only then would those populists dare to consider communism 
as a trend w ithin the class, and thus a worker's trend.

No! This cannot be our method o f approach. Our last 
comrades were defeated in Russia. Nevertheless 
they le ft  behind a heritage o f epoch-making victories. We 
have been worker-oriented in Iran from  the beginning, even 
i f  we did not know one single worker, because many workers 
would consider us, the communists,—if  they would accept us 
as communists—as their vanguard, the followers o f their 
dear Lenin and the October Revolution. Communism is a 
trend that objectively belongs to  the working class. This has 
been proven by organizing great proletarian revolutions, by 
organizing years of mass armed struggle against imperialist 
countries a fte r the f irs t world war, and by the blood which 
millions o f workers have shed for the communist cause and 
socialist ideals.

Let us leave to  the p e tty —bourgeois ie  this task o f con­
sidering us ou tside o f the working class movement and de­
mand that we"merge"withthe spontaneous movement of the 
working class. This is exactly the position the petty-bourgeoisie 
accuses us o f being placed in. We keep forgetting that all 
those petty-bourgeois organizations who cheered for slogans 
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anization ( a necessary basis fo r a ll revolutionary practice by 
communists ) we followed, in an uncritical manner, the prev­
alent petty-bourgeois conceptions.

As 1 said before, the problem was that in fact we con­
sidered petty-bourgeois ire vo lu tio n ism  as the only form of 
revo lu tion ism  and ultra-class revolution as the only real 
revolution. We drove the socialist revolution from the plane 
of rea lity to  the plane of "goals". We failed to consider our 
own revolutionism the socialist revolution which has for long 
been on the agenda, and which requires organizing and mobi­
lizing the working class under the banner o f the Communist 
Party in order to  struggle to seize power and establish the 
dictatorship o f the pro le taria t, as a real task tha t should be 
on our agenda. For us and our revolution, tha t is, the socia­
lis t revolution, a true revolution was not on the agenda, for 
which revolutionary a c tiv ity  has fo r long been going o n .fo i 
which forces have for long been gathering and being orga­
nized, and which can, by v irtue o f this very ac tiv ity  and 
.communist; revolutionary practice erupt into an uprising 
and the seizure o f power by the working class. Belief in the 
practicability  of the socialist revolution a t the end o f the 
20th century is by no means voluntaristic. Today capitalism 
is in the grips o f a deep crisis and is in a state o f decay. 
I t  is possible to turn any economic crisis o f the capitalist 
society into a socialist revolution. Provided that the Commu­
nist Party has mobilized a su ffic ien t number o f the masses 
and vanguards o f the working class in its own ranks, any 
economic crisis would sound the death knell o f capitalism.

We knew a ll this. We had explained this clearly in our 
literature. We had done a great deal to  awaken the socialist 
conscience o f the communist movement in Iran. That is why 
1 kept insisting tha t we deviated from  our theoretical under­
standing in our organizational practice. We had clearly ex­
plained the place o f the on-going democratic revolution in 
the process in which the working class w ill achieve its socia­
lis t goals, which go fa r beyond this on-going revolution. We 
had correctly argued that the struggle for revolutionary de­
mocracy and the v ictory o f the democratic revolution is in 
the domain of tactics. We knew also that our struggle is for 
goals fa r beyond our tactica l goals. That is why in thebeg in ­
ning, once we realized that in practice we had not followed 
our thorough socialist revolutionism, we attempted to  explain 
the problem in forms such as, " l im i t in g  ourselves to the 
tactica l sphere," or "not understanding the relationship bet­
ween routine communist work and tactics." Are these formu­
lations explanatory enough? No! 1 do not think tha t they 
reach to  the bottom o f the problem. What communists 
consider as the domain o f "tactics ," is both "the tac tic " and 
"the strategy" for petty-bourgeois revolutionism. For the 
petty-bourgeois this is his entire re vo lu tio n ism . Thus this 
critique that our practice was not correct because "tactics 
were everything fo r us" is itse lf a lim ited and short-sighted 

.critic ism . Our problem was not " lim iting  the struggle to  the 
domain o f tactics." It was "fo llow ing petty-bourgeois revolu­
tionism in practice." In fac t, the problem for us was not 
tactics: i t  was the petty-bourgeois revolutionism dealing w ith 
the question o f a democratic revolution. Such a revolution is 
in the domain o f tactics fo r communists, but both tactic 

routine communist work, and, at best, its  struggle and its 
ideals are lim ited to  the tactica l goals o f communists. We 
cannot evade building an organization necessary for organizing 
a socialist revolution and build instead a lim ited one that 
would only meet requirements of a democratic revolution, 
and then argue tha t this is a "tactica l issue" for us. Organi­
zing the revolution and democratic movement is whose "tac­
tica l issue?" For those who consider this revolution as part 
o f a more general strategy, as one step toward the ir u ltim ate 
goal, fo r those who consider this revolution as a special favo­
rable situation which facilita tes the achievement o f their 
lasting, fundamental goals, for those who act w ith in the con­
text o f a more thorough socialist revolutionism andon th is 
basis w ill deal w ith  an actual non-socialist revo iu tion .T hey 
must know tha t they ought to  lead such revolution to  v ic to ry . 
They must be the most revolutionary elements guiding this 
actual revolution. The democratic revolution is a "tactica l 
issue" fo r a communist party organization: a party which has 
devoted its  continuous and non-deviating revolutionary prac­
tice  to  organizing a social revolution of the pro le taria t, a 
party tha t on the basis of this devotion considers itse lf revo­
lutionary. I t  is not a "tactica l issue" for those who have 
lim ited the ir revolutionism to  this specific immediate revolu­
tion. For these people organizing a democratic revolution is 
indeed both tac tic  and strategy. For populists ta c tic  and 
strategy coincide, and consist of carrying out a democratic 
revolution and the establishment of a people's democratic 
republic. I t  is no accident that populists did not. have a prog­
ramme tha t included socialist goals, and did not participate 
in discussions about the programme.

