LONG LIVE PROLETARIAN INTERNATIONALISM ! 



PO L A N D -35 years of workers s
The result of the post-war economic and so­

cial changes, and the accelerated industrial 
construction, carried out on the pierced shoul­
ders of the Polish workers, was the appalling 
conditions of the workers and the lack of any 
freedoms in the 50's. The Polish working class 
entered the arena of the struggles with the 
slogans of ’'real socialism" and "real communism". 
These slogans found their concrete reflections 
in the demands for "self-management" and "de­
mocracy" . (1)

Among these slogans, the slogan of "self­
management" is of significance as it has been 
repeatedly brought forth in the last thirty 
years with different practical contents and 
within different ideological, economic, and 
political frameworks: in the workers’ movement 
of 1956, in the economic policies of the "United 
Workers’ Party" after 1956, in the economic 
tendencies of the Gierek government during the 
•70s, and finally in the programme of the 
National Congress of Solidarity in the form of 
the "self-management republic". By examining 
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
