On January 31, 1967, 50 years ago, the 
Swiss Telegraphic Agency published 
information which has the merit of 
inaccuracy, to read it I left in the 
evening, whereas it is in the morning, 
alone on board of my car, while Renée 
accompanies me and in a sports car 
when it is a 4 CV… 

In Exploded Memory, I recount at 
length the stages of the expulsion 
measure taken against me on 
November 7, 1966 by the federal 
authorities, above all, essentially, I 
evoke the unthinkable solidarity which 
then manifested itself. I simply want to 
recall, by articles in the press, calls or 
public meetings, those for those who 
brought us together, but also despite 
what made us different, who then took 
a position against the expulsion 
decision. This cannot be forgotten.
