And =0 coaditions and men gradually grow
avay from them, Every new generation means
a greater loss of their Influence. A few vears
of publie school training are not sufficient to
chain the active voung mind: to the old chzr
tife speaks louder ond
onder against them. One fine morning, some
;;zu-nt historical eveat lights up the artificial
larkness with a sodden flash and reveals the
itrue condition of things, The economic tni-
erum has done fts work, assisted by the Social-
{ st mind.

The Soclalist occupies a position of vantage,
which in ¢ombination with cconomic fore:
makes Lim invincible. He has looked through
the cunning disguise of capitalist morality and
law, and knows their vninerable parts. He
has nothing to gain by falschood, and every-
thing to Juse, if he departs from truth, Ther:-
fore he is truthful, not becanse he is better
than others, but because it is to his interest to
tell the whole truth, With the full conviction
of sincerity, he can lay his hand upon h's
heoart and make a clean breast of all he know:,
The more frank he is, the more force will his
words carry. And though he may be an out-
cast from so-called “good csociety,”” be has
something that no title an:d no money of tie
respectables can bestow. The satisfaction of
being true (o himself, i

The minds of the Awmerican working class

are waiting for the new light. The blight of
thousand year old habit, tradition, and super-
stition Is resting also on their intellect, [he
pilgrims imported it from Burape, and the flood
of new immigrants supplies it with ever fiesh
perms. The smallest circle, therefore, encom-
patises the range of thought of the twenticth
century American, and every new idea mus
work its way through a mountain of intellect-
ual rubbish. In addition to the Imported pre)-
udices, there are also a number .of typically
American illusions. that have grown out of a
misconception of American history. And ther
very nature makes these home grown ilin-]
siong much harder to overcome than the im-
ported ones,
Most prominent amoug the American illo-
sions are the “liberty” iliusion and the “equal
rights” illusion, while the most powerful bon--
geols  illusion is the “property” illusion.
Around them hover a number of sister ilinsions
every one of which performs a useful functon
for the ruling class. The “great man' tHusion,
the “patriotic” f{llusion, the . “public school” ]
illusion, the “scientific authority' illusion.
the “honesty” fillusion, the “paid agitator”
illusion, the "“permanency of the system’™ illu-
slon ‘arc examplés of the sinister influences
that block the emancipation of the proletarisn
mind. ISvery one of them can bhe traced to its
origin, and its fraudulent ambiguity exposed
beyond cavil. While there was a time when
they expressed the exact necessities of the ris-
ing bourgeois class that coined and used them,
none of them fits the position of the present
rising class, the proletariat, Some of them have
lost all meaning to us Socialists, others musi
receive n new interpretation, before we can Use
thenras weapons in the fight for human eman-
vipation.

The numerous agencies for erslaving ths
minds of the exploited Insthe ideas of the ex-
ploiters are, of course, strenuousiy active, the
more the disappearance of the cconomic foun-
«dution threatens the ruling class, They are
now more powerful than ever, enforced by o'l
the tremendous advantages which machinery,
increased  wealth, steam, and electricity have
placed into the hands of the master class. The
clearing away of the intellectnal rubbish piled
up by them thus becomes one of the chief cb-
juets of Socialist agitation. Before the Socini-
ist seed will grow, the brains must be thor-
oughly cleared of the rank weeds of bourgeols
illustons.

We will, therefore, devote a special articie
to each of them and wind them into a wreath
which we will, in the near future, deposit on
the grave of old capitalism. This will b> a
fitting decoration for the tomb of such a sys-
tem. For it thrived on nothing but the illu-
sions of the millions that supported it in vain
search of the fortune which it could never be-

That class may
enforce submission to its will in the name aud
by the authority of the state Political power
and economic power were, are and will alwass
be concentrated in the hands of the ruling
classes as long as class rule will exist. ‘the
ruling classes always used their economic
power as a means to acquire political power
and then used the last as a means to increase
the first. AH the history of human kind is an
ilustrution of this fact. On the cther hand
poiitical dependence leads inevitably to eco-
nomic denendence and vice versa, THERE
CAN BE NO ACTUAL POLITICAL EQUAIL-
ITY WITHOUT ECONOMIC DEMOCRACY.

