The honest men of letters 1is a die-
turber and not in good flavor with them,
It gives them the nightmare to think what will
happen if he gets into the saddle, 1 live
en bean lunches and walk for lack ¢f ear fare, |
1 sleep on such beds as come to me. My life |
hns had most of its softeness in dreaming of
the bared lance of truth, when the world’s hard
hopes shall mellow into even hanided justice.
Mr. Hewitt didn’t seem to me to be lving in
this world. 1 came down through two miles of
shopkeepers taking In their wares for the
night and putting up thelr shuttors. It was
nine o'clock, and many of them, particularly
the green grocers, had got out of bed to go 10
work at four o'clock in the morninz. They
work for their landlords. Some of the grocers
that I have talked with at other times told me
that they could hardly pay reut and come out
even. Some with families live a year on a
third as much as plenty of men lite Mr. Hew-
ftt spend on a single champagne dinner cor
their liveried body servants.

workers was shut out—-all but from my mind
the door of which I caanct close on these
things.

Tha friend of the slave, in spile of evident
irritation, received me with the grace that
goes  with luxuriant harbors of Jife and a
msasure of realization and harmony in exis-
tence. He had.read my notes nreviously sent
in and which I copy into these paragraphs
tuat follow: :

According to thoge who hold opposite views to
Mr. Hewitt he has not got the question at all,
has never tonched it. The cuestion is whe-
ther the operators shall go on taking the pro-
perty of the miners. A very jarge and con-
stantly increasing body of the people, the vast
body of labor in fact, look at it entirely op-
pogite to monopolistic capital.. These ‘say, all
the coal mined is produced by labor, includirg
as laborers those who manage the mines and
otherwise by labor contribute to them. Capi-
tal does not produce any of it. The dollars of
President Beer and others who work  over-
time keeping the miners poor does not prodnce
a pound of coal. The operators lay claim to
all the coal that the Jaborers produce and by
foree of circumstanceg take it from them, The
circumstances are that by appropriating to
themselves the products of other men’s labor
for years they have gradually come into pos-
geesion‘of the mines and all the machinery for
producing coal. These mines and this machin-
ery which the miners produced or acquired by
their labor bas under form of law been handed
over to the operators. The niiners
“controversy” .object to receiving back In the
form of wages but a.small portion of thelr
property. They havesoffered to arbitrate this
guestion with the mine owners. .

People with flexible and emolient views are
becoming less and less perpendicular in their
statements and bellefs of “ownerskip” where
large public enterprises are involved. They are
not so sure about it. Through development in
organization and modern methods of co-opéra-
tion in production it hss become all but im-
possible -in reason to single out the part of
one man or set up claims to ahsolute owner-
ship of anything. The time has passed when
any one can substantiate a claim to producing
'a thing entircly by himself and withont part-
‘nership with the whole world. No work Is o
isolated that it is not in some way helped
on by the work of those in all other lines,
making all work a common co-partnershiv
the world over.

Another Change in Missouri.

“down with” murder and suicide, while all the
conditions that brought them into existence
were allowed to continue,

The rapldly growing Socialist party presents
claims for support, not upon what it has done,
but relies upon the powers of reason and good
sense thnt exists in every human being when
confronted with the evils existing in soclety
and shown their roal cause.

Any attempted portrayal of
the Immense difference that would result from
such & simple though radical change of socizl
conditions s almost beyond conception. In-
stead of the present intense,” selfish disregard
of others’ rights and happiness, there would
gradually come in & toleration, friondliness and
love which would finally Dblogsom inlo full
brotherhood such as was taugh! and exempli-
fled by Jesus Christ. A sccond postmare of
Socialism is, not that the people shall choose
their own . rulers, hut that the poeeple shall rule
themselves. Whatever edicts the people shall
secee Upoa must in all,cases govern. Officials
may be elected to do necessary clerical, ad-
minlstrative or exceutive worls but will  not
in any sense have authority as yrulers. To this
end the inftiative and referéndum are demand-
«l as Indispensable. Upon these two funda-
mental ideas all Socialists are in harmony and
they claipy that upon their adoption our whole
civilization . would become radically and im-
mensely elevated, while no o6ne could be in-
jured thereby or sacrifice anything worth pres-
ervation,
