Gallagher worked
eighte¢en years for the same company and
was evicted for hise participation in  the
etrike. A 12-vear-old boy worked for four
cents per hotir, and the longer he worked
tlte decper he went into the debt of the
company. ‘

weights, the docking boss, and all the other
tokens of love which the Christian men of
the coal trust bestowed upon yon!
Women and children freezing to death
in the richest cities, in the neighborhood
of well-stocked coal yards, The great com-
panies getting all the coal they need to make
more dollars, and the people who create
the wealth shivering in cold and dismal
rooms! :
And what is this we see? Here comes
Hearst and booms himself for president.
This i1s the reason for his great selicitude
for you! He wants your votes, the same
as Roosevclt.” He is now trying to reap the
fruits of his philanthropy.
What can he do for you if he is clected?

Can
he transform a corrupt democratic machine
into a workingmen's government ?
Suppose he were able to earry out his
program of goyernment ownership of the
railroads and coal mines.

The latter 13 to be held by the
employer os his voucher for the child's eligibiity.
Educational certificates and employment tickets
will not be lsvued unless it cap by shown by either
church baptismal records, county birth pecords or
fchool records, based on the last echioel ccnsus that
the child is over 14 yecars of age.

Under the old statute, chiid labor In Illinols
increased faster than female labor. Under
the new bill, it it ever becomes a stutute, ft
will probably increase still faster. There 18
only one way to abolish child labor, and that
is for the fathers and mothers of the children
to work for the inauguration of Soclalism.

But just
28 many of the biological observations of Dar-
win may be made without consldering the
struggle for existence so may many of the spe-
cial investigations of Marx be carried on with-
out ecomomic materialism and be valid, A
number of individual thcories, Nowever, do
not make a system, unless they are connected
by a gulding principle. According to the per-
sonal/testimony of Marx and Engels, the ma-
terialist conception of history is this connect-
ing principle. If this is removed, nothing re-
wains but individual theories, e. g., on value,
price, profit, wages, r¢nt, etc. But these would
pot constitute a ll'ln.lnn system."”

Will you pleaxe publish this in your paper and
let all know how we miners In the Virginin coal
fields are treated. dlere are some of the things the
operators do:

1. Charge every miner, whether he boards or
owns his own shack, rent. 8langle men, boarding,
nre charged $4 per month, and the famlly who
boards him Is alro charged rent, without any re-
duction on accotnt of rent taken from the boarders.

2. Bvery miner Is charged $1 per month for coal
and has to steal It from the uw«-. and It caught
they are aorested and fined. ¢y must burn a
coal called “bone,” which contulns slate, and which
in used to fll up hollows. It can aiso be used un-
der bollers by making the grate longer, All these
hundreds of thousands of tons of fuel could be sent
to the cities to comfort those who need fuel, if the
rallroads with thelr Christian ofcers, would haul
it,” but the poor must frecze If they cannot pay
the freight,

2. Every miner must pay peveniy-five cents per
month for water, whkich must be dipped
ereek which russ over land owned by the coal op-
eratore,

must pay $10 extra to the doctor, which makes a
birth a misfortune, The doctor {s a boy, usually.

6. Every mincer must pay $1 per month for a
blacksmith, although nearly every miner dresscs
big touvls himself; thus the operator gets his re-
pairs (o ears free.

Cou! 18 mincd by tha car; the cars hold six
tong. At every mine s n dock , who dockns
one-third off every ecar that he thinks I8 not full
enough, and if a miner s not docked, when the re-
rurl goes into the office, they say tha miner stands
n with the dock boss, and they dock him in the
office, and the dock boss gets a rousting. For ev-
ery car of £lx tons, we get seventy-five centa,  No
one of the miners know what it means to got a
ear of coil; all the dead work, such as track-lay-
ing, timboring, loading dirt, pushing cars, ete.,
wust be counted In,

7. We are pald with scrip, which iz goed only
at the commisary. Here are some of the charges:
Flour, which Is bought at $3 per barrel, is sold to
us for 3%, and it has fAfteen pounds of ground
baritees in it to make it heavy: tomatoes, twenty
to thirty cents rrr can; Arbuckle’s coffee, twoenty
conts por pound; sugar, nine aod ten cents, and
everything in proporiion.

Although the complaints of our present clv-
iMzation fill the very atmosphere with bitter-
ness and dread, yet it.is better in avery par-
ticnlar -and nobler than ever bLefore. Dark-
ened still by ignorance, I admit, yet out of the
night of it comes the faint brightening of a
light; and out of its chaotic mutterings and
groans and ‘the wild sounds of its raging hell
I hear the rythmic throb of thie great centra!
Life unfoldmg slowly into choxds that prom-
ise n harmony of rarest and h\“celcst muait,

Until recent years sclentlfic investigation
has been confined almost exclisively to the
material plane. One c¢lass of students have
glven thelr exclusive attention to the anolysis
its historical
formation, and its dynamiec phenomenia. The
Science of geology has resulted. Other inves-
tigators have delved in the realms of plant: life
and we have botany. Still other eminent
minds have given us a knowiedge of animal
life, and by biologlcal analysis have traced
physical life to its primfry cell. Afier all this
vast field has been explored, we find that the
mind that has so accurately traced so much of
the evolutionary development of the earth and
its life, has left Itself almost wholly ont of
counsideration. What s mind? Is it a prod-
uct of material substance; is It the creator of
the muterial; or is mind and imatter identical?
I have no Intention of attemdting to answor
these questions. However, the scarchlight of
1wn’s reasoning and analytical powers have,
vithin a short perlod of timae been turaed up-
on this, of all things, Interesting gquestion.
