The calient fact in the recent spring elections is the affinity of the two old
parties and the clear opposition of the Socialist party, as the representative of
the class-conscious working men, agaizst them, In no previous election bas the
class character.of the present political struggle become so plain, As a result, we
have once mose seen that the facts sustain the Sosialist theory of cconomic de-
terminicm,

On former occaitons
competition to a co-operative form of industry under the control of the great
trusts. Wo raw it egaim and again substantiated in the periodic recurrence of

. commercial cricis. We saw it furthermore corroborated by the growth of the
political sense among the labor organizations during the last decare. We now ob-
tain an additional proof of its soundness in the tendency of the two old political
parties to fuse against the Sociallsts. )

The dissolution of the democratic patry is palpable. Wherever the Socialist
vote has become threatening in states with republican majorities, the democratic
party bas left the field. It would be intcresting to know how the middle class
‘opportunist of the o!d parties, and his bernsteinian friend in the prolctarian cantp,
vm'axphln this phenomenon., Will scme bernsteinian pleas¢ answer this ques-
tion: If the middle class is increasing in mumbers, as they claim, how is it that
it is losing its political significance? The orthodox marxian answers: It is
Jesing its political significance, because it has ceased to be an essential factor in

wproduction. The bernsteinian will have to make clear to us, how a class can in-
erease in pumbers and still lose its economic and political significance.

The capitalist pcliticlans and press are evidently purzled about the same
proklem. According to them, a political party is so much nearer to defeat the
more votes it polls. The following example of capitalist logic shows a remarkable
Hkeness to the bBernsteinian mode of reasoning. Says the Grand Rapids, Mich,
Herald, a republitan organ: [‘The democrats of Battle Creck bave withdrawn
their emtire city ticket and will vote solidly for the republican ticket. This is
dons for the purpose of defeating the Socialist ticket, as the proprietors of our
manufacturing institutions have become alarmed over its growth in  this city,

_ appecially among the intelligent and well-to-do mechanics. Four years ago, for
the first time, seven votes were cast in this city., Last year it was increased to
Geo. The democrats now consider it their duty to rnite with the republicans and
wote their tickst and crush out Socialista forever in Battle Creek.”

Here the comnection between capitalist and‘opportunist reasoning is beauti-
fully clear.  In both cases, it is the blindncss to an obvious and vital fact, the
class struggle, that maktrheir claims look so ludicrous. When the vote of the
Mu-u was seven, the llittle band was rezarded as a sct of phantastic dream-
ers, When {t had risen to 600 in three years, it was called anarchism. When it
Bas finally grown to a commanding political pezition, the two old partics unite
to "crush it out.” This is a diplomatic way of saying that they are uniting in
order to avoid being crushed out themselves. But having teen blind so leng tq the
economic cause of the rise of the v/Arking class in a distinct political party, they
shrowdly fancy that they can keep the working men in darkness about the his-

* torical tendencies of their class movement by twisting words.

When the crushing cut process was completed in Battle Creek, the vote stood
as follows: Republicans, 2,259; Socialists, r,553; democrats, o,000. Somebdy was
evidently crushed out, but it was not Spcialism. A gain in the Socialist vote of
933 in twelve monthe, that is the recult of the crushing. At the same rate, it
will take just one more crushing to carry Battle Creck for Socislism. The same
spectacle was also conspicuously presented in Anaconda; Mont., and Sheboygan,
Wis,, where the crushing out process was completed by the victory of the So-
clalists.” And in & more or less marked form, the same tendency has been observed
i all the republican states.

To thoss who have cyes to see it is evident that the fusion of the two old
parties ptocneu the exact reverse of what they ‘are seeking to accomplish.  In-
stead of the Socialist party, they strengthen it. For thus they bring
out the list clags character of the old parties, and tho sworking class char-
acter of the Soclalist party in strong relief. Is there a better way of refuting by
thelr own acts what they have always been claiming, viz, that they are the
friends of the workibg: class? Naturally the republican and democratic working
men who have ths tnéu!ty of using their brains cannot help voting for the So-
clalist party in that case. We only hope that the attempt to crush out Socialism
by a fusion of the republican and democratic parties will be repeated in the next
presidential election!

