Plenty of them
are not fit to lead a horse to water, let
alone give him his dinner, and they, above
all, dread the advent of Soclallsm. Shall
they keep thelr farms?

Agaln, there are furms especially adapt-
od to, bearing pine trees and others the
more valuable graing, grasses, vegetables,
etc. I realize that some farms will be val-
ueless as farms In the future while others
will bBave thelr nstural snd present value
enbanced. Location fixes the vwalue of
land mow. When transportstion expenses
are reduced to the minimum, who, knowing
the facts, will be willing to till the
sterile N. E. soll that requires a favorable
season and ten cords of panure to the acre
to produce a crop when one-half the care
and ome-tenth the expense will accomplish
as much elsewbers? It will De &"caso of
the survival of the fittest—the reclamation
of really valuable soil, no matter how re-
mote, and the giving back of such sections
as the greater part of N. E. to thelr orig-
inal and legitimate destiny of ylelding pe-
riodical crops of timber.

gard him as a court, and act does not
come under the Lead of error, but to fine
or lmprison In such a case the law pre-
sumes that he acts with malice and gives
exemplary damages (Text book of Newell
on maliclous prosecution and false im-
prisonment.) Where the U. B. Constitution
is violuted a damage sult can be brought
{n the United States court under a statute
of the United States. A plaintif or de-
fendant who can make an afidavit that be
bas not the means for defending himself or
prosecuting his sult, must be allowed to
carry his suit through and witnesses must
appear just the same without costs.

The state of Colorado passed a law that
forbld an employer to work bis employes
more than eight bours & day. The employ-
ers refuse to ablde by the law. The Jnion
miners at Cripplea Creek and Victor struck
to cempel the lawless capitalists to ebey
the law, as the state authorities were In

. the bands of the capitaliste. The state au-
therities, instead of compelling the employ-
ars to ebey the law, sent soldlers to overawe
the miners. Many were arrested without
warrant, put io bull pens and otherwise
maltreated. The militia of the state, under
the centrol of the property class, outraged
every sense of respect for law and order.
They broke up the peaceable meetings of
miners, went, to their homes and arrested
them, and imprisoned them without laying
any charge against them, contrary to the U,
8. Constitution. It has been a series of out-
rages against the public peace and the laws
of the state for a month. Last week a
troop of cavalry and infantry surrounded
the office of the Victor Dally Record and
arrested tbe editor, the foremen, the print-
ars and cireulators of the paper and march-
ed them of to the bull pen. They sald
they had warped the editor net to say
things about them and that it had not been
sespected—so pbysical, brutal force was
used. The military bas no right to arrest
in casep of civil action, nor can arrests
for criminal action be made except on the
afidavit of some reputable citizen. All these
constitutional safeguards are trampled
under foot. Aparchy, with plutocratically
officered troops, are in the saddle, similar
to the Turks in Macedonia. The wife of
the lineotype operator gathered & Dew
force and got out: the paper just the same.

Wilkins will
work in Washington, Montana, ldaho and
Oregon. In the east Join W. Brown and
John Spargo will work in Rhode Island be-
tween now and November, assisting in the
state campaign. New Hampshire and Ver-
mont will recaive attention about December.
Delaware will be cared for as opportunity
presents. In states not named either finan-
clal assistance bas been already rendered
by the National Committee, or arrangements
have been made by the states themaelves to
support organizers. ‘The Quorum has also
voted to place an Italian organizer In the
fileld In the person of Silvio Orige, and he
will make an interstate tour.

In the meantime Comrade Ben Hanford
will be continuing his successful lacture
tour, which will earry him to the Pacific
coast and back' through the morthwestern
states. Other lectures tours will also be
arranged.

A study of these plans will show that
within the néxt six months every state and
territory will have recelved visits from na-
tlonal organizers or will be supporting er-
ganizers of thelr own., Comrades must bear
in mind that every place cannot be visited
AT ONCE. The National Office cannot as-
sume financial responsibility for any more
organizers than It can afford to support.
It is most important that the party be
kept out of debt. But every place will -
nally be visited. If the comrades” will but
realize the immensity of tbe task wé tave
undertaken and be patient with us.

Tn this connection it is in order te pcint
onut that while the national erganizing fund
hes reached $1.000 in round figures (apart
from the Appeal donation), yet this sum
has not nearly covered the amount expended
by the national office for organizing during
the past eleven months. IF IT HAD NOT
BEEN FOR DUES RECEIVED, the work
could not have gons on as it has. The or-
ganizing fund has only assisted In sfarting
the work, and without the revenue for dues
it conld not have been continued. .

Besides, the running expenses of ths of-
fice are steadily on the lncrease. Supplies
are being furnished to affliated organiza-
tions merely at cost, organliers have to
be kept supplied, the Jeaflets “Why Soclal-
fsts Pay Dues” and “How ts Crganize™ are
sent ont free, and this means that printing
bills must be constantly waet. An addition-
al number of orgaaizers will naturally in-
volve additional expenses of a!l kinds.

