The ostrich- has & peculiar hahit of
puiting its head in a hole, when in
danger, and imagining that it is bid,
People are much like that alleged
bird, . While the industrial depression
that ‘presages terrific conditions has
been coming since a year age last
September the people hereabout seem
to think they were hid from ft. A
friend sends me a copy of the Joplin,
Mo., Daily Globe of 22nd uit., which
gives a list of 70 mines in that district
(30 miles from here) whoss ewners
have signed agreements to close down
their mines indefinitely because the
smeltens have depressed the price of
ores to a point below the cost of pro-
duction, The men who own the re-
fining or last process before the con-
suming of an article have the whip
hand of the people who produce only
the crude material. Hence it is that
the smelters, mills, refineries and fac-

od | tory owners grow rich while the act-

ual producers of the crude material
that feeds these industries grow poor
and dependent. Under Socialsm the
whole people would own and eperatle
all the industries and the ownership
of some could not control others. But
» state that would prevent the
extertien would ruin the people!

The peod republican managers of
the First National Bank at Dundee,
111, bave wrecked thet institution and
with it swiped $150,000 deposited Ly
dupes with ‘“the best banking system
on earth.” It was just ten years ago
that may paper was filled with similar
accounts, but the people ure o stu-
pid that they forget. At that time the
people inslsted that there was prosper-
ity, but now they will admit thess
was a panic in 1893—but not today!
0, no! Today ull is prosperous! And
the people will gtill patronize the
banks that have lost them hundreds
of millions gince the banking system
was estublished. Let them suffer.

If you havs been noticing the daily
press you ars aware that an iusect {s
destroying the cottom, traveling north
and east through Texas at the rate
of fifty miles a reasen, and that neth-
ing has been found to step the pest,
Unless semething is done, in a few
ysars ostton will disappear as a sta-
ple crop. Already hundreds of thous-
ands of cotton planters have been
ruined, You see that private owner-
bsip is helpless under the coadition.
Under Socialism the government
would raise the cotton and {t couild
cease to raise cetton on a belt wide
enough to prevent the movement of
the pest into new territery, and by not
raising cotton where the weevil has a
hold weuld destroy it by having noth-
ing fer it te Mve on. But the individ-
ual planters aet yet reached canmot
afford to let their lands lie fallow
for several years. But then private
ownership {5 such o good thing!

The labor unions have demandeda
that their members shall NOT belong
to the militia on paim of expulsion—
which often means inability to get
employment. CONGRESS passed a
law which makes every member of
organized labor between the years of
18 and 456 a militiamun, subject to the
call of the president! and the labor
unions voted for and elected the men
who pasged this law—and as a rule are
too stupid to see what their votes
did.

not love luxury and riches,

and bow down before the power of
wealth, and at the same time be ser-
vants of the (God ha worshipped. We
sre told by Luke that upon his making
fhia statement some wealthy religious
teachers who stood near “turned up
their noses at him.” They soon after-
wards killed him. Ho was too dunger-
oug & man to have amongst the com-
men peeple.

And so It has been from very early
times. Mammon has ruled the world
against every effort to overcome him
He obtained his first grip upon human
life when ho became a landlord; and
his secend, and most accursed grip,
when he was able to compel his fel-
low men first s chattel and later as
wage slaves, to labor for him on the
jand, in the factories and mines, on
tha means of transportation, and as
soldlers in his armies. From the day
when this victory was achieved the
servants of mammon have largely had
their own way. Tho wars of Europe
with all their bloodshed, were caused
acarcely at all by opposition -to his
rule. The servants of their god wera
struggling for a larger share of the
spoil, and at the same time inspiring
the masses of their subjects with a
stronger PATRIOTISN,

Mammon got control of the Roman
church, and, uslng it to defeat the very
purpose for which {t claimed to exist,
kept the masses of the people in a con-
dition of superstition and ignorance.
Agaiust every teaching of Jesus, this
church, and after the Reformation,
mokt of the Protestant churches,
taught two falee dogtrines which made
the people the slaves of the false god
whom they ignprantly worshipped.

The first was 'the doctrine that the
people sheuld, as Christians, submit
to injustice, poverty and ignerance,
. for themsolves and their children, in
this world, because it was God's will
that these things chould be, and obe-
dience to His will was necessary in
order to gain a life of eternal happi-
ness in the next world. Disobedience
of God would mean eternal anguish

Through money paid for advertize-
ments, and in other ways much less
legitimate, the important journals of
the country, when not owned outright,
have been largely controled by mam-
mon,

Asn present eccesiastical methods de-
mand a large outlay of money to con-
struct the expensive buildings and to
pay ths running expenses of our larger
churches and theological seminaries,
mammon has usually been able with-
out great difficulty to influence these
institutions'{in the choice of teachers
und preachers subservient te his in-
terests,

