There is no questlon but what our system would be of great benefit to vou inasmuch as you employ the very
class of men who are the cause of a great deal of annoyance and trouble to emplox ers, and who create all manner of dxs-
turbances in the running of a plant successfully.

Our western representatwc will be at St. Louis the latter part of next week and we could arrange to have him
go to your place to have a personal interview with you there, where he will be right on the ground and can get from you
full information as to the conditions among the laboring element at the present time. Possibly this trip by our represent-
ative may be unnecessary if we can give you the information you desire by correspondence.

In this connection I will say that we can either furnish you a union or a non-unior. machinist, or a union or non-
_union laborer or general utility man who can get into your factory and work on the inside and be what we term an “inside
man” and get and report all the information about what the men do and say in the plant, who are union men, who are the
‘radlcgl ones and the ag1tators in the shop, so that their work can be killed by dlspensmg with their services the minute
you learn who lhey are; and which ¢ operatwe can also become a fember of the union if necessary, if that should become
necessary at any time, or be deemed wise for any reason, and in this way furnish the client with full information and com-
pléte, detailed reports regarding the action and proceedings of the union. Sucha man would alse check the shop for the
purpose of discovering any waste of material, leakage, breakage, or stealing and carrying aWay client’s property or making
up jobs of work for people on the outside with material and timg of the client and delivering it themselves and receiving
pay therefor, all of which is in a great many cases saving the client more than the expense of our services.

. We have another operatlve whom we term an outsxde*‘man who would not work in the shop or plant of the

client if the shop is to be kept strictly non-union, but who would work at some other place and join the union and would

get. all union information for the client and all information on the street of interest.  This man would also work his way
