In other words, they paid ome
of their number a fortune to desert them
and their struggle, and become an enemy
of lmbor. Men who will not serve labar
for an ordinary living salary are not
the kind labor should employ.

“The Socialist Jnrty must be more
than a mere political machine; it must
be so managed and controlled that the
whnt degree of demooracy cousistent

th efficiency as the directing force of
Socialist activity must be at More
and more we inust provide for a decen-
tralization of authority and the concen-
tration of the forces of agitaiton and
education. The chief problem before us,
then, as an organized body,.is how to
combine democracy in management, effi-
ciency in action and economy in labor
and expense so that the best and most
permanent results can be attained. The
existing political system requires that
state autonomy must necessarily con-
tinue to be the basis of organization, but
its boundaries and limitations must be
more definitely preseribed. There has
been a tendency toward exclusiveness, to
place the interests of single state organ-
ization above those of the purty at large,
a tendency as injurious as the other ex-
treme of coneentrating authority over
the membership in a central committes.
One carries state sutonomiy to the ex-
treme and makes toward anarchy, the
other depies democracy and makes to-
ward absolutism. Both are dangerous
and can only result in rot. Our ma-
tional organization must be fluid enough
to invite or encoursge meither one nor
the other.

“Under the present comstitution there
is danger from both. The national offi-
cials may become aware, through the
position ‘they hold, that the officials of
a state organization are, unknown to the

Farmer A, W. Ricker: Being a farmer,!
the attitude of the convention toward!

“resolutions” admit of a doubls ipter-
pretation that gives license to faction
and.the upper hand always to the ultra-
trade unionist. Such experiences as
those with the St. Louis Local Quorum
and the Boston Convention of the A, F.
of L. furnish proof of the naed of a rad-
jeal change in the party's trade union
policy. And this change of attitude need
not he from one of friendliness to one of
antagonism, like that of the Socialist
Lahor Party, by any means. There -is
far less overlapping of the interests of
of the two movements in this than in
foreign couniries. Here we have an in-
mense terrilory, a mixture of races, equal
sufirage and stats governments, and a
more advanced stage of industrial devel-
opment. It needs not be denied that the
strike, boycott and label are something
of a necessity in American life, but it
does seemn the very height of folily to
seek to weld these methods to those of
a revolutionary Socialist party., whose
aim is the conquest of political power by
means of the ballot. And there are gooal
grounds for believing  that Socialists
wonld have far wore influence in trate
union bodies if they did not come with a
commission to capture them for the
canse. And what do these conveniion
“resolulions” favoring Socialism amount
to. anywsy? What froite have thay
borne in Colorado, ‘where the American
Laber .Union endorsed Socialism in the
most express terms? The trade unizn
constituency is a parti-colored mass, no-
litically speaking, and of many national-
itirs and all degrees of intelligence; s&n‘l
there may be more unwisdom in Inzzing
politics into the union, no matter whose
brand it is, than in trying to keep it ouf.

Our Position Reversed.

Conirade. Slobnadin. ktate secretary of
New York, thinks the time has arrived
when the Sotialists will reverse their po-
sition on the question of a uniform prd-
gram.

The pre
tonsions of sovereignty of the state and
oven. the home rule aspirations of the
municipalities were sconted as . senti-
mental and reastionary. The. idea of
seatiering the governmental functions all
over the country among the vast number
of microscopie corporate bodies made us
shrug our shoulders with impatience.
Were we expected to corrycomb  the
country for the pitiable dribbles of state
power vested in capitalistic village, towns
and burgs? Our own plan for rounding up
the whole job lot of the powers of govern-
ment in one big, federal heap was, cer-
tainly, the more scientific and in keeping
with our theories: at Jeast we thought
s0. But the very first lesson in pracgeal
politics made the Socialists veer and
tack, It is now safe to conclude that
the Socialists will face about on this
point. We are now agreed that the con-
trol of the federal government. is & mueh
more remote possibility for the Social-
ists than the control of a state or some
municipalities,  The  Socialists may
shortly capture many a municipality and
even some, states. DBut the capitalists,
entrenched in. the federal government,
will continnally make inroads into the
powers secured by the Socialists. No
doubt, as the -municipalities will, one
after another, come under the control of
the Socialists, the state governments will
curtail their powsrs and functions, and
as the state governments will fall into
the hands of the Rocialists, the federal
government will arrogate to itself many
of the powers which are mow considered
as peculiarly within' the province of the
state governments. ' Hence it ‘may be
safely assumed that the Socialist party
will be rompelled by the force of events
to become a party of state rights and
home " rule.”
