Horses cost money in Hungary, while
working people can be had for the ask-
ing. The guard told me that the count!
bad more land than he could visit in|
one year. It was either rented to oth-
ers or worked upon shares. The count
was born in luxury. He acquired his
lands by the death of his parents, and
his laborers are making him so im-
mensely rich that he now loans mioney
on land held by other counts, who hap-
pen to be in financial trouble through
gambling or some other such legitimate
enterprise. The original deed to land
can be traced to war, and was prohably
written by a count’s ancestor who used
a serf’s finger for a pen and a serf’s
blood for the red ink. From his pie-
ture, I would judge the count {o be a
dark, small, elderly man, with a low
countenance and a slightly curved bLack.
He did not obtain the carve in his back
in the same manner that his laborers
did theirs, because the count performs
no useful labor of any kind, unless eat-
img his meals can be called a useful
periormance. The young guard told me
that the count’s Juborers went on a
strike last summer. They efused to
work, asking for higher pay. They were
Teceiving forty kreutzers (penuies) for
& thirteen-hour day, and got it into
their heads that they should receive
more. They held out three weeks, but
the government furnished troops and
sent the rebels back to work, minus
three of their comrades, who now “rest
in peace.” 1 was trying to find out if
the laborers had an organization, but it
wis mighty hard work. The guard in-
sisted that there was no organization.
I placed two crowns in his palm; he
still shook his head. *“No!” [ finally
struck the correct track. 1 showed him
a letter T had from Jacob Weltner, na-
tional secretary of the Social Demoe
racy of Hungary. He immediately
showed his eolors. Under the lapel of |
his vest he carried un emblem—the two |
hands clasped across the giobe—the So-
cialist emblem.

J. Keir Hardie has an interesting
article in the London Labor Leuder—"An
Indictment of the Cluss War.”

Mr. Hardie denies that there is such a
thing as a class war. “Socialism,” says
this brilliant labor leader, “declares war
upon s system, not upon a class.”

If Mr. Hardie bad said:  “'Socialism
declares war upon a system and not
upon individuals,” I could readily agree
with him, hut how can we make war
upon a system and not upon the class
that represents that system—the cap-
italist eclass? That thousands of work-
mwen scab on their fellows and themselves
by voting with the capitalists, becuuse
now and then & capitalist votes with us,
does not alter the fact that a class war
exists. No matter what Mr. Hardie or
[ may believe or not believe, the class
struggle is bere and it waxes more fierce
every day. i

Mr. Hardie further says: “They (the
Socialists) do not seem to see that =
movement having nothing more sub-
stantial us a basis than a determina-
tion to overthrow one class in order to
supplant it by another, contains within
itself all the elements for its own de-
struction.”

I can agree with Mr. Hardie that the
Socialist party contains within itself
the elements of its own destruction. So-
cialism is a conscious éffort of the work-
ing class to overthrow capitalism and
establish a system of society in which
there can be no divisions of the units
that go to make up society into econ-
omic classes.
