{ by the minery is understood by both

now of mine workers. The operaters can
readily find men to Sl the places of
| mine workers if they refuse to stand by
their agreements,

The contracts between tha miners and
the operators were mude last fail and
run until April of next yenr, That brings
them to the same time as the contracts
in the districts cust and west, Formerly
the Missouri and Kanses distriot made
covtracts in the fall and the lowa, IlI-
inois and Colorade districts made new
contracts in the spring.  That kept part
of the mines in operation all the time,
for if there was a strike in one district
thete was none in the other, theugh, of
course, everyhody denied that cosl from
s district that was working sold into »
district thet had a strike.

The rates in the present contract are
higher than the market justifies, and
much higher than it can stand Jong if
the competitichi of fuel oil shall become
ns much of & factor as is, ex-
pected.  Usually the tors are held
1o their contracts, while the miners can
violate them without having any serions
trouble. Now violations will probably
be punished and operators would not feei
very sorry if they should thereby pro-
dunce an occasional strike, -

There
are buildings of the kind as far north
a8 Denny way.

The sandepit dwellings’ are each socu-

Labor power is a commodity.
Like every other commodity, it has
an exchangs value, which is the
oTliulent of the exchange values
of the means of subsistence. In
other words, the exchange value of
the means of subsistence for ten
hours’. labor power is the exchange
value of the lahor power of ten
hours’ work. . !

The reason the purchaser of la-
bor power is enabied to make a
profit -is because the use-value .of
the labor power commodity is eapa-
ble of producing a larger exchange
value than its own exchange value.
If the exchange wvalue of the
means of subsistence for labor power
for ten hours is $2 the capitalist can
go into the labor market add pur-
chase labor power for ten hours for
$2. If in five hours the labor power
purchased by the owner of the tools
of production has yielded a use

plus’ the cost of the ray material
and wear and tear of machinery it
is. clear that the values produced
during the last five hours worked
is clear profit for the capitalist.
This profit is called surplus value.
