But the railway men and the labor
movement at large have not lost their
heads. Last October they showed the
world the first great example of a
successful general strike on a mational
soale. At the first stroke they secured
the maenifesto—the first promise of
freedom ever wrung from the ezar. The
next stroke is to be for nothing less
than the final sovereignty of the roph
~=in of the sovervignty of the
czar—who, if he is kept at all, will
retain ‘little more than his name. The
workmen are ss one man in their de-
mand for a constitution, and they know
they will have to force it by revolu-
tion—"‘open violent rebellion” as Car-
Iyle. savs. &

But they purpose to make this revo-
lution as speedy and orderly ax it can
be made; and for this end ‘thers is to
be one more t general strike. The
working people having forced the eczar
to promise freedom, will now force
him to make his promise good.

It will be a class struggle sgainst
officinly, landlords, and employers. But
the wmk'\nﬁ‘:hu will not antagonize
any other class except that of the rich
and pﬁvﬂmd. They will probably not
wait for pessants to move in openm
rebellion. They do net intend to de-
pend on the relatively slow and igmo-
rant..
