Tom Watson has agnin broken out
against’ Socialism and in favor of capi
talism. Watson is a lawyer, and makes
as good & case as possible out of ‘& bad
one. He transcends the line of courtesy
when he says the APEaL quit giving
away lands: because of his article some
months ago. - On . the  contrary, the
APPEAL expects to go right along in the
future as it has in the past. Beeause it
does. ‘not continue to give away lands
each week, which it never did, is no sign
that it has discontinued its methods of
business.”

He owns a-lot of land; he knows that
to own the land is to own the people
whose necessities force them to work on
that land, If no one had to work his
land what would it be worth to him?
Nothing. That it is worth something
depends upon the fact that there are
ple who have no land. As & landlord,
know this. I get rent because other
Yeople are forced to use property which
am permitted to possess, yet do not
work, and would not own if I had
to work it. That is what private owner-
ship of lands mean. It is thence Tom
draws the labor of others without sn
equivalent—without producing anything
for those others or society. He never
made the land or made its value. WNor
did 1. But we take the land under the
rule of the Roman land system that is in
force, and catch the passing brother whe
is Iandless and make him work part of
his life for us—just what the chattel
slave did for his master. The landless
are a majority. . Any rules that make the
majority homeless are bad; and if we can
wake them up they will change the rules
so that when they work they, and not
others, will get the full results of their
labor.

Lands should not be held by any who
are -not actually using them. Owning
land is just the same as owning the
people who work on that land. It is
the aame as owning the jobs in the cities
~—the owners are the masters, the work-
ers are the slives. In slavery days the
masters owned the lands and the slaves
—they had r buy and pay for both—
where they did not directly steal them.
This incurred & double amount of capi-
tal. The northern fellows discovered it
was cheaper to own the jobs only, but
the southern masters could mot be made
to see it that way. Hence the war. But
now they see it. Today they only have
to own the land or the factory, and the
slaves do not try to run away—starva-
tion forces them to seek a master who
twill pay them even less than the chattel
slaves received in care and keep.

“By dint of beating my way | found
myself, after fvur or five days, in ihe
city of Memphis, Teunessee.

“I heard. I further learned that in
the state of Mississippi the man who
owes a debt can be imprisoned like a
common felon for a periodl running from
cne day to one vear. This law exists
for the benefit of wealthy planters, and
it is o very convenient means of keeping
the negroes and poor whites in virtual
slavery from one vear {o another. On
every rlantation in the state, and the
camp where | now was was no exception
ta the mle, bloodhounds were kept to
track and cateh workingmen who tried
to escape the slavery into which they
21l by reason of these debis. The fu-
gitive when caught was mude to work
on the connty reads or was farmed out
by the state to same planter or contrae-
tor, where he was Kept and ecruelly
treated for about six months. . At the
end of this time he was released only to
be turned over to the man whom he
owed. He was then forced to work for
this man until the original debt was
raid. The boss was careful to explain
the severity of the law regarding debts
and vpointed over to the kennel where
the bloodhounds were in leash. T looked
up and surveved the surrounding eoun-
try. We were in the midst of & dismal
swamp, miles away from eivilization,
and it was nine miles to the nearest
milroad station. There were hundreds
of men in eamp, but there was not on»
who had the courage to demand better
conditions, or ‘who thought of rebelling
against the infamous situation inte
which we were thrawn. T realized 1
stood alone: so Vsubmitted to what the
boss had to say/

Might Be Jailed for Leaving Job.

“That night I arose from the ground,
where we all slept, aud taking a bridle
I slipped ot of eanip. It is the custom
in Mississippi 1o work mules on the
plantations sod on levee wirk., These
mules will be driven until their shonl-
ders are bleody from the pressure of the
traces. When th's, condition is reaclied
they are turned out to graze on the
common until they recuperate. It was
up to one of these animals that 1 made
my way with the bridle.
