due to the enormois increase in the pro-

This increase in gold pmtf:ution i not
the result of ercased human labor' so
much as it is the increased facilities for
getting the ore out of the ground and
willing it. There is less labor expended
in producing a given amount of gold
than there was; henco gold hus become
relatively oheap and conmodities
have become ively high.

'This makes better eoiditions for those
who wro distinekly. debtors, sines their
debts are, when compared with products
generally, relutively smaller; and this
acogunts for' the temporary contentment,
of those who are getting more for their
proditce than they got when gold cost
more human labor and was consequently
