nation of interests was finally rendered
not only possible but necessary.
True, there had beent o notable amount
of concentration before 1880, The, cor<
ation systenf, which the puny capital-
mt. of 1830 and subsoquent vears were
in the necossity of resorting to for the
building of railroads, had also been pers
force uprhrd to great undertakings in
other fields of enterprise. A first blow,
mortal in the end, had thus been deslt
fo that blind spirit of individualism
which was looked to as the guardian

fd of individual independence and is
still sometimes inveked as fervently as
is a fetich of threa thousand rs ago
by the Brahman of our day. om the
corporation: system had aiready issued
a strong plutocracy, powerful in polities.
Yet, on the other hand, there was still
in 1880, and for a number of later years,
much competition, even among great eap-
italists, Petween two' suscessive epov{:
there is no sharp line of demareation;
the transition is more or less gradual.
But the prevailing tendency of each
spoch is the chief consideration in de
termining its character.  According to
this rule, the epoeh of concentration may
fairly be dated from 1880, although the
prevalence of its characteristic tendency
did not fully & ppear, even to many clear-
sighted observers, until a few years
fater; that is, until the strength of the
new movement had manifested itself by
the appearance of a number of great
mhmn.' ‘lzrnmmts betweord gentle.
men”  “syndicates,” and ' other such
forms of aggregated capital preliminary
1o the “Trust”
Agnin, it must be ohserved that whiles
much of the concentration that existed
in 1880 wnas exclusively the natural re-
sult of erisea from overproduction, the
further concentration that followed was
in econstantly inereasing proportion the
artificial pmdm of trustifcation in
times of prosperity; as we shall now see.

A Second Page of History.

The “revival of business” in 1880 was
hailed with delight hy everyhody, and
by no one more gratefully to God Cap-
ital than by the workingman, who him-
self created’ that idol and made it so
powerful that hi must reverently depend
upon it for his daily bread. It was un-
questionably a great revival. As every
capitalist said that the profits were
small, we may, if we please, believe that
it was s0. As every record shows that
the wages were low, we must, will er
eil, believe that such was the ease, and
that the wage earner, so long idle and
starving, was glad enough to get any
wages at all. At any rate, awing to the
esergy of the lahoring elass in produs-
ing wealth for its exploiters, an ‘era
of unprecedented prosperity set in,
which lasted thirteen years and was only
marred by a temporary depression in
1684,
" But with the advenit of what may be
termed the “New Capitalism® (repre-
sented by the plutocratic class)sas dis.
tinguished from the “Old Capitalism”
(represented hy the middle class), a fu-
ricns batitle bogan to rage in all the
l fields invaded by the combines. Yet, this
did not u-nuiblv affpct “prosperity™; it
simply stimulated trustification.
course, the marcantile middle olass, whose
numbers, if united, would have made it
s formidable foe on the political field,
was in no condition to offer a stout re.
sistance on the economic field. Outside
the plutocratic combines stood, however,
& number ‘of wealthy business men,
uetual plutoerats, but averse to the ndeu
of relinquishing the control or
ment of their own affairs and nnwill
to amalgnmate their interests with ﬂwu
of huted und mistrusted rivals.  Against
thess rebels all the power of the com-
bines was directed, and in the resulting
conflict between the gigantic” forces in-
volved the middle elass concerns were
ns effectunily swept out of existence as
they might have been if the two pluto-
cratie factions, instead of warring among
themselves, llnd immediataly united for
the destruction of their simpall middle
class comprtitt-rm

Then oceurred, for. the first time, a
phenomenon singularly puzzling to thc
econpmic oracles of the capitalist class,
because of the fagrant contradiction
which it seemed to iniply. In wonderful
contradictions, apparent and real, the
development of capiialism nboundl. but
this was a peculiar one. In the midst
of unprecedented pmpeﬂty there was
unprecedented  bankruptey.  For  the

If in spite of the care taken a mistake
was made or the circumstances were such
that a surplus product was temporarily
created, the trust could simply shut
down until the market was elear.. Tt
had ample means to carry a stock, was
in no need to sell at a sacrifice in order
To meet its nbhs.'ltiom and could, there-
fore, maintain its prices. In a word,
while failure in the upper straty of eapi-
talism might still be an occasional event,
it eonld not be so widespread, or so dis-
astrons to the wealthy:creditors affected
thereby, as to cause a general panic and
& consequent derangement of the whole
muchinery of production.

“There was, however, a dark spot in
this delectable pletuge of emnomlc solid-
ity and plutocratic serenity.”

This was, as I then explained, the
“populist™ {lrming class movement with

its silver money question, supplemented
by various demnan, such as the natipn.
alization of the spilroads, anti-trust
laws, and the establishment of sub-
treasuries connected with national ware-
houses in which the farmers might store
their produce until .they could sell it
to advantage, receiving thereon in the
meantims advances of money at a low
rate of interest.

“It must be admitted that this popu-
list class-scheme was suffidiently- com re
hengive and that the vigor with whie
was taken up revealed the exhtmce
among the farmers of a class-conseious-
ness equal, perhaps, to that of the plu:
tocracy and at any rate immensely su-
perior to that of the mercantile middle
class of cities, which (us we have seen)
had actually degenerated into a rabble.

. . Mock as they would the populist
uohom the plutocrats could not laugh
down the strength of the farmers, backed
as they were by the powerful silver min-
ing interests. . Most significant
also was the fact that even among the
republiean. ‘statesmen’ some were openly
‘unsound’ on the meney question, while
others did their best to dodge the issue.
It was high time to have & crisis,

*Of course we do mot charge, as some
imaginative populists have done, that
the crisis was the result of a secret
rompimy between the money lenders—
‘a conspiracy of the money power.” In
the first place, the Socklists understand
that there is no power’ distinct
and separate from the ‘eapitalist power’
any more than there'ean be a living arm
distinet and separate from a living body.

Senator Redfield Proctor, of Vermont,
who died ‘2. few days ago, was par er
oellonce an observer of senatorial dig-
nity. He was grave and reserved and in
his oearing had all other qualities which

combined to inspire awe in his presence.

And yet, as a senator, he voted™upon con-
tracts inYolving hundreds of thousands
of dollars which were awarded to him-
self as the cwner of marble quarries in
Vermont. This seems very strange, to
put it mildly, but it is the truth and

evervone about Washington knows it and

yet it did not seem to have any effect
upon Senator Proctor’s senatorial dig
nity. 1

In referring to this case of Senator
Proctor we have no desire to speak ill
of the dead, but we cannot whirk our
Our rule is not to
speak ill of the living or the dead uniess
they deserve it: buc in any event ‘o
speak the truth about them when it 15
necessary to speak about them at all.

It seems almost incredible that Sena-
tor Proctor should hold his seat and
vote contracts for enormous sums to
himself, and vet he did that very thing
for vears and there was no opposition
to it except the mutterings that were
heard about Washington and the pro-
tests which now and then appeared in
some uninfiuertial paper. The reason is
that Senator Proctor was a eapitalist and
very rich. His conduct was therefore
not subject to the criticisni of the com-
mon herd. It is well known that he was
a strong advoecate of large expenditures
for public bujldings; that he supported
all measures for the erection of govern-
ment buildings. and not only that, but
was a strong advocate of the use of mar.
ble for the construction of these buildings
and of the particular marble taken from
the quarry in Vermont owned by himself,
