Acted Without Authority.

YWhen the land grabbers at Reelfoot
lake were mobbed, the governor  of
Tennessce ordered out the malitia and
has succeeded in reducing the simple
farmers who resented land-grabbing to
a state of abject submission. After it
was all over, and after the state militia
who had done the work for the capi-
talist class was put off with cut pay;
the courts declared it was “Grregular,”
as appears from the following dispatch:
