The Noise of Battle.

In the gray dawn of the morning of
Tune 26 the people of Del Rio were
awakened by what sounded like the pop-
ping of successive bunches of fre-
crackers in the direction of the river.
At intervals heavy rolling spunds were
heard which, unmistakably, was the dis
charge of artillery. From five to half
past ten o'clock «the noise ‘of the sinall
arms and the occasional booming eof
the cannon were contingous. Then came
lulls followed by volcanic txplosions uf
small arms and artillery; these explot
sions lasted wntil twelve o'clock, af-
ter which the firing gréw less and less
pronounced,  until, with darkness, it
ceased altogether. An hour after the
first noise of the assault was . heard
sheets ‘of flame and a great volume of
black smoke told that a fire was m pro-
gress in Las Vacas. Later it was
fearned that the barracks of the Mex-
jcan soidiers had been burned.

Las Vaecas is situated right on the
banks of the Mexican side of the Rio
Grande. Del Rio is four miles mland
on the Texas side. The principal sireet
of Las Vacas begins a short distance
up the hill from the ferry landing. and
extends back several' bundred yards,
The first large building on the street
near the fergy is the Mexican custom
house.  This is a one story structure
with thick adobe walls and .commands
the river and the other aporoaches to
the town. Several stores, saloons, bar-

ber shops and restaurants line either
side of the main thoroughiare, and
crossing it for several squares are side
streets on which the people live. The
town has a population of five hundred.
not counting the trocps.

To the south of the custom  house
are the remains of the long, low adobe
building that was used as a barracks
for the military, but which was
destroved by fire  during -the bat-
tle. It is asserted that the two hun-
dred and fifty soldiers were completely
surprised by the revolutionists, and that
it was here that the heaviest loss was
inflicted by the assaulting party. Sur-
rounding the barracks, as well as the
town, is a growth of mesquite "brush
admirably suited to the concealment of
any body of men, who desired or plan-
ned an attack, It was in the mesquite
fhicket  that the  revolutionists  hid
themselves before atfacking the bar-
racks. According tp the meager stories

™1 told by both sides o the fight, the sol-
diers, as soon as tHey realized their pre-’
31 dicament, seized their guns and fled to
)| the custom house, in which were’quar-

tered thousands of rifle cartridges and
several cannon of small caliber. Had
the revdiutionists captured the custom
roceeding  against  the
troops there is 110 doubt that they could
have fomed the soldiers to terms and
mamlamed their position.

“ The attacking party of revolutionists
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numbered hetweu! ﬁ{ty.znd cighty men.
Immediately in , it is  said,
were Major Benjamen Canales Gazra
and Capt. Modesto G. Ramires, both of
whom lost their lves. The revolution-

ists were indifferently armed with an-
cient carbines, shot-guns, dorringers
and knives. They had no previous dis-
cipline, and most of them had met that
morning for the first time. Each man
brought his own gun, and very few of
their weapons .were of the same pat-
tern. They were uniformed in citizens'

clothes, which were old and ragged and
ill adapted to military purposes. Their
ammunition was scant, and gave out
'Jmﬂly after mid-day; this was the
cause of their retirement from the field.

Altogether the invadiog revolutionists,

who threw themselves against the well-
fed, well.armed and seasoned troops
of the government, were about as for-
lofn and unkempt a lot of men as ever
went to war. It is not remarkable that
the Mexican Herald and the Monterey
News, subsidized Diaz organs, as well
as the San Antonio, Tex,, Express and
the Los Augeles, Calif,, Times, ridi-
culed the army of revolutionists as a
band of beggars that had temporarily
turned banditti.

