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This last announcement of the sud-
den calling of the case after it had
been postponed until November was a’
great surprise. It was entirely unex-
pected to Warren who received the no-
tice direct, for the first time, from the
I presecuting attorney’s office at Topeka.

What the significance of this sud-
. den change is can only be ‘conjectured.
The time allowed is but a week. The
attorneys for the defense cannot pre-

. pare their case and do it justice in so
short a time. It is quite evident that
there it good cause for the sndden
change, but what that may be is at this
time entirely a gnatter of speculation.

Presumably the judge has concluded
to dispose of the case, one way or the
other, without . further delay. = From
the beginning it has been a losing case
for the government, Tt never really had
a cm at all and the judge himself in-
timated s0 very strongly m one of
. the early hearings.

For the Appeal it has been a losing
case only in a financial way. 1t has
been mulcted of many thousand of dol-
lars, but otherwise it has gained stead-
ily and is today ‘stronger far than
ever before in its moral influence
with the masses.

But the white miner has long
sinee recognized the fact that the
negro, hike himself, is a wage worker
and that he must admit him to his
union and treat him decently unless
he expecis 1o have that negro used
against him in every clash between
himself and his master.”

The attitude of the Brotherhood
of ‘Lécomotive Firemen in this af-
fair is untenable. 1t draws the color
line and in this it condemns itself.
No  progressive union any lomger
does that

All wage slaves look alike to the
capitalist corporations and all should
look alike to a working class union.
The Brotherhood of Locomotive
Firemen refuses to admit a negro to
its ranks and takes the ground that
no negro shonld be allowed to fire
an engine. Suppose all other unjons
took the same position, what would
become of the negroes? So far as the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen
and some other railway unions are
concerned they would either starve
or become scabs, strike-bregkers and
criminals. That is preciselyi what the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen
stands for in this contention and it
is absolutely indefensible except from
the capitalist point of view.

Suppose the union firemen win in
this affair and a strike follows, will
the white firemen have any right to
complain if negroes take their places?
Will the union firemen not have
driven them to do that very thing?
Conld blindness, prejudice and stu-
pidity go farther?

Let not the white firemen of the

lief that the capitalists of that sec-
tion are backing them bscause they
love the union.  In no section of the
country is organized labor so weak
and union labor treated with such
contempt as in this very section
where the white firemen are arrayed
against the black and both are-on the
lowest level of wage slavery.

The union firemen of the sounth
would better open their eyes tn the
fact that this is the twentieth century
and that to persecute a human being
because of the color of his skin is
not only infamous, but sooner or
later reacts with deadly effect upon
those who are guilty of it.

FINAL VINDICATION.

Perhaps the most unprecedented: event
i the annals of capitalist politics is
the recent appropristion of $60,000 by
the Colorado legislature as a partial
reimbursement for the losses sustained
by members of the Western Federation
of Miners in the labor war precipis
tated against that organization by the
Peabody administration. The appropria~
tion bill granting this_ relief was passed
by the legislature and signed by the
present povernor of the state. Just the
circumstances which impelled: the poli-
ticians of a capitalist government to
enact this legislation are not' under-
stood ;Colorado has nbt yet repudiated
democratic and republican politics, and
.15 quite certain that the Western Fed-
eration of Miners has not abandoned
its forefront position in the radical
movement. However, the act is a tri-
umphant vindication of the .miners'
union, is unprecedented in the annals
of capitalismeand possesses farreaching
significance.

B. B. Ray and
Samuel M. Fitch at Chicago last spring.
The candidate they were pluging ' for
was Wm. H. Taft. Ray already had
2 fat political office, having been re-
warded  with .a paymastership in the
navy for dirly work done'in a previou®
national campaign,

Fitch, then a conductor on the Ilinnis
Central, with the record of a scab to
his credit, was promised his plum un-
der the Taft administration. Money
was freely used by these grafters to
secure the nomination of Taft. They
had a working .arrangement - with the
gentleman: who is now  president and
with his brother Charles, who fur-
nished the lucre with which\the dele-
gates were lined up and the nomina-
tion pulled off.

It will be remembered -in this con-

nection that Major () Ray was caught
in the act of attempting to  bribe
Grand Master Hawley of the Switch-
men's Union by placing a fifty dollar
bill in an envelope and handing it to
him after a brief interview, soliciting
Hawley's support of Taft and in which
Ray assured Hawley that he had al-
ready “fixed” the grand officers of
other railway brotherhoods.
