secking the socialization of the

machinery of production and dis-
tribution. There are three aspects of the
movement, past, present and future.

The past aspect of Socialism includes
not only a history of the movement it-
self, but also an interpretation of
history - showing how the  movement
grew  out of conditions that pre-
ceded it, and was bound o come with
the ripening of capitalism and the de-
velopment of machinery. In connection
with the past of Socialism comes the
materialist conception of history, which
is not materialism as geunerally under-
stood, but an assumption that peaple,
in ~changing institutions, always fol-
lowed their material interests, The ar-
gument that Socialismm was bound to
grow out of events at tlie proper time
causes the use of the word “evolution,”
by Socialists. This does not necessar-
ily include evolution of species, but ouly
the idea that one thought or erder
grows or evolves out of another,

The present of Socialism includes the
party and the fighting movement for a
change of conditions. It works by agi-
tation and the ballot, for the comple-
tion of evolution of industry to a
revolution in  industry. The present
work is political to a very great extent,
but when Socialism shall have been per-
fecte:d, in the future, it will be less
political and more industrial in nature.
At present, contrary to what capital-
ist papers may say, the final aim of So-
cialism is the same the world over, that
is, the overthrow of the capitalist-profit
system and the substitution therefor of
collective  ownership and  democratic
control  of industry. There may be
many immediate demands, as in dif-
ferent localities the party may think
certain policies best suited to advance
things toward the gencral consumma-
tion. The party is ruled and financed
very much  like the labor union—
throngh payment oi monthly dues, This
is done to keep the workers in con-
trol; all give alike. The principles of
initiative, referendum and recall are
empleyed in management of the party.
Importapt matters, like the adoption of
a platform, are submitted to the mem-
bership for final judgment, and every
candidate for officé deposits with the
commitiee a signed resignation, so that
he may be recalled if the party thinks
he fails in his duty.

Socialism in the future looks to a
timte when Socialists shall come mnto
political power. This naturally means
that they will then be in a majornity
and have sanction for the changes
sought.  The aim then is to organize
industry  co-operatively;’ to estabhish
collective’ ownership of the great ma*
chinery of production and distribution,
and in doing that to end the fit
system; apd to manage industry demo-
cratically, 'so that every one will have
a say, mstead of the boss employing
“hands” as now. No one can say just,
how the machinery will be acquired;
that is a problem for the future, and
will be met when the time comes; and
the will of the whole people will pre-
vail.  No ene can say just how suach
and such things will be done; Socialisin
is not a system of laws, but a method,
a new way of doing things. It is an
extension of the American principlé«oi
democracy to include industry. It is

an extension of the principle of social- | &re
ization that has devdopeJ through so-

cialized roads, schools, and various
other things; yet, while one may juc
of the operation of the principle
through the working of things already
socialized, the ultimate of Socialism, in
socialized industry, has never ‘been
tried, and conld not have been tried
until ‘aiter the development of the big
machine and the trust. ol
There are things told about Socialism
that are false. Part of this is due to
ignorance, and part is downright ly-
ing. - Socialism does not propose to
make all things common ; it would make
only big machinery common property. It
jssnot the same as anaschism; that,
wants no  government and uses the
black  flag, while Socialism wants a

more complete government and uses the | 4o

 flag as s’ inrernational

Socialism i Americd IS not opposed
to ‘the stars and stripes: it merely
uses the red flag as symbolical of the
universal movement and of unniversal
brotherhood.

As it is they are destroy-
ing the rental values of buildings that
twenty years ago commanded astonish-
ing rentse  Whea the monopolies begin
to weed out the sinall dealers, and it
is .noticable even now, there will be
a continually decreasing need for the
hundreds of miles of stores, and the
big corporations can buy cheap or can
butld for their own use. A

The profits of the great industries
must be re-invested in something, and
what more . profitable than the retail
business; what is 'more tempting than
ta gain the zdvantage of doing away
with the wastes and gosts of a hundred
merchants when combined in one great,
systematic départment store. owned by
the various trust owners ‘who produce
the very things that are to be retailed?
Already this' great change is rapidly
taking place.

The soul must not be fenced in. Gree-
ley still holds silly ideas about har-

monizing capital ‘and labor.  He is

| America’ was as far advanced intel-
lectnally as he is, with all his faults.”

Some of the abolitionists did grow
with Greeley.  Wéndell Phillips per-
mitted himseli to be nominated by
the new Workingman's party for
president on a platform declaring that
the worker should receive “the full
product of his toil” Andrew John-
son, then a member of the lower
house, introduced into congress a bill
providing for the homesteading of
160 acres of public lands, and Galusha
Grow, afterward known as ‘father
of - the ' republican party.” spoke in
favor of the measure, using Greeley's
arguments throughout, People in the
new states. who thought little about
slavery ‘one way or another, under-
stood and espoused the homestead
idea, so that when, at Galusha Grow's
suggestion, Greeley proposed the or-,
ganization of a new free land party
to be known as the republican party,
the country was ripe for it.  Under
an'apple tree in a little Michigan
tfown it was born, but it was not fated
to remain locals - It was not an . anti-
slavery party. It was a homcestead
party. It drew naturally from | the
west.  Then. through declaring  for
a ten-hour work day. it drew from
workers (in the cast, From the very
first convention it hecame evident
that & new . force had come into west-
tern life.’ The fnanciers of the ecast
saw it and gathéred to discuss ‘the
matter .
