1t is not charged here that association
men were responsible for any of the
vinlence that occurred.  Tndependent
farmers may have scraped their own
tohicoo beds, written \f\’e thretitening
letters  they ‘received, burped their
own barns, blown up their own farm
machinery  with dynamite,  riddled
their own homes with bullets and the
whippings they sustained may have
been gizen them by rebellious wives
or recalcitrant children. Whether as-
saciation men are responsible,  or
trust thugs should be so held, the
fact remains that for a period of
nearly four years Kentucky shook
with a conflict that has few parallels
in the waging world-wide industrial
wir, ‘and in comparison with it, in
point of relentiessness and determina-
tion with which it was pushed, the
trade unions strikes in the infustrial
centers sink into the veriest of child’s
play.

Property Loss Immense,

It is estimated that the propert
oss  alone totaled $50,000,000. Al-
lowing for exnygentiou by cuatting
this sum in half it will be seen that
§25,000,000 is a pretty stiff figure to
g0 to ruthless destruction by fire
and dynamite. By the record hun-
dreds of men in every section of the
state were whipped and beaten, and in
many cases even women and children
were subjected to the lash. It 15 im-
possible correctly to ascertain the
number of persons killed. As gover-

farmers from the state during this

period was appalling.  Terror filled
the hearts of countiess numbers of
people, and evervwhere fear of the
night riders prevailed.

Vhen the farmers first began to or-
ganize the agents of the tobacco trust
merely laughed. But when the en-
rollment reached into the thousands
the laugh gave place to an expres-
sion of serious concern, and  the
agents commenced to get busy. They
employed the columns of the capital-
it press to misrepresent the objects
and purposes of the farmers’ move-
ment. rust buyers went into the
tobacco districts and endeavored to
persnade growers not to join, de-
claring that every farmer whp put
his tobacco into the pool wonld lose
it forever, as the trust positively
wonld not deal with the associations,
Independent or non-association men
were promised higher prices  than
were demanded by association men.
There is no doubt that much violence
was perpetrated by these agents in
order that the press, pulpit and state
authorities might charge it to the
farmers’ organizaions.

“Hill Billies” Roughly Handlod,

. Many times, however, in many
places and by somebody, these per-
picious agents of the trust were
“roughly handled,” to use the lan-
guage of State Organizer M. F. Sharp
of the American ciety of Equity.
Before this “rough handling™ occurred
the agents were warncd by letter to
ceass their activities or to leave the
stute.  Occasionally ‘s bundle of
switches would be left outside the
doors of the houses occupied by the
agents, If these measures failed to
atfect the persons notified, they were
visited at night by masked horsemen
and “roughly handied,”

Farmers who refused to join the
associations were termed “Hill Bil-
lies” and “Dumpers” Strangers in
the tobicco districts in 1906, 1807,
A908 and 1909 .gencrally had to an-
nounce their nﬁ-mpnhies. whether
with the "Hill Billies” or with the
assoctation, "Hil Billies” and “Dump-
ers” bore the same relation to the
farmers' associations that “seabs™ bear
to the  trade wmond,  To lustrate
the contémpt in which the "Hill Bil-
lies™ and "Dumpers” are held the fol-
lowing passage from the pen of E.

The tobacco
farmers realized t khe struggzle
with ‘the trust was a matter of slav-
ery or freedom, of starvation or
glcmy. and that to win they must
ave a strong and compact ofganiza-
ticn.  They regirded ind dents,
socalicd, who would not join
movement as renegades and enemies,
and they compelied the independents
1o enroll with the' associations or
leave  the state. 1f an independent
farmer had the temerity—and it was
rare—to take his chance of an inde-
pendent living, his plant bed was
sown i salt or in grass seed. Itin-
erant. threshers were forbidded to
thresh his grain: and, if they necg:
lected the warning, dynamite was
piaced in their machines and proved
an effective pleader. In the fall and
winter months the “Hiill Billy” would
wake up to find a bundle of switches
attached to his door, together with
notices warning him not to sell to
trust dealers, demanding a surrender
of any contracts he might have made
and notifying him, under penalty of
death, to learn wisdom. One such
notice reads as follows:

Death of Hiram Hedges.

