| ness interests of the town by the big tobacco concerns who were determined
to non-unionize their plants, in hopes of making greater profits, the board
of trade and the smail business men have been almost a unit against the
i strikers, The manufacturers, who are seid to be practically a part of the
trust, have threatened to withdraw their plants from Tampa unless the un-
ions are defeated, and as a result the full force of the monied interests of the
city and of the city authorities has been turned against the strikers. In a
‘quarrel between strike breakers and unionists, a short time ago, & man was
{shot. Two men, accused of the deed, were arrested, and were taken from the

Instead
of the president and principal officers
being elected by the rank and file of
the membership, and responsibie to
those who elected them, thev are ap-

ointed by a general board, the mem-

ers of which appesr to be dependent
for their positiong upon the will of
their appointees.  The president and
Lis official asseociates thereby become
the hosses of the orgamzation instead
of ity servants,

More Despotic Than the Trust,

This eriticism is ecspecially applica-

{ble to the Barley Tobaeco Society,

the Dark Tobacco Pianters’ Profee-
tive Association and the Henderson
District Stemmving  Association.  In
fagt, neither of these associations
properly can be catalogued as labor
arganiations; they more nearly re
semble trusts,  They sre business a:.
scciations for the purpose of pooling
and holding the tobacco of their-mem-
bers until the great buver, the Amer-
wcan  Tobacco company,  shbuld  be
forced to pay the price they set upon
their product.  When a farmer places
his tobaceo in an association ware-
house—pools it—he is henceforth at
the merey of the officials of the asso-
cialgn.  Many  farmers  claim  they
have received worse treaunent at the
hands of the associations than they
received at the hands of the trust.
Since the beginning of the Burley
Tobacco Society, it is said, no finan.
cial accounting by the officials hias been
made to the members.  In a speech at
Lexington, June #3d, this year, 1.
Campbell Cantrill, president of the
State Union of the American Society
of Equity, who claims to have to-
bacco in the Burley pool, declared:
“Realizing that my victory, which
i5 @8 sure to come a5 tomorrow's sun
shall rise, means a look at the books
of the Burley Tobacco Society, the
officials of that organization are fight-
ing with a desperation unheard of,

A MODERN JOﬂN BROWN,

John Dietz is almost a parallel of
John Brown.  Whether the resemb-
lance continues farther remains to be
seen.

Dietz owned a farm near Winter;
Wi, The Weyerhauser Lumber
company, the trust, every year closed
up Cameron dam, by his" farm. for
the purpose of raising the creek so
rafts could be floated down. The clos
ing of the dam flooded Dietz's farm.
destroying his crop. The trust re-
fused to pay him damages. It was
then that ' Dietz stood guard at the
armed, refusing to let it be
closed.  The trust secured injunc-
tions from the courts, which ‘made
Dietz in cffect an outlaw., Officers
with posses annoyed him for years,
and finally there was a pitched battie,
in which one deputy was killed and
a daughter of Dietz was shot through
the stomach. The siege continued,
Dietz, his wife and two small boys
holding the fort (their own housel
until the fact that the wife was about
to become a mother prompted Diets
to surrender. -~ The whole family is
now in jail, charged with murder, in
the killing of the deputy,

It is all a flagrant injustice.  Buot
Dietz made his error in trying to fight
the trust, and in using force. It was
a situation yery similar to that which
prevailed with John Brown at Harp-
cr’s Ferry. Brown was brave and
sincere, but his position made him
technically eriminal, so he saw two
sons killed, and afterward he was
hung for his hardihood.  Dietz was
fighting for his rights, property rights
which the law is supposed to recog
nize, and his brivery cannot be ques-
tioned.  But he failed to sec that the
system was too strong for him to
tight alone, the same mistake John
srown had made before him; and now
his daughter is badly wounded, his
home 15 lost and he is under indict-
ment for murder. If the people were
fnlly aroused, he would be saved: but
the same was true of Joln Brown in
his day. '$mjnenmc the people will
awake. Within a few years after they
hn:g John Brown three hundred thou.
sand men were marching throngh the
south, singing "John Brown's body
lies mouldering in the grave, but his
soul  goes marching on,” while they

were striving to destroy the system
that Brown ﬁul fought.

Some day the system that has so
grievously wronged Dietz will be de-
siroyed, and then Dietz will he re-
garded as a4 martyr to a rightéous
cause.  This is not much conselation
for the present. But it will he impos-
gible to save Dictz, after the position
he has taken, nntil the whole people
arise to destroy the system. 'Iphm is
the trouble about violent means. It is
not that Dietz was wrong in his po-
sition; it is not that he was not ad-
mirably brave. It is only that he pur.
sued lﬂe method that was certain to
result in . temporary and  personal
disaster. Until  the system is  de-
stroyed it is useless to cxpect to es-
cape poverty and  injustice, though
poverty and injustice muy make dne
shudder with' horror or mad with 1m-

My hushand had to
go hack to town to work, and leit us
to hold down his little homestead.  He
had to carry food for us six miles on
s hack once a week.

1 took a
saw and cmt off a log and split out
boards to finish my floor and smoothed
them down,  Then 1 sawed and rolled
up logs and burnt them; I slashed the
brush: 1 grubbed and dug and planted
a garden, and in six months’ ‘time |
bad ensugh done to prove up. Then

we commuted and paid the government | !

price for the land.

About that time Angeles wanted the
county seat, and to get it they bonded
the city and county to make roads. To
bring i}l voters, they imported work-
ers and not onc of the residents got