It  is, o f course, possible that an organization or commu­
nist party may have to " lim it struggle to the tactica l issues" 
fo r a period o f tim e. For example, its  participation in an 
an ti-fascist fron t may weaken its class independence and 
a ffec t its  routine communist work. But i f  i t  has fundamen­
ta lly  violated the overall communist struggle in practice and 
has not bu ilt its  organization in the sp irit and on the basis 
of this struggle in essence and in practice, i t  is no different 
from a petty-bourgeois organization. In practice, to  a large 
extent, we, too, have not considered socialist revolution as a 
live, real, and immediate revolution. As regards the every 
day practice o f our organization as the basis for judgement, 
we, too, have somehow postponed our socialist revolution to 
the future.

How d iffe ren t, however, is my argument from  those 
who argue tha t the current revolution in Iran is a socialist 
one, and, on this basis, our task would be organizing a socialist 
revolution. I can c la rify  the essence o f my argument and 
explain the nature o f communist style o f work by pointing 
out the above mentioned difference.

Those who have to  conclude that the current revolution 
in Iran is a socialist one in order to  consider themselves 
socialist, are the same petty-bourgeois people who deduce 
the ir revolutionism and their revolutionary practice from 
tactics and tactica l issues. They have to  consider the socialist 
revolution as a ta c tic , because their methodology, which 
they have in common w ith  the conventional populistic revolu­
tionism, is based on daily affa irs and ta c tica l issues. They 
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tionary struggle to the real world situation. The specific 
economic and po litica l aspects of a society at certain periods, 
the balance o f power, the concrete objective and subjective 
conditions o f the working class in each period, a ll in all 
make adoption o f tactics a necessity fo r us. We adopt these 
tactics to get closer to the real seizure o,f po litica l power 
and advancement o f the social revolution. But a tactica l 
supporter of the socialist revolution is not concerned w ith 
changing the real world. He is not concerned w ith  seizure of 
the po litica l power by the p ro le taria t. He is a socialist when 
he can chant.as a tactic , tha t "we must seize po litica l power 
immediately." I t  is obvious tha t when i t  is not objectively 
possible to  seize po litica l power immediately, there is nothing 
le ft  for him to do. Liberalism and passiv ism  are the end re­
sults o f this dimension o f democracy fo r a petty-bourgeois 
who wants to consider himself socialist. He is not concerned 
w ith the actual fighting over the po litica l power. He is not 
concerned w ith  the solution o f the specific problems that 
are in the way o f the social revolution in each specific period. 
He is not concerned about the temporary allies of the party 
o f workers. He is "socialist a t the tim e o f the socialist revo­
lution." Therefore un til that "tim e" comes he has nothing to 
do but to go home, complain about the lack o f socialist con­
sciousness in the p ro le taria t, and once more resign his slothful 
mind to  being submerged in the lite ra tu re  and documents of 
the socialist movement, or to enter in to  the po litica l arena 
and combine his bragging about socialism w ith  a libera l-re fqr 
m ist practice which seeks to "improve" conditions for "pre- 
parationfor the socialist revolution." The bankrupt petty-bour­
geois revolutionism up t i l l  yesterday was afraid o f socialist 
propaganda, agitation and organization o f the working class, 
kept warning against "Le ftism ", "T ro tsky ism "', e tc ., because 
the "stage o f the revolution" was democratic. Today i t  is 
hiding its  passivism, lack of tactics , and po litica l inability 
under the pretext of "the socialist stage o f revolution". A ll 
these people are doing is getting engaged in "theoretical" 
work on the issue o f theory of knowledge, and discovering 
roots of Marxism in the thinking of Hegel and his predece­
ssors. They, too, have abandoned socialist ( and now even 
democratic ) propaganda, agitation and organization o f the 
working class to us.

Therefore our argument involves a question o f identity 
which must reveal itse lf in our permanent style o f work. 
When we speak of the adoption of socialist revolutionism, we 
are not thinking of "the stage of revolution". We are talking 
o f the communists' responsibility in organizing a proletarian 
social revolution. This is independent from the objective parti- 
cularities o f a specific revolution in a specific country. This 
is independent from the 'stage o f revolution in Iran1. We are 
always socialist, always try  to  turn workers into communists, 
organize communist cells and committees of workers. We 
always teach them the necessities o f s e iz in g  po litica l power. 
Our activ ities  aim a t turning workers into communists and 
form ing ranks o f communist vanguard workers who have deeply 
understood tha t each additional day o f capitalism means one 
more day of the continuation of a ll the a fflic tions  o f a ll humanity. 
They, therefore, demand a rapid and immediate en.d to  the 
capitaist system. I t  is exactly here that this rank of commu­
nists, this communist party, faces the issue o f tactics. I t  is 
here that we realize tha t the immediate demolishing o f capi­
talism a t this or that specific conjucture may not necessarily 

were not as clear and prominent w ith  respect to  practice, 
as they were w ith  respect to  theory? We are communists 
and must always prepare the working class for the to ta l 
seizure o f po litica l power. But tactics deal w ith  the question 
o f particular situations in which immediate seizure o f power 
by the working class is not feasible. Under such circumstances 
how should a class-conscious pro le taria t move closer to poli­
t ica l power?