The conclusions suggested hy these general
considerations may be applied profitably to
the relations between capital and labor in the
United States. Who actnally controls our ni-
tional, state and municipal administrations?
Who spends millions of dollars on political
campnigns? Who are the actual masters of
our legisiative and executive nstitutionz?
Who are the real commanders of our arimy and
flcet? Who owns the entlre press, the pulp't,
the institutions of learning? To put thes?
questions means to answer them. The capital-
ists captured the state for all there is in 1t,
and mainly for the SOCIAL ECONOMIC POW-
ER it glves “them over the voting cattle” The
leherer and small farmer are only NOMINAL-
LY free citizens of the United States. Bo'h
capitalistic parties gressly flatter thess nomi-
nal citizene Lefore election and neglect, bull-
doze and maitreat them all the rest of the time,
The misfortune of the average laboring man
congists in his failure to see the conncction
between his “job™ and “ballot,” hetween econ-
omies and politics. Trade unionism is obvi-
ously growing and developing in this country.
Every clear sighted Socialist must rejoice in
it as a heaithy, normal development of the pro-
letariat. But TRADE UNIONISM alone, trade
unionism WITHOUT INDEPENDENT POLI'T-
ICAL ACTION CANNOT SOLVE THE LABOR
FPROBLEM, as the history of trade unionism
in England proved. Indeed only the better
situated stratn of skilled workingmen arc
comparatively easily crystallizing into unions.
The great bulk of unspilled laborers remala
stubbornly in the amorphous, unorganized
state. The back bone of trade unionism is
skilled or qualified labor, The marked ten-
dency of modern machine production is how-
ever unmistakably in the direction of the ¢lim-
ination of skilled labor by the means of an
ever inereasing perfection of the tools of pru-
duction. Another outspoken tendency of moxi-
ern machine production militating against the
institution of trade unionism is the ever in-
creasing limitation of the number of laborers
necessary for production. These two tenden-
cies lead to the progressive increase of the in-
dustrial reserve army of nnemployed, the army
that is always ready to serve as a tool agalnst
organized labor. It has very little seuse to
vote the capitalists into power and then ex-
pect to win out against them industrial bat-
tles by the means of strikes. Strikes may 1m-
prove ‘directly the condition of organized und
indirectly of unorganizéd labor, but by the
price of starvation, wrecked hotnes and ruined
families. s

As long as the capitalists control our na-
tional, state and municipal adwministration (t
will be managed in direct violation 6f the
rights of labor. As long as the capitalists will
spend millions in order to influence the voting
cattle in political campaigns the political spoil
will belong to them.

As long as the capitalists will make ana
execute laws, the Iaboring class will be eom-
pelled to break laws and be punished for it

As long as the capitalists will remain (he
actoal commanders of our army and navy, the
tremendous physical forces will ba used for
the extermination of riotous strikers aand for
the conqiiest of new markets for capltalists

As long as the capltalists will own the press,
the pulpit, the educationa! institetlon, gencra-
tions after generations will be trained in &
spirit directly inimical to the Interests of labor.
As long as the capltalists are allowed to mo- |
wopolize the power and authority of the siate,
the laborer and small farmer will remaiu act-
nally a slave of the social economic institutions
of the country,

In order to have at least the ghost of a show
of success in their struggle against capitatism
laboring men must fight with weapons juest
as efiicient as those of their adversaries. muost
meet thelr enemy on {15 own groand of inde-
pendent political action. The Mboring class
must strike at'the BALLOT BOX. LY CAP-
TURING POLITICAL POWER THE WORK-
ING CLASS WILL BE ABLE 1o make and exe-
cute its own laws and TURN THE UNITED
STATES INTO A GIGANTIC TRADE UNION.

The fear, that differ-
ieures in political views may lead to the disine
tegration of labor organizations is ill consid-
ered and without foundation Indeed it 18
nothing but a pmgaboo to scare the timid acd
bewilder the weak-minded, The workingmen
of the United States still vote for the middle
class parties because they know so very littls
abont the existence ‘of Socialistic nolitical ore
ganizntions, their methods, aim and purposs,
It is the sacred duty of the trade unions to lift
and educate its members to a higher plane ot
aspirations than the mere increase of wages
and decrease of working hours of those of
;ﬂwir feilow toilers who happen to belong to
itheir craft. The sacred dutly and high privie
{lege of the trade unions consist in making the!r
imunlwrﬁ not only better fed and better clad
{animals, but in making them better, ncbler
men, better citizens, who stand first and last
i for the broader interests of all toiling humanity

‘as opposed to its oppressors and exploitersi -
i Independent political action, far from being &

menace to trade unionism jg, as a matter of

fact, its most reliable support. Only by cou-

scious and conscientious exerciser of political

rights, that the laborer yet possesses, he may

expect to battle suceessfully for his econom'c

rights. So far we have spoken only of the

‘houvsl, Lona-fide opponents of independent

political action on the part of trade unionists,

of the blind leaders of the Dblind. Tiere 1S

however a considerzble clement of so-called

Izbor leaders who oppose political action from

purely selfish motives, using their influencs

over their over-confident, but not over-brignt

fellow workers in the interest of some of the

capitalistic parties, they derive personsl ad-

vantages from gelling their influvence to the

highest bidder. These despicable traitors o

the cause of their own class are as a rule the

first to raise sheir voice against independent!