The same tendency foward the elimination of one capitalist party will also
) ohtmd in ?0 strongly democratic states. There the little band of repub-
loazs will disappear and’ the bulk of the Socialist recruits will come from the
democratic rasks. Now, the republican party already has the majority in the
national elections. Its vote is temporalily growing in the republican states. The
democratic vote is dlsappearing in those republican states, and losing in the dem-
ocratic states. And.the democratic vote is decreasing ¢aster than the republican
is gaining. The whole benefit goes to the Soclalist, o: to some local independent

e h\!t yuy The Socialist party is thus gradually approaching the position
‘where ths capitalist parties will be in danger ,of losing a national election on a
plurality. When that momert will arrive, the democrati¢ party will disapprar
from American politics. Its disappearance will remove the last danger of fusion
for the Socialist party, and the issue will stand out boldly: The Capitalist class
vA the Working class, Capitalism va, Socialism, ¢ E. U.

prize of the Socialist party. And the democratic proletariat of the South, the
. white cracker elemcat, the colored proletarians, the northern colonist who has
been inveigled into coming South, and is mow dragging out a weary hand-to-
mouth existence on grits and bacon, all these are teady for the message of the
Soclalist agitator and will. roadily leave the democratic politicians in the rear.

A ma-
jority of those who embark in busi-
ness fail owing to the strife among
all for the business. The. strong
crush the, weak, and that is COMPE-
TITION.

In the competition for profit men
sell liquor to your daughters and sorns,
and drive them into prostitution and
thievery. They make shoddy clothes, |
ndulterate foods and medicines, watte
the energy of the people, ferment war,
lie, cheat, steal, murder—anythiang for
profit, and that is HELL.

But &ll of this might be avoided by
simply organizing soclety on a sclen-
tific basis for producing things for
USE—NOT FOR SALE. In other
words, by the people as a whole, as-
suming the ownership of the means
of production and distribution of
wealth, and operating them for their

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The anthracite miners’ strike is at last settled, if we can believe
the capitalist papers. The fact is, indeed, that the miners have
gone back to digging coal for the men whom God, in his infinite

wisdom, has given. control of the :property rights of this country.
And the arbitration committee, composed of cwpltalxsts and capi-
talist friends, has given out its decision, which is hailed by the
whole capitalist press as a victory for organized labor.

- We are here confronted by the curious spectacle that the ene-
mies of labor, who could not attack the miners viciously enough
during the strike, are now all rejoicing over a victory of that same,
labor. The papers that are paid by the capitalist class and run in
the interest of that class, are, thercfore, rejoicing over their own de-
feat. Have you ever seen a man joyfully spreading the news that
he had been licked? 1f a man did so, would you not look for an
explanation of his queer conduct?

Apply this to your own case, you miners who have been strik-
ing and are now fortunate enough to be permitted to continue in the
service of the bosses. The capitalists claim that you have licked
them and are telling the whole world about your victory. If they
were really so glad to have you win, why did they use the militia,

sorts of injunctions against you? Why did they not grant all your
demands at once without waiting for an arbitration committee to de-
cide the questions pending between you and them?

cessor-of Carrol D. Wright in the office of U. S. Commissioner of
Labor? The Capitalists, then, do not only rejoice over your vic-
* tory, but they also reward the men who dccided the strike against

them. If a man had helped you to lick a bully, and the bully were
to reward your helper;, what would you think? T hink about this,
now. ;

There are also a number of labor papers who declare themselves
satisfied with the decision of the arbitration committee. They do
not find anything strange in the peculiar joy of the capitalist press
- over the defeat of their own class. They do notsee anything wrong

in the proposed reward for one of the men who allegedly defeated;

If you had licked a man, and if he were then to
offer a reward to you, and a friend of yours would not express his
astonishment about such®action, wouldn't it surprise you? Would|
it not look as if the man _you licked and your friend had a secret
understanding in this matt¥r?

The dividends of the coal barons
will not be permitted to fall off on account of your “victory.”

The main contention in the whole strike was the recognition of
the union. The arbitration committee has not recogmzed you as an
organization, at -least not directly. ‘True, they recognize your
president as the representative of your organization. But they
could not help ‘doing that without making the whole arbitration a
farce.” In your hopes to control your own conditions in the minge
districts you have nevertheless been disappointed. Non-union men
will be working by your side as before. And the coal barons will
try to get rid of the most active and intelligent union men as befoye.
They will hound them out of their houses, get out injunctions®”
against them preventing them from walking on the streets of the
corporations and from talking to you. They will shoot your dele-
gates and organizers as they “have done lately ‘with your comrade
Wood in Florida, or as Cunningham has done in Virginia.