The ofice force is working night and day
in order to keep up, Lut lmprovemecats ln
the methods of conducting business are con-
stantly peeded. Ihe Natonal Secrectary Is
arrangiog to fit out the ofii’e in a thorcugh
manper, so that the business can fiuar’y be
run systematically and economically. This
would have been done beforo, but seme of
the old debts are still unpald, a'though tne
pext three months wiil certainly see them
wiped out for good.

All this should impress party members ested

with the necessity of, tirst, paylng dues
promptly, and second, subscriblug what they
can to the Natlonal organizing fund. Don't
think that Comrade Wayland's donation
has equipped us completely for the work
of organization. 1T HAS ONLY GIVEN US
A SPLENDID OPPORTUNITY to become
squipped, through organization, for the
great battle of next year and the greater
ones to follow. Coin cards for donations
to the organizing fund will be furnished
upon application by the National Secretary.

The objective point to be aimed at at
present is to get every state into such a
condition that it can support either one or-
ganizer,. or more, for itself. To accom-
plish this the National Committee sbould
be left free to carry out its plans through
its representatives, and locals and states
should render all the assistance possible
and practice self dependence and self re
llance at the same time. Do not expect too
much from the National Office. Especlally
does this advice apply to the tendency to

look to the Natlonal Committee for finan:’

einl a.sistance for ope purpose or another:
All the money within reach is needed for

ducting the organizing and lecture work,

Finally, let every party member keep In
good standing by paying dues promptly snd
regularly and determine to gain st Jeast one
new member every month. By doing this
the most effective and surest metbod will
be used to solidify and knit together the
revolutionary forces rapidly daveloping In
America intp & compact organization pre-
pared to enfer the national campaign of
1904 to wage a conflict against capitalism

It was also shown that he was pald
nothing for his services, and that his
clothes and a little over $10 was con-
fiscated. by Marshall Dill; that during | ¥
the time he worked there he was beat-
en over the head, knocked down, and
guns had been pointed at him and
snapped.

Germans Forbidden fo Think

Berlin, Sept. 16.—General Von EI-
nem, the new minister for war, has is-
sued a decree forbidding noncommis-
sioned officers and privates from hav-
ing in their possession or distribution
any revolutionary or socialistic writ-
ings without the permission &f higher
suthority, or singing songs, ultering
cries, giving expression to any social-
istic sentiments or from attending any
meeoting, contributing money to or be-
longing to any society without the per-
mission of their officers. The decree
concludes with citing the articles of
the military code under which the of-
fenders will be tried.

Result of the Profit System

Norfolk, Va., Sept 25.—~Theodore
Saunders and Paul Jordan, both of At-
lanta, arrived here today from Ham-
burg to testify against Frank Mores,
a sallors’ boarding-housekeeper, who
fs' charged with having “shanghaied”
the boys aboard the Spanish steamship
Diana here last summer.

Jordan and Saunders say that Reu-
ben Minyard of this city, who shippad
at the same time, fell on the deck in
mid-ocean exhausted from overwork,
when the Spaniards. flogged him with
knptted ropes unti]l he died. When the
victim ‘became delirious before death
the sailors taunted him when .he call-
ed for water. After Minyard died the
body was wrapped In a canvas sack
and heaved overboard.

We can put 200 papers in one
bundle. This number will supply
every house in a town of one thon-
sand. Or it will supply a precinct
in a ecity, Or it will supply a big
township. In order to have the de-
sired effect the papers should be kept
going long enough to produce an im-
pression. BSo we have fixed on ten
- weeks as the time. The price will be
$1 per week or $10 for the total time.
You ecannot possibly get up a hall
meeting for less than $10, and you
will mot reach one half the people
onece, that your $10 invested in papers
will reach ten times. Now, when the
Appeal starts something it means
that the staft here has carefully con-
sidered it in.all its phases, and so
when we say that we expect to add
200,000 to our circulation, it means
that we have set that number for a
mark, and that wa expect to reach it.

other {ndustries the same conditions
are appearing. This means that many
thonsands of employes are out of
| work, have no wages and can buy
nothing; that what they formerly
bought with their wages will now ba
unbought, which will cause a still
further reduction in industries, for
employers will not produce when they
can not sell, and men without wages
cannot buy.

On twenty-five separate occasions
President Roosevelt has had special
trains or special cars, which the rail-
roads furnished him free. Do you
suppose the rallroads furnish special
trains without a reason or hope of re-
ward? Does it look like a man of
honor would put himself under obli-
gations to the corporations who are
interested in nearly every act passed
by congress or signed by the presi-
dent? ' It appears that the corpora-
tions have nothing to fear from the
president. Still, nobody who had
kept track of the public affairs ex-
pected anything else than what has
happened.