He has lavished jarge porttons of
his surplus capital, exploited from the
social labor of the world, (often the
labor of litila children who should
have been in school), in the endow-
ment of institutions of learning; and
he hasg, by this means, obtained con-
trol of them; since no institution sup-
ported by mammon is likely to employ
teachers who will reveal his methads
of exploitation, or do anything that
would tend to remove the source of
his power. v

It 18 & part of tho plan, of course,
that the beneflciuries of these insti-
tutions and the masses of the people
shall be led to believe that all this
generosity (™ is in the interest of
knowledge. Hence great stress is laid
upon the importance of certain de-
partments of knowledge, For insfance,
mammon has always been an ardent
supporter of the humanities, because
thesa branches make no attack upon
his accumulated, prerogatives; while he
has been able till within a hundred
years to make the study of modern
science and political economy very un-
popular except im certaln schools
where the teachers were under com-
plete control. Mammon has also sup-
p« ~ted the study of theology, law,
medicine, ‘modern languages, music,
etc, becauso all of these conserved the
interests and added to the pleasure of
his clase. But he has always feared
the teacher who dared to have a phii-
osophy of history, and in our own
times the department of biology has
often made him dizzy. His constantly
increasing difficulty is with the depart-
ments of Sociology, political science
and economics, though not so much in
the endowed c¢olleges, where he still
continues to control the teachings to
@ greater or less degree, as in the state
universities, which are being more
and more controlled by the people as
a whole. Thesa  departments of
knowledge, aided by biology and psy-
chology, will doubtless bring about the
downtall of our faleh god, and will be
the chief instrument in God's hands
in His purposa to establish on earth
Jesus' kingdom of justice and peace.
That this long looked-for event will
eccur is now quite certain, when it
will occur depends somewhat upon the
power of the deceiver to continue to
deceive the people, but a thousand
times more upon the intelligence and
energy of the trio disciples of Josus,
co-operating with the great mass of
the working peaple of the nstion’ and
then of the world,

It must be remembered that although

ever known. The sword of Jesus Is
TRUTIH; PLAIN, UNVARNISHED
TRUTH. 'The sword of steel has
yover lifted u human soul nearer to
God, but has ulways foreed the world
backward toward a darker savugery,.
Truth, on the other hand, i{s the only
weapon which has destroyed in, any
detail the power of the enemy of God,
and lifted any portion of humanity
out of the darkness of the past,

Truth, then, is the weupon of the
Christian soldier. But, until the pres-
ent century, organized Chrisfianity
has not been mo much afraid of any-
thing else, us it has of this weapon
which Jesus of Nazareth would have
placed in its hands to be used in of-
fensive warfare. Those inside and
outside of the church who would have
used the weapon, the church, or “the
world-rulers of this darkness,” has
destroyed; and many times hoth
chureh and stafe have seemed to cast
truth from them altogether,

How, then, shall the young people
of our churches get this weapon,
which alone can solve all our sovial
and Industrial problems, and as Je-
sus said, not only frece themsclves
but fres the world from the power of
mammon?

First, they must “prove all things
hold fast that which is goed (true).”
No statement should be  accopted
from any person er. any book (not
excluding the Bible itself), -withaut a
challenge to its reasonableness and its
truth, We must find ont what is true
at all cost, Jesus, as heo epeaks
through the spirit of truth in the
Hyves of men,
A man's own intelligence und con-
gcience is for him the last court of
appral, The statements of all men,
inclunding John, Peter and Paul, are
to be given this test. ¢

Becond, young men and women are
aot 10 allow themselves fo be side-
tracked in their search for the truth,
To this end, special attention must
he given 1o the stully of biology, so-
ciology, economics and political scl-
snce. To obtain the truth which these
subjects have for us, a college educa-
tion i8 not necessary, in fact there
are very few endowed colleges today
that are free to teach what is true
and koawn to be true in these de-
partinents of knowledge. There are
inteiligent workingmen who are bet-
ter informed concerning the princi-
ples of political and social sclence
than is the average college graduate.
Good common sense, with a few good
books, and a determination te find
out what is true, will give to every
young man and woman the weapon
of Jesus himself, to be used with woun-
derful effect, for its influence spreads
like fire, and will consume all that is
evil. «

This. then, iz the answer to the
question with which we began. Young
men and women are to search out
the true principles of ncuon: and
then apply them. Christian disciples
are not te encourage restrictive re-
form legislation, for such legislation
has never succeeded and never can
succeed, When they find out that all
forms of exploitation, speculation and
commercialism are robbery, they will
uot be likely to say that where great
extortion is wr any extortion is
right, They will blame the ecoal
dealer, in & business which is proca-
rious, because he takes large profits
{rom those who want his coal, and at
the same time recognize the landlord's
right to sell his real estate at a profit
of even a thousand per cent upon a
perfectly safe investment.