Speaking of 'the fight, Cal. Cuerra,
who stated that he crossed the Rio
Grande the day following for the pur-
pose of léarning the particulars and to
ascertain why it had becn fought pre

maturely, said that the majority of the
revolutionists were peons from hacien-
das on the Mexican side of the river.
Many of them, he said, however, came
from the Texas side. It had been
agreed some time before that the rev-
olutionists were ‘to assemble @i the
Mexican side some distance below Las
Vacas. The men from the Texas side
were to cross singly and unarmed. At
the appointed rendezvous the Texas
recruits were to receive such arms and
ammunition as their Mexican comrades
were able to furmish, It is beheved
this program was folowed. théngh Cal.
Guerra declared that a mistake as to
the precise day for the uprising was
made, which more than any thing else
was responsible for the falure of the
attack.

Bravery of the Peons

Persons who witnessed the fight from
the Texas side’ said that it was a des-
perate affair.  The revolutionists fired
from behind rocks and stone walls, and
the soldiers replied with repeated vol-
leys from their custom house Fetreat.
Half a dozen times the ragged, nndii-
ciplined revolutionists tried to capture
the custom house by storm, but their
efforts were unavailing, Each time they
charged the cannon were brought 1o
bear on them and the guns of the sol-
diers poured into their ranks a terri-
fic hail of lead. A man on a bay horse,
who acted as leader, was seen to ride
in and out among the mesquites, shout-
ing to the revolutionists and enconrag-
ing them by his example. He seemed
to lead a charmed life. On account of
the distance that intervened the fea-
tures of the horseman were unrecogniz-
able, though it was given out after-
wards that he was none other than Col
Encarnacion Diaz Guerra. That doughty
old revolutiomist, however, steadfastly
disclaims the honor of bemg the hero.

Late in the afternoon, perceiving their
inability to effect the capture of the
custom house, the revolutionists left
alive, gradually withdrew, going north
along the river. ' During the night.
doubtless, they dispersed in different
directions. Five days after the banle
three badly decomposed bodies were
discovered -by, rurales about a mile from
Las Vacas on the Mexican side of the
Rio ‘Grande, and later it was announced
that several arrests were made of rev
olutionists who were executed for ad-
mitting taking part in the affair. Col.
Guerra, Basiliso Ramirez and Calixto
Guerra were arrested on the American
side and jailed at Del Rio. charged
with violiting the neutrality laws.

" Late in the afternopn on the day of
the battle Sheriff Robinson, of Del
Rio, and Collector of Customs Robert
Dowe, of Eagle Pass, went to the ferry
between Del Rio and Las Vacas under
a flag of truce. They were reiused
permission to cross by the Mexican
soldiers. E. 8. O'Reilly, city editor of
the San Antonio Gazette, in trying to
cross the river was fired on by mounted
rurales .and sustained a slight flesh
wound in the shoulder. Had not O'Reilly
interposed a ‘Mexican guide between
himself and the rurales, it is asserted,
he would have 13st his life. The wound
sustained by the newspaper man was the

_jonly American casualty of the day.*

Thinkers are agreed that growth ac-
companies all things, Capitalism, since
it came into full-domiinance of things,
has already experienced a decided
growth. Tt will probubly develop fur-
ther,  As it 35 now, the trusts of the
country have the 'workers almost in
theit power. Shouid they hecome much
stronger, it i guite possible for the
worker 1o be reduced to that abject
dependence which 8 peonage. *

Because peonage ' developed first in
Spanish-American ¢ountries, where the
general development is not so marked
as it isin the United Sratcs, some are
inclined to look on peonage as a cons
dition which the wwﬁ‘;:nlnving rather
than approaching. . But the reverse is
true. Peonage developed Spanish-
American countries first, because these
countries remained in a half fuedal
state, with the workers practically serfs,
up to the time when capitalism came
intor power, and the transformation of
the serf into the peos was easy. It
was the change from the full subjoga-
tion of landlordism to the full subju
gation of capital. There was scarcely
any’ freedom between the two.

But the United States developed dif-
ferently. A free frontier brought first
a class of independent farmers, then
a middle class of small capitalists, and
lastly a big capitalism, before the real
subjugation of the people began. It is
therefore a longer route to peopage in
America than it was in Mexico. Bat
the tendency is emphatically in that di-
rection. Capitalism means the despoil-
ing of labor; that means the strength-
ening of capiulism and weakening of
labor; that, further spoilation; the end
must be, unless the worker frees him-
self fully from the opptession, his com-
plete subjugation. That is peonage.