Failing to heed a warning sent him
by night riders, R. H. Rodgers, near
Era, on the night of Jan. 25 1008, acs
cording to the Lexington Herald, was
visited by seventy-five mounted men.
Rodgers was called to the front gate
of his yard where he was seized und
severaly whipped with buggy whips.
He was a member of the associa-
tion, but sold his tobacco outside
the prescribed channels. At mid-
night March 21, 1908, Hiram Hedges,
residing near Carlisle, was called to
his front door by mounted men. He
started to expostulate with his vis-
itors when a shot was  fired  and
and Hedges fell mortally wounded
at the feet of his wife and six chil-
dred who had crowded around him to
ascertain the cause of the argument,
That same night many independent
tobacco beds in the vicinity of the
Hedges home were scraped and de-
stroyed by Night Riders, Stephén
Moseley, a farmer of Trigg county,
would not join the growers' organi-
zation. On the night of July 22,
1007, his home was visited by a yell-
ing band of marauders who opened
fire on his house. The windows,
doors and walls of the building were
perforated by bullets and the five
occupantisy  Mr. and Mrs. Moscley
and three children, escaped being
shot only by lying close to the floor.
After the shooting the invaders called
Moseley out, whipped him hard,
warned him not to scek legal re-
dress®and then rode away.

These cases are typical of scores
of hundreds that occurred in all the
tobacco districts of the state. And
the violence by no means was con-
fined to Kentucky. In Tennessee,
Virginia, Ohio and Indiana--states
north and south of the Ohio River—
barns and warehonses were burned
and men were whipped and shor
Wherever the tobacco trust sought to
crush the growers, fires blazed and
blood flowed. : ;

Psychology of Situation.

The farmers in the states affected
by thé tobacco war are Americans
from the ground up. Most of them
trace their lincage direct to the Ma-
rions and Sumpters who bushwhacked
the British in the Carolinas, or to
the patriots who threw the tea into
Boston harbor. They are thoroughly
imbued with ideas of independence,
and their love of liberty is boundless.
In the tobacco trust the descendanie
of the revolntionary fathers saw a
power more grasping and formidable
than the British king, and m the
independents or “Hill Billies” they
found traitors more despicable and
meuacing than the tories. Year by
year the trust arbitrarily pushed the
price of tobacco down to where it
tinally reached a point that meant
starvation. to the farmers who en-
gaged in its production. By refus-
";f‘ to organize for higher prices the
“Hill Billies” proved recreant to the
interests of the tobacco growers, and
therehy contributed to the extension
and  perpetuation of the power of
the trust. Under the circumstances,
therefore, is' it to be wondered at
that night riders sprang up all over
the tobacco field with whips aud
torches?

It is conceded that many wage
slaves in the cities, though organ-
tred, lack backbone and the nerve
necessary  to  successful resistance
against the master class, but such can
not be siid of the farmers of Ket-
tucky, Tennessee and Virginia.  One
thousand policemen never could have
tun down and beat up ove hundred
thousand farmers as that number of
trade unionists allowed themselves to
be so maltreated in Philadelphia, dur-
ing the general strike.  Before they
would surrender to a gang of "tin
militiamen from the tenderloin and
allow themselves to bullpenned
and deported from the state, without
e, ‘as the orgamized miners
of Colorado did doring the Cripple
Creek strike, the occupants of  the
Old Kentucky Home would fight un-

Sensational ac-
counts of a mm!ﬁc, raid on Horse
Cave, Ky., were printed in the Louis.
viile and Cinciinati papers on the
morning of Dec. 13, 1907. the
truth came out it developed that
three drunken boys had yelled fire
and shot off their revolvers, as they
galloped out of the little village, Such
incidents were common,

Not all of the riding was done by
night.  What were called "peaceiul
armies of invasion” were organized
and marched through the towns and
cities and over the turnpikes during
the day. The object of these daylight
demonstrations was to exhibit the
strength and unity of the associations
and to peaceably enlist independents.
In the second parade of the Dark To-
bacco Planters’ Protective Associa-
tion ut Hopkinsville in September,

1906, it is estimated that twenty-five
thousand pergons participated. At
Shelbyville, October 30, 1807, five

thousand growers marched in pro-
test against the actions of the trust.
Nov, 15, 1907, an immense procession

of planters invaded Hopkinsville
from the north After parading
through the principal streets  the

planters adjourned to the courthouse
where speeches were made and reso”
lutions against the trust and the “Hill
Billies” were adopted. ' Cynthiana. in
the heart of the Blue Grass region,
witnessed many daylight demonstra-
tions, one of the most notable oc-
curring Nov, 17, 1907, when several
thousand farmers paraded and passed
resolutions . of pratest.  Oittines
“peaceable ' armies ' of  invasion”
marched from county to county, vis-
iting farms of independents en route
Nearly always the independent farm-
er needed no second invitation. but
fell in with the procession to become
a4 clamorous agitator. against the
trust.
Public Sentiment One Way.