So our permanent revolutionary practice is defined as 
permanent revolutionary work and socialist revolution, i.e., 
organizing the u ltim ate  revolutionary task o f the working 
class, which is engaging in the social revolution, i t  is educa­
ting them, uniting and recru iting the vanguard and revolutionary 
workers in the rank and f i le  of the Communist Party. To 
prepare fo r social revolution our organizatiohal theory cannot 
d iffe r from the theory for the construction and consolidation 
o f an organization which can fu lf i l l  these tasks. This organi­
zation must permanently, ceaselessly, -  and thus under any 
circumstances im m ediate ly-pu t communist organization of 
the workers on the agenda. This organization must make 
workers aware o f their u ltim ate interest, and cause them to 
establish communist bases among the working class. On the 
other hand, i t ,  also knows its  special duties at any special 
time: Mobilizing this organized mass o f the working class 
and its vanguards to perform those special duties.

Communist tactics only make sdnse fo r those organiza­
tions which tu rn  this revolutionary approach as their philoso­
phy for existence. Only the tactics o f those organizations 
which are able to mobilize the working class on the basis of 
the ir fundamental and independent interests could be called 
class tactics. Otherwise they would be more of "organizational 
ta c tics "o f the kind we have experienced in populist organi­
zations in the past lew  years. By defin ition, communists cannot 
be isolated from revolutions and living, ongoing struggles 
because- they think o f the seizure of power by the conscious 
pro le taria t; knowing that in the actual world, power could be 
grasped through the growth and development o f real, living 
struggles. But in order to  intervene in this real process, a 
Communist Party should prim arily (and continuously) try  to 
organize working class power, the power fo r adopting tactics 
based on fundamental class interests, i.e, non-tactical interests. 
The relationship between class and party cannot be defined 
through en tity  called " ta c t ic s " .  On the contrary, the accom­
plishment of true communist and proletarian tactics depends 

upon the struggle to organize the class on the basis of its 
fundamental interests. One of our comrades, in defense of 
this point, c ited a very important statement by Lenin to  the 
e ffec t that the mechanism o f the dictatorship o f the prole­
ta ria t, i.e., the endurance o f the working class government, 
was due to  those thousands of communist workers' cells which 
were established among the working class throughout the 
years. Those cells at the righ t time mobilized and guided 
the class to seize and maintain power. In other words, the 
dictatorship o f the pro le taria t, years before, and at various 
periods o f time , had constantly been organized by Bolsheviks 
through communist work among workers.

But what have we done? To the degree that we have 
neglected this point to the same degree we have ignored the 
most basic Leninist principle o f organization, i.e. we have 
failed to  put the organization o f the social revolution on 
our permanent organizational agenda-to this extent we have 
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nization o f the Communist Party? Today our pressing duty is 
not only to make workers socialist, but also to organize them 
in our party ranks. This is our urgent, permanent and daily 

routine task.
Why should this task be called a gradual po litica l work? 

(Let alone the fact that the phrase gradual po litica l work in 
the past re fe rre d  to  po litica l work which was only against 
the regime.) Our work is not gradual. Permanent organization 
of the proletarian socialist revolution is not gradual work. It 
is a m ilitan t communist task. Socialism has been m ilitan t 
since the firs t publication of the Communist Manifesto. Orga­
nizing workers in the Communist Party, expanding the ranks 
of the party, educating the vanguard workers and the vast 
masses o f workers about their independent class interests, 
regardless o f any particular situation, uniting the rank o f the 
working class wherever the bourgeoisie deliberately and inten­
tionally tries to divide the workers, and wherever po litica l 
and cultura l factors o f bourgeois society widen the gap bet­
ween the workers, indefatiguable struggle in the way of uni­
ting workers and attempting to bring the working class closer to 
the seizure of po litica l power in any particular situation, 

thereby radicalizing and leading each revolutionary struggle 
which paves the way to socialism, a ll these are revolutionary 
communist work per se. Whether there is a revolution or not, 
whether there is the rise or the decline o f the revolutionary 
situation, our revolutionary task must not be attached to  the 
po litica l situation. Our se lf-re liant revolutionism is credited 
by our communist goals, and is interpreted in terms o f this 
cred it, and the closeness o f these goals to  the permanent 
and uninterrupted struggle o f a specific class in bourgeois 
society. This is tha t m ilitan t socialism which we know.

.once more I repeat our controversial issue. Even though 
we were try ing to consider socialist enlightenment, in our 
revolutionary organizational activ ities , i.e ., in the task o f 
organizing as a whole, we submitted to  the petty-bourgeois 
re v o lu t io n is t) . . As a result, we bu ilt our organization to 
suit a popular democratic revolution. The fact o f the m atter 
is that in a rtic le  eight o f our orig inal programme and now 
in our Communist Party programme we outlined the Leninist 
theory o f organization. This theory explains the philosophical 
essence and the goals o f communist organization. It also 
explains the characteristics and the content o f the activ ities, 
and the rules which apply to its  practical methods. The so­
c ia l revolution which has led us to  the forefront o f struggle 
clearly defines its  proper organizations and suitable methods. 
The Communist Party tries  to  educate the working class 
about their class interests, and organize them in their own 
ranks. The Communist Party attem pts to  mobilize the working 
class to  seize po litica l power, i t  also realizes how a t any 
particu lar po litica l situations and a t any particular tim e i t 
should move close to  seizing power. The Communist Party 
permanently attempts to  counteract anti-revolutionaries wheth­
er those in power or in the opposition. The Communist Party, 
based on struggles o f the working class on d iffe ren t fronts, 
tries to make i t  more aware o f its  f ina l goal in any p a rti­
cular situation. What would the p ractica l routine activ ities 
o f such a party be? If we define our organizational existence 
in  terms o f  the above-mentioned points, then the answer to 
the question, i.e., defining the p ractica l methods, w ill be 