After
lulling you into security with this talk about your victory, they will
springgthis political trap on you. This trap killed all labor move-
ments that were not wide awake to their own class interests and
acted accordingly. And if onie or two of your prominent leaders
should happen to play a role in this game, watch out for them.
Think of Powderly, Sargent, Madden, Clark and others, and keep
your eyes open. There is no capitalist party in the world that will
use its power in your interest.

Do you want to win out against the operators? Do you want
to take the sting out of the Cunninghams, the Jacksons, the Baers,
the Markles ? Hereis a way to do it easﬂy and without fail:

Join the Socialist party by forming a local in your town. Vote
the straight Socialist ticket at all elections.

MUNICIPAL CAPITALISM

« The Central Federated Unlon of
Greater New York adopted a resolu-
tion demanding the amendment of the
city charter so that the city can owm,
maintain, and operate its own munic-
ipal lghting” plant,

The legislature of Missouri has sub-
mitted to the people of the stats a
constitutional amendment for major-
ity rule through the referendum and
Initiative. The vote will be taken No-
vember 1904.

The percentage required as to stat-
utory law is 10% for the referendum
and 15% for the direct initiative, and
this percentage must also be secured
in each congressional district.

The legislative mafority of Illinois
favors a constitutional amendment for
state initiative and referendum. Out
of a total of 132, there were 81 in favor
of municipal ownership and operation
of street rallways In Chicago, and 85
in favor of the Initiative and referen-
dum. Nothing is said about the im-
perative mandate. Evidently ' the
democracy of the legislators of the
old parties does not rise to that su-
preme point,

A having produced
twice as much, the price of articles
being written in the AVERAGE time
necessary to produce them, is entitled
to twice the products. There will' be
no need of any common bank or fund.
The credit on tho books of the nation
will stand until they are withdrawn,
Just as the nation now keeps account
with.thos¢ bonds that are “regis-
tered,” or ns a business man leaves
his goods on the shelf until they are’
called for by those who have the evi-
dence of ownership, in the shape of
money.

Everyone would have the right to
choose thelr vocation under Social-
Ism within the bounds or rules that
the majority would establish Iin sguch
matter. When an employer nceds a
bookkeeper today he assures himself
as well as he can that the applicant
is fitted for the position. If later he
finds anotifer person whom he be-
lleves is better fitted, the first one
employed is discharged and the bet-
ter fitted Installed.

The others would be
given places that they were qualified
to fill in other departments,.and if
later any of them qualified himself or
herself and proved’ by another ¢xam-
ination that he were better fitted, had
a higher grade than some employed,
then he would be given a place at
bookkeeping and some of those who
had the lower grade would have to
take other employment. So in every
department in life.’ By this means
the public would have the highest
skill in the nation in each and every
department, ‘and men who were better
fitted for places would get them.

If a man 1s in any kind of business
todey and some trust desires to con-
tral the fleld, what happens?

I see no reason why any
law conld deny any person doing
“bysiness” on thelr own hook If they
desired when Socialism gains the day.
The public will furnish employment
to every .citizen In which they will
get the full results of their labor, and
surely no citizen would work for an-
other citizen for loss. And if the pri-
yvate employer gave tho workers the
full results of their labor he would
gain nothing and would not do it. He
would prefer to take public employ-
ment himself, and thos get rellef
from the worry and strife that em-
ployers are under.

Finally, the manual labor of the
millions today may be distasteful to
them, but they must bear it just the
same. And should all the burdens
be put on those who work the hard-
est, ‘that others may have the easy