So when you look at Mexico you can
see what threatens your children. Not
only from contagion, but also from the
tendency of the capitalist disease whera-
ever it develops, Already Uncle ¥am
is spreading the peons of Mexico
thronghout this country to compete with
iree labor. Alréady American capi
talists are investing in Mexico, where
peon labor may be put into compe-
tition ‘with American labor.  Already
thousands in America are held in prac-
tical peonage, That is what is the mat-
ter with the child slave. Alrcady some
of the states have practically authorized
peonage by farming out theic prison-
ers to contractors, either within or
without the prisons. The blight has
begun., It is x real menace and not
something you can poeh pooh away.

CHEATED OF THE PRESIDENCY
b

A subscriber wishes an account of
how Tilden was counted out of the
presidency in 1776, and wants to know
if similac tactics may not be employed
should Socialism ever carry an elec-
tion. :
Few who are unprejudiced believe at
this day that Hayes was elected by the
people to the presidency. But to un-
derstand why he was seated involves
a long story.  After the war northery |
l'a‘pila!isls were anxious 10 get a bead- |
way in the south, but the south gave
them Jittle encouragement.  Very few
capitalists  behieved that the territory
west of the Mississippi would be de-
veloped ' in less than a hundred fears,
and the south was regarded as the only
really aviilable field. Capitalism  was
made supreme by the law and was ar-
rogant. Lincoln had a tilt with it
Johnson begun the work of reconstruc-
tion on Lincoln's lines, and the capital-
ist comgress took away from him the
command of the army and the power
to appoint under-offices, They created
a special office for Grant which made
him supreme,; and he held the south
practically under military rule for the
four years Jobnson was president,
hen he was elected president, and the
command of the army was restored to
the president. He then held the south
under military rule for the greater part
of Lis term of cight years. = Still the
south would not surrender to capitalism
to be plundered by . Greeley the
abolitionist rebelled against the arro-
gance of the new dominating force, but
to no avail,  The persecution of the
south might ' have continued much
longer had not so many of Grant's old
soldiers gone west and quickly taken
that country. They now began clam-
oring for railroads and capital to “de-
velop” the west. Capital held aloaf un<
til the land grants that have become
the scandal of future davs were prof-
ered as baits.  Finally capital did be-
gin to invest west of the Mississippi,
but it. did not forgive the south for
refusing ‘to open to its “developing”
and  exploiting process. - So  soon @8
the persecution of the south stopped, it
rallied against capitalism and m the
contest of 1876 it was uncertamn whether
Hayes or Tilden was elected. But the
president, the conguering Grant, still
ritled in the south with an authority
he held nowhere else, and what with
his influence on the count there, and
a “returning board” that always voted
ceven to eight, a party vote, Hayes was
declared the president elect.  The péo-
ple were dissatisfied.  Henry Watter-
in called for volunteers to seat Tilden
by force. But' Grant massed soldiers
in ‘Washington to an extent not seen
gince the civil war. There was no mis-
taking his meaning, and Hayes was
seated.

As to whether something like this
might happen in case the Socialists
were to carry an election, no one can
say that it would not, yet circumstances
are so different now that it is not likely
to happen. Then the south was ex-
hausted, and the opposition in the north
was not very strong. - If Socialism
should win, the late vote shows that it
will not be because of one solid seo-
tion and that an exhausted one, but
that the vote will be diffused. Then, a
conqueror is not likely to be ut the head
of things and exercising a military dic-
tatorship at the time the Socialists win.
Resides all this, in 1876 the old federal
soldiers were intensely loyal to Grant
and still prejudiced against the south,
so that he wielded not only the power
of a military dictator but al” 4 a “moral
force” that was almiost irresistible. If
the Socialists should win now, there
would not be this vast army that had
been in the field under one man, and
that man supreme, and the army itself
g “class.