The numerical strength of the
growers’ associations is generally es-
tumated by the pumber of planters
enguged in the production of tobaccos
wluch is about eighty thousand. That
meant that pubue sentiment in the
tobacco districts was virtually woani-
mous for the associatious. No local
pablic man or official could saicly
oppose this sentiment. Tsust buycrs
and “Hill Billies” received scant con-
sidcration at the hands of the people
in the tobacco disiricts, and goverii-
ment detectives canght sleuthing after
ingide information regarding the op-
erations of Night Riders discovered
quickly tRat their room was more to
Le preferred * than their company.
Even the state militia deployed along
the turnpikes to apprehend maraud
ers generally managed to be in the
woods when the night riders gal-
loped by, Of all the men who rode
by night or day, and of all the vio-
lenc~ that was commitied, but few
arrests were made, and the covvie-
tions that were gecured were $0 triv:
ial that they ate not worth men-
tioning.

Some notion of the farcical char-
acter of the trials may be gathered
from the proceedings in a Teunessce
case. A general store had  been
burned at Fredonia, Montgomery
county, “as an example.” ertain
persons were arrested and three in-
dictments were returned. The attor-
ney .general prosecuted vigorously,
but the evidence, though convincing,
was circumstantial, and a verdict of
"not guilty” was brought in. Tele.
{:honc messages and ronners  had

cen sent throughout the adjoining
territory, and a great crowd of sym-
pathizers was on hand, who audilly
took part. These the judge compli-
mented for their good behavior! Two
weeks later, the defendants pub.

Critics may condemn the Night Riders
and association officialy may denounce
their depredations, but it is certain that
had it not been for the demonstrations
of violence, the subserviency of the
farmers to the tobacco trust would have
grown more and more degrading with
every passing year.

In the absence of
a knowledge of Socialism, bowever, the
farmers were compelled to use means
with which they were familtar.  That
they did the best they could under the
circnmstances hundreds of “Dumpers”

agents of the tobacco trust will wil-
lingly testify.

essary costs of operation, 1t isn’t any
vmn?ct that the public are ignorant of
railrpad econonnes, for it requires con-
siderable space to explain it, and the
public never get but a column or two
at 'a time, and that is mostly inspired
by the railroad managers in exchange
for favors shown the press in the way
of passes or advertising. Books treat-
ing of the matter have small sales, be-
cause the iverage citizén would no more
think of paying $1 or $2 for a book on
the subject of railroads than he would
of investing the same amount in a copy
of the Koran. And that is why the rail-
roads are able to bleed the public for
interest on $12,000,000,000 of capitaliza-
tion that is water—very impure water at
that. Issue more stocks and bonds,
Messrs, Railroad Managers—the people
are dumb and stupid and will stand it
Have a great time while you can, for
the sun of Socialism' begins to loom in
the east and your time will come when
it rises to its zenith.

If 1 oumed a farm under Socialism
and got sick or wished to take a vaca-
tion, and had no one to take care of the
crops, what couid I do? I conld not rx-
plait labor, and | would not accept char-
ity ~Ohio.~You could get some. one,
or many, to care for the crop for you,
paying what experience had proven was
the full value of their toil. Your crop
would not 'go to waste. Surely you
would be as conscientious abput exploit-
ing others as you would about receiving
charity, sceing that the two amount to
the same thing.

Some say Socialists want to do away
with all money end use labor checks.
What about #!—Texas.—Socialism is a
method, not a series of laws.  We may
have Socialism with or without labor
checks, or with any kind of federal-
made toney that the people may wish.
But when the profit system is ended,
money will cease to be the fetish it is
today; speculation will he at an end;
and there will be no further incentive
for money conspiracies. It is the profit
systemn that is hurting us, and money is
merely under the grip of that system.

I contend that cventually, as people pro-
agress, wnder Socwlism there must come
equality of reward. s not undervelop-
ment the chief cause of inequality of
talent?—Utah.—It is no doubt the chief
cause.  As men develop they will care
less ‘for mere accumulations, just as
men on becoming civilized care less for
trappings of the savage; and the able
man will be the rule, just as literacy
is the rule under socialized schools, The
result will be the securing of abundance
to all, and a practical equalizing of re-
ward,  But this is a matter of develop
ment.

LYING ABOUT SOCIALISM.

It is deeply significant that the bulk
of the lying now being done about So-
cialisnt comes from ministers and reli-
gious journals. There 15 not a political
paper of standing in tihe United States
that will any longer print the twaddle
about Socialism breaking up the home
or sing religion, yet preachers and
religions papers keep up the exploded
slanders without cessation, This is
saying nothing whatever against telig-
jon, Lying is not a part of religion.