nize themselves on the basis o f "anti-regime" or even demo­
cra tic  revolution, and to  lim it their po litica l existence to 
such a struggle can lay claims to  un in te rrup ted  struggle for 
revolution. Those who, from now on, take the communist 
approach must agitate,make propaganda and orggnizefo r socialist 
revolution, for the dictatorship of the proletariat. The exis­
tence o f  a s trong ly -o rgan ized  s o c ia l is t  p ro le ta r ia t  today 
is  a guarantee o f  an u n in te rrup ted  re vo lu tio n .. Otherwise 
any re v o lu t io n  and any power w i l l  be tra n s fe rre d  to  the 
bourgeo is ie .

It is necessary to mention one more point. Organizing 
a Leninist party means actual struggle in the manner o f a 
Communist Party. We claim that only from real communist 
method of action, based upon our communist programme, 
and only from this programme, can a communist party be 
created. The existence of a Communist Party depends on the 
adoption of communist methods. If a party adopts non-comm- 
unist methods i t  w ill perish. I f  UCM should fa il to implement 
its  communist goals w ithout adopting communist methods, i t 
would fa il to do so even i f  i t  calls itse lf a communist party. 
Today explanation and stabilization o f the adoption of commu­
nist methods is as v ita l as the stabilization o f the party 
programme a few months ago. This is the grand mission of 
our Congress: to stabilize these principles not only in the 
UCM but in the communist movement as a whole.

Today we leave the Congress w ith the old banner of 
struggle in a Leninist partisan method. I believe tha t w ith 
our Congress, we, the com m unis ts , have once more entered 
the arena, armed w ith the Leninist theory o f the party and 
w ith determ ination to  build such a party a fte r a long recess. 
Now we purge ourselves not only from the inheritance of 
petty-bourgeois deviations theoretically, but practica lly as 
w e ll I am sure that i f  I expound our discussion and explain 
one by one, the methods o f com m unist work on different 
fronts, then i t  w ill be clear how, even in the midst o f the 
present oppressive, strangling situation there is favourable 
grounds lo r  our growth and organizational s tab ility . The bour­
geoisie would lose the effic iency i t  had against the petty- 
bourgeois-socialist organization in confronting those commu­
nists who adopt the communist methodology in the ir struggle.

INTRODUCTORY THESES ON THE 
QUESTION OF SOVIET UNION

(Following is the translation of theses on the question of Soviet Union by comrade Hamid 
Taghvaee which were published in the 2nd issue of the bulletin "Marxism & the Question of 
Soviet Union" (Nov. 1986). This bulletin is published as a supplement to the theoretical 
organ of the CPI, "Besooy-e-Sosyalism", and contains articles and documents on the S.U. 
question, which is an ongoing discussion in our party. Although written in the framework 
of the CPI Programme, the articles in the bulletin officially only express the views of 
their authors. In the future issues of Bolshevik Message we shall carry further translations from the bulletin. BM.)

The present theses arc the condensed form of 
the views whose essential part have also been 
discussed by other comrades in seminars and 
other party meetings, these theses were not 
compiled and written with the intention of 
external publication; but I was entrusted with 
the Lask of preparing a basic text for an offi­
cial party meeting. These theses were written 
primarily for this purpose.

I have tried to express here only the most 
essential points regarding methodology of analy­
sis as well as the content of my views on the 
question of the Soviet Union. Hence, the theses 
are in no way comprehensive and even some of 
the most important aspects of the problem are 
not included (for example: degeneration of the 
Comintern, correlation between revisionism and 
the degeneration of the Soviet Union, transfor­
mation of Soviet Union into an imperialist 
power, etc.). But so far as the methodological 
aspect of the analysis of Soviet Union, explan­
ation of the defeat of the proletariat and the 
process of the establishment of capitalism in 
Soviet Union are concerned, the following theses 
represent a specific theoretical tendency and 1 
think their publication in the bulletin will be 
useful; at least in the sense that the holders 
of other views could have a chance to criticise 
them. ■

and which have also allowed the bourgeoisie to 
conduct a successful anti-communist propaganda 
in the world public opinion.

c) to deepen and concretize the concepts and 
theoretical foundations of Marxism (proletarian 
dictatorship, the economic content and struc­
ture of socialism, the correlation between 
party, state and class, council democracy and 
mechanisms of exercise of mass authority by the 
proletariat etc.) in the light of the Russ­
ian revolution experience.

d) to counter and nullify comprehensively 
and fundamentally, the destructive effects of 
Russian revisionism on the international work­
ers' movement.

e) to understand precisely the political 
situation in the world, imperialist rivalaries, 
relations of the imperialist powers between, 
themselves and with the dominated countries, 
significance of the democratic-anti-imperialist 
revolutions in the present period, considering 
Lhe role and position of Soviet Union in these 
upheavals, and on this basis to develops the 
international strategy of proletarian revolu­
tion.

To fulfil the above-mentioned tasks is 
possible niether by a deterministic analysis of 
the defeat of revolution in Russia - based on 
unavoidable objective factors like the economic 
backwardness of Russia, isolation of revolution 
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the main key For understanding and criticizing 

the question, investigate the economic condi­

tions and the objective interests and relati
ons 

of the two main classes in the Russian socie
ty* 

(i.e., the proletariat and the bourgeoisie). 

The form of the state, goals and the policies 

of the classes, the social and cultural rela­

tions and the position and role of each class
 in 

the political developments of the Russian soc­

iety can be investigated and criticized only 

after bringing to light the objective intere
sts 

and positions in the sphere of social produc­

tion.