object of upﬁlluuc attention, and the siall mine bscame larger and larger. More
complicated mc!unery was introduced, the operator Lecame only an agent of the
railroad compahy, or a syndicate, and in time we, reach the stage of deveiopment
where J. Pierpont Morgan begins to organize the industiy and take complete con-
trol of the production of coal. The chariot has been growing bigger as the years
have passed by, and today Mr. Morgan secs the time when his.syndicate of cap-
italists will alone ride in the chariot, while the 400,000 coal miners will be hitched
to its thills to pull the load. The great public has bten too busy to note all'thess
changes, ard only when their attention was called to the matter last fall by
empty coal bins, did they serivusly begin to inquire into matters that are of the
most stupend q e to every member of society. The public has long
had the impression that the coal miners as a class, are a rough set of men, given
to drinking, gambling, and a greater love for striking than working. The time
was when I shared this opimion. I will never forget my fizst visit 'to a coal
camp, I ilLl_youth.tben, ambitious fof military glory, and of course a member
of the militia. I chapeed one day to be visiting a friend who lived in a coal camp,
and the desire possessed me to go down into the mine. I soon found a friendly
miner who agreed to be my guide, and stepping into the cage we weie lowered a
hundred feet or more to the bottom of the shaft. I was more frightened by my
subterranean surroundings, than interested, but putting on a brave face and bend-
ing over double, I followed mv guide* through the dark, damp and dangerous
chambers of the mine, bumping my head and dodging shadows. The realization
of things sometimes comes to me quickly, and sooner than it takes to tell it all,
I had realized the miner's life.
apd lying on their sides, picking at the earth crusts to dislodge the coal. I com-
prehended the life of danger, of darkness, and of uncertainty which these®men lead,
their poor and chance pay, their barren life above ground amid dreary and for-
‘Jorn surroundings, and I came from that mine with one of those sudden convic-
tions which come to men sometimes. I straightway went and handed in my res-
lnltion as a member of the Iowa National Guard. My thirst for military glory
was suddenly quenched, and my -pride of a blue uniform turped to disgust, for I
saw that military companies in America are capitalist answers to the miners’
plea for justice. | {

It was in & mining camp that I made my first Socialist speech, and this all
by accident, and under most peculiar circumstances. In the fall of 1899, I was
campaigning for the People's party, and my route had taken me to the region
of the Amana Society, the great German co-operative colony, in Iowa County,
Towa, which has a population in seven villages of 2,600 people, wealth in natural
Tesources almost utknown, and with a miflion dollars surplus in the colony treas-
ury. I had time to study the communist settlement, wilh its contented people,
its warm and comfortable brick houses, its schqols, its factories, farms and stock,

., and-had received a striking lesson in the power of collective effort by the people

to supply their own needs wholly without capitalist assistdfice.  The description
of this colony would make an interesting story, but must be told another time.

If that power called Providence had been directing my footsteps, my course
pould ‘not have been mapped out for me with greater effect, for the very next day
I was scheduled to speak at a coal camp, and the afternoon of that day found me
.at one of the dingiest, dreariest and most miserable coal camps in the state of
Towa, beating the significant title of Smoky Hollow. Here I made a speech, and
the most. remarkable in my life. Arriving at the camp before speaking time, I
took & view of its proportions and landscape. What a contrasting scene from the
one I had just left. I had come from mansions to hovels, from a flower arbor
amid & landscape of green grass, with nacmn; heze and there of flowering shrubs
and green vines, to a dreary, smoky waste.” I saw shacks that were built at a

cost not to exceed $100, rented to the miners at 88 per month, with an additional |

charge for water—water that at home I would not give the hogs. I saw the misery,
the barrenness of the home—the home which capitalism is so worried over lest So-
cialism destroy it. I took a look at the Company store, where the miner is sup-
posed to spend his substance. I went to the mouth of the mine and watched the
cable pnllfng up the little cars of coal and saw them loaded on the railroad cars.
I thought of the wage laborers of the cities -who would puichase this coal at high
rates during the coming” winter, 'and husband it so carefully, even watching its
burning with fearful eyes.

In many places the rule is that a miner MUST LIVE IN A COMPANY HOUSE,
MUST TRADE'AT A COMPANY STORE. Well, I took this all in, and when
‘came for lpuking. I was a much muddled man. 1 had come’ there to

make a Poplnlt speech, and was loaded with the latest Greenback and other
similar Populist arguments, but as I faced that andience of miners, I realized that
in all my collection of rem I had no mcdxcme for their deplorable condition.
There burst upon my clouded vimn that there was something wreng with the
system which fostered and permitted tpese things, and that what these miners
needed was not greenbacks, but a change from the private to the collective own-
srship of the mines. That the coal mining industry should be controlled not by
the capitalists, but by the miners themselves. 1 wanted these hovels and shacks
transformed into HOMES, and the rickety and unscientific machinery with which
they were operating, displaced by a kind that would take coal out of the earth,
with a minimum risk of -life and hard labor. I realized that every pound of coal
taken from the earth of right ‘belonged to the miners, and nothing could ever re-
lieve their condition until they, and the entire wage working class, rose in their
politcial power and restored to the people, the nnh with all its riches and