3- On the other hand the economic Jaws and
 

necessities do not function automatically, but 

they are materialized through the social pr
ac­

tice of the classes and give shape tn the h
is­

torical realities. The political and social 

transformations in Russia, after the revolut
ion 

, also cannot be explained directly and imme
di­

ately by historico-economic necessities. What 

has, here, the determining role, in generating 

these upheavals, is the class struggle between 

the proletariat and bourgeoisie. Hence, what 

had a decisive role in post-revolutionary Rus­

sia was a certain political stuggle which was 

led by political parties and leaders of the 
two 

main classes of Russian society, its content 

being a response to the objective necessities 

of Russia after the revolution, from two anta­

gonistic and irreconcilable class perspectiv
es.

4- Hence the defeat of the Russian revolu­

tion, in the most fundamental level has had 

objective economic reasons. But from this one 

cannot deduce the inevitability of the defeat 

of the revolution. Rather, it follows that if 

the Russian proletariat (its vanguard party) 

was able to respond to the objective neces
sit­

ies, which the class struggle had placed bef
ore 

it, the October Revolution would not be defeat­

ed. In other words although in the final 

analysis the class struggle in Russia after 
the 

revolution, like all periods of the history of 

class societies, has been a struggle for 

objective ecnomic interests and goals, the 
fact 

that finally in this struggle the interests 
and 

goals of the bourgeoisie, and not the prole­

tariat, were realized, demonstrates the weak­

nesses,mistakes and political deviations of
 the 

the existence of private ownership of the me
ans 

of production and distribution, competition, 

and free market of labour and commodity, one 

cannot deduce that the essence of capitalist 

system (i.e., those fundamental laws which dis­

tinguish the basic characteristics and operat
ion 

of capitalism from other modes of production) 

are determined on the basis of these charac­

teristics.
In no way is the classical form of the 

operation of capital - i.e., the form which 

historically came to being in the western cou
nt­

ries - the only possible form of the operation 

of capitalist system ( in many dominated cou
nt­

ries both the method of passing to capitalism 

and the operation of capital differ essentia
lly 

from that of western capitalism). The essence 

of capital is the production of surplus-val
ue, 

and in analyzing the system of Soviet Union 
the 

existence and operation of the law of value 

must be proved or rejected.This must be the 
aim 

of studying the specific features of the sys
tem 

of Soviet Union, and not comparing them with 

the classical features of the form of western 

capitalism.

6- The main and current schools who, up till
 

now, have made a critique of Soviet Union 

(Trotskyism, Left Communism, Maoism, Tony Cli
ff, 

Bettelheim, Sweezy) have been unable to under­

stand and make a scientific analysis of the 

question,mainly because of: 1- superficial and 

limited understanding of capitalist relations 

and therefrom incorrect understanding of soci
al­

ist economy and 2- deterministic method of 

analysis (in methodology of handling the Russ
ian 

question).
At the most general level, as far as the 

content is concerned, the common mistake and 

weakness of these schools is that each of th
em, 

in a way, reduces the specific feature of capi­

talist production to characteristics such as 

competition between different capitals, the 
way 

in which capital is distributed in different 

sections of production, the legal form of the 

ownership of the means of production and dis­

tribution, the commodity feature of means of 

production, etc- i.e., characteristics which 

are generally placed in the sphere of the "re
la­

tion between capital and capital", and not 

capital and labour - and hence reduces the 
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manner of imposing 'these ' policies (workers’ 
democracy, workers' control over production, 
mechanism of workers' mass participation in the 
state,etc.), without clarifying what are and 
should be the content and goal of this control 
and intervention. Thereby, most of the present 
critical schools of the Russian question, even 
if not based on the critique of bureaucracy and 
state (like Trotskyists) are, because of linkin 
the building of socialism to democracy - i.e., 
the method and not the aim and content of work­
ing-class rule - substantially democratic and 
methodologically idealist.

7- In the above mentioned schools - with the 
exception of Maoist critique of Soviet Union 
(and similar tendencies) which attributes the 
defeat of October Revolution to the emergence 
of Khruschev and domination of revisionism over 
the Communist Party of Soviet Union and in this 
way represents a coherent idealism - idealism 
of a "political critique of the economy" is 
completed with determinism and fatalism in the 
methodology of analysing the reasons for the 
defeat (or deformation) of the October Revolutin. 
Trotskyists, Sweezy, Bettelheim. Tony Cliff and 
Left Communists all have in common the attribu­
tion of the defeat of October Revolution to the 
economic underdevelopment and backwardness of 
Russia and the isolation of October Revolution.

This view, clearly, considers the defeat of 
the October Revolution as inevitable, since 
solving problems like economic backwardness, 
the insufficient development of the productive 
forces and expansion and victory of revolution 
in other countries, basically do not depend on 
the course of the class struggle and the balanc 
of forces between bourgeoisie and proletariat 
(whether in Russia at that time or at any other 
time and place). Proletarian political and 
class will and practice cannot solve such prob­
lems. The roots of this mistake lie in not 
understanding the real relations between the 
objective and subjective conditions in the 
course of social upheavals. In this proposition 
the objective conditions (economic situation 
and the degree of development of productive 
forces) is immediately linked to politics (nega­
tion of council democracy, domination of bureauc­
racy, domination of revisionism, mistakes by 
the working-class and the deviations of the 
Bolshevik Party,etc.); i.e., the link -  class 

B- The present system of production in Soviet 
Union is a capitalist-system, i.e., the social 
production is carried out on the basis of exploit­
ation of the labour power and capitalist rela­
tions between the objective conditions of produc­
tion (means of production, land, capital) and 
its subjective conditions (labour-power). But 
this system of production, as it was explained 
before, is different from the classical capital­
ism (western capitalism) because of the histor­
ical process of its formation as well as its 
operation at present. Whilst the characteristics 
of Russian capitalism (which has'been shaped on 
the grounds of a defeated socialist revolution 
and under the name of working-class and social­
ism) distinguish its operation from capitalism 
as such,in no way do they alter the capitalistic 
nature of the relations of production in Soviet 
Union. And as far as the exploitation of the 
working-class and its economic, political and 
social disenfranchisement is concerned, capital­
ism in Soviet Union does not differ from capital­
ism as such.

9- The defeat of October Revolution has had 
numerous and many-sided expressions and dimen­
sions. In order to distinguish the fundamental 
causes of the defeat of the proletariat in 
Russia from its outcomes and secondary effects, 
one must precisely examine the question which 
had become pivotal in the struggle between the 
Russian bourgeoisie and proletariat. The leaders 
and vanguards of the proletariat were not able 
to give a proletarian solution to this question 
and consequently the bourgeoisie has been able 
to consolidate its own solution.

10- The October Revolution did not conclude 
the struggle between the two main classes in 
Soviet Union, i.e., proletariat and bourgeoisie. 
As the result of the revolution,Russian big 
bourgeoisie lost the political power and was 
deprived of partizanship and open and independ­
ent political activity. But in no way, did it 
abandon its goals and ideals and the struggle 
for them, and in the political and economic 
upheavals following the revolution it did not 
stand passive and neutral. After the revolution, 
the struggle between the deposed bourgeoisie 
and the proletariat in power continued in new 
forms and on new issues. Following the civil 
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Union, were the consequences o f the defeat o f 
the p ro le ta r ia t  in  th is  strugg le .

11- The defeat o f the working-class and i t s 
vanguard party in  th is  sp e c ific  b a ttle  can be 
explained b r ie f ly  in  the fo llow ing context:

The Russian big bourgeoisie always (from the 
time o f the 1905 revo lu tion ) wanted to elim inate 
the backwardness and the obstacles in  the way 
o f growth o f ca p ita l in  Russia and o f in d u s tr ia l 
development in  tha t country. The concept and 
ideal o f complete and a ll-s id e d  development o f 
cap ita lism  in  Russia,and the development and 
expansion o f industry and productive forces, 
was a notion which the Mensheviks and even 
"o ld " Bolsheviks did not c r i t ic is e  and d issociate 
themselves from, and for the e n tire  Russian 
social-democracy "s o c ia lis t  economy" was blured 
and unclear against " in d u s tr ia l development and 
growth o f Russia". Hence Russian bourgeoisie, 
which a fte r  the revo lu tion  used to hide i t s 
n a t io n a lis t  asp ira tions under the name o f revo­
lu tio n  and socialism  and had i t s  sympathizers 
and p o l i t ic a l  representatives in  various party 
and sta te  in s t i tu t io n s ,  in  the s truggle for 
determining and adopting those economic goals 
and p o lic ie s , which were to be put to  e ffe c t by 
the ru lin g  party and s ta te , could f in a l ly  pro­
mote i t s  own aims and p o lic ie s . I t  was able to 
m ate ria lize  the old idea l o f a "developed, 
in d u s tr ia l and independent Russia on a par with 
western coun tries" under the name o f "moving 
towards socialism  and bu ild ing  s o c ia lis t  economy'.' 
In b r ie f ,  the s o c ia lis t  revo lu tion  in  Russia 
was defeated in  the face o f i t s  economic tasks.

12- In concluding the defeat o f October 
Revolution from the in a b il i t y  to  respond to  i t s 
economic tasks one must bear in  mind the fo llow ­
ing po in ts :

a) October Revolution was a s o c ia lis t  revolu­
t io n  fo r which the ob jective  cond itions fo r 
complete v ic to ry  were ava ilab le . The Russian 
p ro le ta r ia t  was able to  depose the bourgeoisie 
p o l i t ic a l ly  and economically, and the d ic ta to r ­
ship o f the p ro le ta r ia t ( i . e . ,  the means of 
enforcing the p ro le ta ria n  p o lic ie s  in  the p o li­
t ic a l  sense and not the form and s truc tu re  of 
the s ta te ) was set up in  Russia. In th is  sense, 
October Revolution was v ic to r io u s . But for 

p ro le ta r ia t  based on mass workers1 organisations, 
the strengthening and domination o f the bureauc­
racy, the inner-pa rty  conspiracies and oppres­
sions (and so on) undoubtedly had th e ir  ro le  in 
the f in a l defeat o f October Revolution and 
domination o f the bourgeoisie over the party 
and s ta te . But w ithout appreciating the p ivo ta l 
ro le  o f the economic tasks tha t the revolu tion 
should have performed, i t  is  not possible to 
c la r i fy  the rea l ro le  o f these factors in  the 
process o f the defeat o f the revo lu tion . The 
fact is  tha t the in te n s if ic a t io n  and consolida­
tio n  o f these facto rs , from the form o f revers­
ib le  mistakes and deviations by the party - 

or in  some cases the lim ita tio n s  tha t the 
ob jec tive  cond itions imposed on the p ro le ta r ia t 
in  the f i r s t  period o f the revo lu tion  -  to the 
le ve l o f fundamental c h a ra c tris tic s  and the 
necessary and reproducing components o f the 
system, are consequences o f the defeat o f the 
revo lu tion  and requirements o f the domination 
o f cap ita lism  in  Soviet Union, and not the 
other way around.

d) U n til the la te  20s, the Bolshevik Party 
and Soviet s ta te , although having committed 
numerous mistakes, had a p ro le ta ria n  character. 
The mistakes o f the Bolshevik Party were rever­
s ib le  and correctab le u n t i l  th is  time. But by 
carry ing out the f i r s t  five -year plan the way 
fo r re tu rn  was blocked and the ru lin g  party and 
sta te  became subservient to bourgeois goals and 
p o lic ie s  and gained an anti-worker character.

e) The defeat o f s o c ia lis t  revo lu tion  in 
Soviet Union did not annul i t  as a soc ia l and 
h is to r ic a l event. October Revolution was a 
great socio-economic reform which created a 
developed in d u s tr ia l society out o f a re la t iv e ly 
backward c a p ita lis t  country, and made certa in 
improvements in  the pos ition  o f the workers, 
na tiona l m in o rit ie s , women and other social 
s tra ta . The cap ita lism  o f Soviet Union owes i t s 
present pos ition  as much to  the defeat o f the 
October S o c ia lis t Revolution as to the v ic to ry 
o f th is  revo lu tion  over Tzarism.

A REPORT ON THE LIFE & WORK OF WOMEN 
CARPET - WEAVERS IN KURDISTAN

The workers and toilers in Kurdistan live 
under conditions of savage exploitation and 
intense poverty and lack of rights. Wide-spread 
contract-work, long working hours, arduous and 
exhausting working conditions, lack of any 
kind of safety at the work place, and unem­
ployment and expulsions ... are inseparable 
parts of the life of workers in Kurdistan. 
During the last few decades, and in fact fol­
lowing the imperialist solution of the agra­
rian question in Iran, millions of toiling 
masses and poor peasants of Kurdistan have 
been driven into the labour market.

For the Iranian bourgeoisie Kurdistan has 
played the part of a source of reserve army of 
cheap labour, where large masses of workers 
are kept barely alive under the lowest pos­
sible level of existence. (Not to mention the 
wide-spread deaths resulting from lack of 
medical care and malnutrition ... which parti­
cularly hits the children).

Capital, whenever it needs, employs vast 
masses of cheap workers who toil in the.vil­
lages and suburbs for a paltry wage to "repro­
duce" their labour-power; and whenever it has 

children who engage in jobs such as carpet­
weaving, herding, etc.

Capital, while keeping the workers in 
villages as a reserve force, in the cheapest 
possible way, employs a section of them for 
"domestic work". And in order to maximize pro­
fits, it puts one worker against another, the 
aale worker against the female, and the latter 
against her children. Here the women toilers 
in ths villages are particularly hit.

The working woman in Kurdistan, on top of 
the arduous and back-breaking work in the 
house, has to engage, alongside her husband 
and children, in work in brick-yards, farms 
and all sorts of domestic labour, in order to 
earn a living for the family.

In this short discussion I will try to 
give a picture of the work by women in a par­
ticular branch of demostic work; i.e., carpet­
weaving .

Carpet-weaving is one of the most common 
lines of domestic production in which for the 
most part women workers and toilers, parti­
cularly in the villages and towns of South 
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to commit such acts, contrary to his affection 

for his children. In some cases children are 

so young that the parents lift them up or put 

them down beside the loom. The child begins 

from simple knitting and gradually comes to 

grips with the finer techniques of the job. 

She has to work 14 hours a day with her tiny 

hands. And she is not alone in this; her mo­

ther, sister and girls of the families in the 

neighbourhood who have come for apprentice­

ship, accompany her. Taking a rest during the 

working hours has no meaning here and usually 

the workers fall asleep, from the intensity of 

work, by the .side of the hand-loom.

The mother of the house, on top of all 

these, must attend to house-work such as bak­

ing bread, preparing food, fetching_ water, 

nursing the children, looking after animals, 

etc. Having' finished the house-work, she too 

comes to the foot of the loom to begin the un­

ending work of carpet-weaving. A never-ending 

work which knows no time limits and eats up 

all their energy.
In carpet-weaving, like other piece and 

contract-work, capital puts the workers again­

st one other. Here capital turns the family 

father .into the agent for controlling the 

children. To speed up the work and get the 

carpet finished as fast as possible, the father 

promotes competition among workers and com­

pares the work of women workers of other famil­

ies with those of his daughters. Thus the 

capitalist turns the father into an unwaged 

agent and overseer in his service. Before the 

work starts, the father aetermxnes the quantity 

of work that is to be done by the end of the 

day, and checks this at night time when the 

work is finished. On every carpet, having a 

definite area, always work a definite number 

of workers. A more skilled worker (Ostad) 

works with a number of workers. The Ostad con- 

trolls the carpet pattern and teaches the 

workers how to weave according to the pattern. 

She keeps an eye on the work and makes sure 

that workers do not work slow. The pressure 

that the father exerts on the Ostad is now put 

by her on other workers. Should the carpet 

pattern be wrong, the Ostad undoes it and 

numbness, from early childhood. Of the usual 

symptoms associated with carpet-weaving are: 

the body and face turning yellow, a severely 

impaired eye-sight, and blindness. Tuberculo­

sis and other lung diseases threaten young 

workers from the beginning. Intense back-ache 

is also a- typical ailment affecting the work­

ers. In addition, women workers have no rights 

to rest during the menstruation period and 

pregnancy and have to continue work until the 

last moment of child birth.

Workers have no recess from the daily 

work, nor any breaks from the annual work. 

Only out of respect for the dead or when a 

marriage is on, do they interrupt work. Now 

let us see what the workers gets in return for 

all this work, suffering and pain.

First we should take a look at the con­

tracts and the particular relationship which 

exis'ts between the carpet-weavers and the 

capitalists (individual owners or government- 

affiliated institutions such as the "Construc­

tion Crusade").
The contract between the workers (the 

family father) and the capitalist is of dif­

ferent kinds. Here we shall look at the most 

common.. The "half-work" contract means that 

the employer (the capitalist) buys the wool, 

yarn and weaving equipment such as scissors 

and the knitting knife ... and divides the 

cost with the worker . The worker has to weave 

the carpet by a fixed date, and when the work 

is done and the carpet is sold, half the price 

of the carpet is taken by the capitalist and 

the other half by the producers (the family 

father). This is called a "half-work" contract 

which is common in most of the places we men­

tioned above.
The other kind of contract is when the 

workers are provided with equipment by the 

individual employer or institutions, such as 

the Construction Crusade or the Labour Minist­

ry, and receive wages for every particular 

carpet weaved. Such contract is known as "hir­

ing".
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Paying wages "by the metre" is also an­
other kind of contract. The employer gives the 
equipment to workers and pays the producer for 
every square metre of carpet woven. Should the 
carpet be soild, its price will fall by as 
much as half that which was originally agreed. 
Should the pattern be flawed, the employer 
will cut the workers' wages. Besides the compe­
tition engendered and promoted by the father 
among the workers on the speed and quality of 
work, the employer too instigates competition 
among the producers on the quality and fine­
ness of the produced carpets, and thus firstly 
improves the quality, and secondly always has 
an excuse for paying the workers less and 
making them work for lower wages.

A simple statistical comparison between 
the capitalist's income, the cost of the means 
of production, and the worker's income and 
standard of living, relative to the living 
costs and the duration of work by women carpet­
weavers, provides a clear picture of the degree 
of exploitation of workers, their level of 
subsistence and the avarice of capital for 
profitability. It is usual for a 2 x 3 metre 
carpet to be worked on by 5 workers. The work­
ing day of each worker is 14 hours and the 
time needed for the completion of the work is 
6 months. The cost of the means of production 
can be taken, on average, as 8 000 Tomans* and 
the carpet price as just over 60000 Tomans. A 
simple calculation shows that during this 
period, for 12 600 hours of work a sum of 26 000 
Tomans is paid, i.e., 29 Tomans a day for 
every worker.

Fourteen hours' work for 29 Tomans! And 
this is at a time when the minimum wage deter­
mined by the Labour Ministry, for 8 hours' 
daily work, is 72 Tomans. Isn't the logic of 
domestic work clear?

What officially remains for the capi­
talist is about 30 000 Tomans. But what hap­
pens in reality is that the capitalist sells 
the carpet in the market at a price much high­
er than what he originally foisted on the 
worker. Moreover, first of all, he has made 
the workers pay for half the cost of the means 
of production, in form of loan, for which he 
deducts out of their share at the end of the 
work; secondly, he has paid nothing towards 
the expenses of keeping the equipment or of 

on average 14 to 15 hours a day. A working day 
the capitalist would be unable to impose on a 
worker in a factory or workshop. Not paying 
the workers an official, fixed and higher wage 
and not insuring them or providing them with 
similar securities are all benefits which 
domestic production brings for the capital­
ists. Capital, particularly in times of crisis 
by appropriating the absolute surplus value 
produced by workers' domestic work, increases 
the intensity and duration of work and imposes 
an ever lower standard of living on workers. 
This is the characteristic feature of the work 
of women carpet weavers in most .parts of Kurd­
istan.

The slave-like domestic work by women in 
these regions is such that it leaves its mark 
even on the marriage of women carpet weavers. 
If the girl carpet-weaver is skilled in her 
job and the carpet produced by her sell well, 
this will have an important effect in deter­
mining the amount of the "Shirbaha" (the money 
paid to the girl's father at the time of mar- 
riage-Tr.). The opposite also applies.

On top of the savage exploitation, women 
are also subjected to reactionary ideas and 
traditions. It is customary to postpone the 
girls' marriage so as to let them weave more 
carpets. Women's and girls' reaction against 
all these pressures, lack of rights and ex­
ploitation is individual protest: they refuse 
to work, cry and threaten to commit suicide; 
but in the end are forced to return to work. 
In fact all the reactionary ideas and tradi­
tions concerning women, here clearly serve the 
interestsof capital.

Women workers are badly dispersed and 
suffer from .lack of consciousness. The reac­
tionary traditions and ideas imposed on women 
and thq dispersion characterising domestic 
work are both limitations for working women in 
the cause of their consciousness, unity and 
solidarity. But these limitations can and must 
be overcome. The exposure of the class nature 
of the oppression on women carpet-weavers, 
showing how religion, ignorance and supersti­
tion and the reactionary traditions dominating 
their relationships, serve the exploitation by 
capital; and on the basis of such education, 
creating family circles, co-operative funds, 
etc, among women workers are the first steps 
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Following is the translation of a document which first appeared in "Resalat" (No. 228, 

23 Oct. 1986) - a daily newspaper which is published by one of the moderate factions of the 

Islamic regime in Iran. This document is a tabulation of the desired merits and morals of a 

Moslem woman, as opposed to that of the modern and non-Moslem woman. It is another evidence 

of the unbelievable dimensions of the degradation of woman under the Islamic Republic rule.

We appeal to all those organisations, comrades and friends who, like us, are disgusted 

at, and offended by, such attitudes towards women, to translate and publish this document in 

other languages. This will help us to expose the treatment that women are receiving under 

the Islamic Republic regime in Iran.
