In any event, the
worker has nothing left after he has
paid for his living

Socialists say this is not just. They
can understand the capitalist who buys
‘abor as he buys pig-iron, but they say
aber is entitled to more consideration
than pig-iron. The price of labor. thes
declare, should be gauged by the value
of lahor's product, instead of - by the
direness of labor’s needs They say the
present situation gives to the men whe
own the machinery most of its fxncﬁnl
and to the many who operate it none
of its hopes Now, as of old, the aver-|
age worker dare hope for no more than'
enough to keep him alive Again an'
again  the census reports have show:
that the bulk of the people in this coun-
try are so poor that they do not own
even the roofs over their heads.

The purpose of Socialism i8 to give
the workers all they produce. And,
when Socialists say “workers” they do
not mean only those who wear over-
alls and carry dinner pails. They mean
everybody who does useful laber.  So-
cialists regard the general superintend-
ent of a railroad as quite as much of a
worker as they do the man on thé sec-
tion. But they do not regard the own-
ers of railway stocks and bonds as
.workers. They regard them as para-
sites who are living off the products
of labor by owning the locomotives,
ears and other equipment with which
the workers work. And, since the own-
ership of machinery is the club with
which Secialists say capitalists commit
their robberies, Socialists also declare
that the only way to stop the robberies
is to take away the club. It would do}

no good to take the club from the men
who now hold it and give it even to the
individual workers, because. with the
principle of private ownership retained.
ownershig, would soon gravitate into a
few hands and robbery would on as
ruthlessly as ever. Socialists believe the
only remedy is to destroy the club by
vesting the ownership of the great ma-
chinery of production and distribution
in the people. through the government
—Allan L. Benson in Peerson's Mage-

sine.

A FINANCIAL BASIS.

A Philadelphia reader of the Arreat
writes: “l have tried to understand
Socialism but 1 can't understand on
what financial basts the government
couid be run under Socialism. How
would commerce be carried on with
other countries, or what would they
pay foreign merchants for goods that
were shipped to the United States?”
First of all, Socialism must and will
socialize the money and banking sys-
tems of the country. This will mean
that no money of any kind whatsoever
can be ssued excent by the gencral gov-
emment. It wiil mean also that the gen-
eral government, probably through the
postal savings banks, will-enjoy a mon-
opoly of banking. All money, therefore.
will be deposited in government hanks,
and, up to a sate margm, be available
for the conducting of commerce and all
sorts of busincsg. So soon as it is spent
it will naturally be redeposited in these
Banks; the process being repeated in-
detinitely, just as 1t is today in the
private banks.

_The government will buy in the for-
cign markets such things as the people
need, but she will bring it here in her
own vessels and sell it at actual cost of
purchase and transportation, Tariffs
will be unknown, As a result, every-
thing. will be sold at a lower price,
while the producer will receive more
than  at- present. Take for example,
coffee. In Brazil it sells by the bushe!
at very little more than wheat sells far
in the United States.  Here 1t sells by
the pound, averaging, perhaps, ‘wenty
oRnts.
twelve-fold over the onginal cost.

It is the develop-
meqgt of the tool into a complex
machine, according to Socialism,

individual to own the implements
with which he works, and that has
given combinations of capital con-
trol of the machinery of produc-
tion and distribution. It is the fact
that the individual can no longer
own the tools with which he works,
and that corporate ownership of
these tools admits of exploitation
of the worker, which gives rise to
the proposition of coliective owner-
ship and democratic’ control of
these things. For  these reasons
there is only one problem in So-
cialism, that is, the control of the
tool: only one feature in its phi-
losophy, the story of the develop-
ment ‘of the tool. >

BUT the tool hds an importance
beyond even. the philosophy and
movement of Socialism. ‘It is the
tool which distinguishes man from
all other animals and which has,
enabled him to conquer the earth
and change it to meet his desire.
The beast was clothed with skin
and feathers, but man at birth was
naked. It became necessary for
him to secure covering in order to
protect himself and at the same
time rob the animal of fur and
flesh. He invented first the club,
then the stone knife, finally the fish
hook, the net, the hoe. Out of
these simple implements has grown
all the modern machinery that has
transformed the world. By the aid
of the mdchine man multiplies his
power a hundredfdld. Through
the machine he is enabled to speed
across land and water and to con-
municate instantaneously from one
country to another. One might
say that all history is merely a story
of the machine, because nations
rose .t power as they developed
inplements of manufacture and
conquest, and passed under the
domination of other nations when
they lost in the race for further
development of the tool. Al the
literature and poetry, all the art
and ‘music which we have, were
either produced by the tool or are
the story of the machine. If man
had remained without some appli-
ance or utensil, without fire, with-
ont something to supplement his
weak muscles, he might have been
amang the subdued, if he had not
ceased from the earth entirely.
When one considers this fact he
can readily see that the futnre of
mankind, the future of earth itself,
depends on the improvement of the

THERE are tools and tools. We
are sometimes inclined to regard
the material as the only implement
man has invented. But the hatchet
and saw, the hammer and mallet,
represent gnly one form of the ma-
chinery that man has devised. The
state is ane of his machines. The
church is another. The court, the
trust is, each, a machine designed
by man for the accomplishment of
certain  results. - We speak truly
when we speak  of political ma-
chines. :

The machine has been used, not
only to advance mankind, but-also
to subjugate him. How ofter has
the state become a mcans of ty-
ranny!  How often has the polit-
cian tricked the people to hiz own
advancement and their destruction!
How often has the ambitious gen-

dlot as @

S o mYC.LPMIFER
eral conquered terri and looted
other lands while camg the death
of thousands of his own soldiers!
War is possible only because of
that machine cailed the army. For
milleniums  invention  concerned
itself chiefly with implements of
destruction. ;

IT is not necessarily the fault of
the machine that it has produced
evil effects. It lies in how the ma-
chine is used and what it is for.
Socialists are well that mod-
ern industrial machines, such as the
railroads, telephores, ocean liners
and big manufacturing institutions,
represent decided advancement. It
is only because of the private use
of these things, for _purpose
of levying tribute off of others,
that they produce evil resuits. " The
political machine is not bad within
itself. It is bad only when it is
used by the few in their own in-
terest, instead of by the many for
the good of all. It was the inven-
tion of gun powder more than any-
thing else, perhaps more than the
invention of the printing press,
which enabled the serfs of other
days to measure to the stature of
the armored master and free them-
selves.  Yet, now that the people
have been disarmed and vast guns
are at the disposal of the few,
armies and navies have become a
menace to the liberities of the peo-
ple of the whole world, It was the
vention of the plow, of the reaper,

of the spinning jack, and the com-|.

plex machinery of the present day,
which has made this age a marvel
for all times. Yet that machinery
in the hands of the few has been
the means of exploiting the many
until we have the slum child and
the millionaire side by side.

SOMETHING over a century
ago there came what is called the
age of revolution. It came out of
the development of the tool—the
boat, the press, the gun. During
a comparative short time the peo-
ple wrested from"the nobility and
independent monarchy of England,
the Magna Charta, which has given
them 2 measure of liberty. They
won the American revolution, and
in this country established the re-
publican form of government,
which was a machine so much in
advance of that which had been
used before that it has been
adopted in almest all sections of the
world. They inaugurated that glo-
rious and gory period of French
history known as the. Revolution. |
which, though it failed in a ways#
left behind 1t a wholesome respect
for the power of the people. They
established, through long struggle
and starvation and bloodshed, the
ballet, that has sinte become prac-
tically universal. It was a device
calculated to demonstrate power,
Instead of the people going to war,
as they had hitherto done, at the
instance of several champions, they
measured strength by votes, and
the most powerful won without the
letting of blood. The ballot thue
became the greatest tool for the
suppression of war, and for an ex-
pression of the people’s rights, that
has ever been devised. -

BUT this tool has never been
adequately used. The masters have
combatted it at every turn, They
disfranchised the negro for many
vears; they keep women from vot-
ing today; they have property qual-
ifications in Germany and else-
where, - Everywhere they try to
trick the people out of their ex-

pressed preference, and o(fén suc-
ceed.

Where they fail in their eﬁoﬂsﬂ
to defeat the will of the people as

expressed by this great device, this
implement of toil, this ful
conqueror of the world, their

courts set aside the will of the peo-
ple and so foist the designs of the
masters upon them. It is not the
fault of the ballot itself, but be-
cause the ballot has not been rightly
or greatly used. 2

When the franchise is extended
to all adults, when it is 0 hedged
about that the will of the peaple
can be freely and sinply expressed,
and when so expressed can be en-
forced through the power of the
recall, then great things may be
done by the ballot. Greater, things
than have ever been accomplished
through all the machinery of pro-
duction and distribution. It will
become possible for the people then
to secnre and retain possession of
all the other machinery that the

genius of man has produced. Tt
will become feasible for them
then to peaccably retain all the

blessings that ought to tlow from
the great machines that man has
made. The state may bhecome a
servant in the hands of the people
for the accomplishment of good and
good alone, instead of being, as it
was at one time, merely a means of
subjugation, and as it is today, a
tool in the hands of the designing.

MACHINES called parties have
been built for the express pur-
pose of using the ballot, but here-
tofore with the intention of em-
ploying it for the benefit of the
few. There is now being built al!
over the world a greater machine
than has ever before been con
structed, having for itsspurpese the
use of this cheapest and most ef-
fective tool of the populace that
was ever invented, the ballot. This
new machine is designed for but
one purpose, that is, for giving of
power and the products of machin-
ery into the hands of the many who

produce. Individuals are cogs in
that machine. There is a place for
all in it. It may be used for the

transforming of earth into all the
good and beauty that the sages,
seers, and poets have drermed. Al
ready there has been wrought a
revolution greater and more wide-
spread than any revolution in the
world’s history, and it has been
without violence. Yet, that is only
the beginning of the power thar
may be developed within'a com-
paratively few vears,

Qur {athers knew very little of
the great material machines which
we possess today. A revolution as
great as attended the past genera-
tion would give the people of the
world control of the world’s
forces, control of its vast resources
and control of their own lives. The
masteis are trying to force us to
use the old tool, the bullet, because
they realize that they have this in
their hands, and they have, con-
trary to the constitution, disarmed
the people. They are afraid of the
show of power of the millions
which can be made effective
through the ballot. That is a way
in which they can win. It is the
only weapon left them. Yet, it
may be made a tool so efficient that
within a gencration it will make the
world of the many rich, and ban-
ish the horrors that have come
through the use of machinery both
material and of the character of
organization for the use and ag-
grandizement of the few.

The same idea secmed to take posses-
sion of- all the criminals at the same
time, and there was a general change
of habit which I consider the most re-
markable thing in history. After con-
sidering the tendency of things to group
together, from a drop of water to the
constellations in the heavens, I thought
next of the psychology of the affair.
That suggestion is a power, is now gen<
erally acknowledged. i"or centuries thou-
sands have been teaching morals and
thousands have been lhrowin; out sug-
gestions in the form of auvdible and in-
audible prayer. People have been writ-
ing and teaching reform, psychologises
have been delving into the cause of
things, so that there has been, beyond
question, a tremendous cerebration in
the interest of better living. It occurred
to me that perhaps all this might have
focused on a certain point, and have pro-
duced instantancous results upon thou-
sands who hitherto liive been inclined
to criminality.

“I don't see.” I remarked, “that you
are under obligations to account for
something if you say it is a fact. There
are thousands of facts which we may
receive without acounting- for them. The
greatest fact” of all, perhaps, is life. 1f
you know positively that this thing oc-
curred, tell me about it without troub-
ling.vourself as to how and why it oc-
curred. ‘That is the thing which inter-
ests me. '

My iriend puffed thoughtfully at his
cigar. :

“The first noticeable  effect of this
sudden reform was a complete cessation
of crime. The police and police judges
and jailers had nothing to do. Detec-
tive were without employment, Hun-
dreds of others who had® made their
fiving  from the repression of crime
suddenly found themselves without oc-
cupation. Seeing this was so, the peo-
ple demanded curtailment of expenses
and thousands whose business hadbeen
to detect, sentence and punmsh criminais
were .thrown on the labor market.

“The moral wave serged over the
walls and into the confines of the peni-
tentiaries. - There was a perceptibie
change in the conduct of the prisoners.
Not only so, but a strong feeling took
possession of the people in general that
they were more or less victims of con-
ditions, and should be given a chance.
As a result they were paroled by the
thousands, and, without exception, when
given a chance, made good. We have
had an example in the secitlement of
Georgia of how convicts, criminals and
arostitutes, when given an opportunity,
developed into good and honest citizens.
This example was more strikingly but-
tressed in what happened at Usonia,
It was only a comparative short time
until the prisons were practically de-
populated, ;

“There was something else that iol-
lowed that was equally startlng. In
the general desire to give the eriminals
and outcasts a chance they had heén
given employment by the tens of thou-
sands. - The result was that the lahor
market was glutted. Not only were the
men who had formerly found wark in
reducing the criminal element to a con-
dition of subserviance thrown out
of employment, but thousands who had
hitherto found work were 'eft without
anvthing to do. There had heen a time
when employment was, to a measure,
determined by the private lives of the
individuals. They who were abdicted
to drink did not stand as good a show
as those who were free from the habit,
Now, however. ns all these hahits end
denly were abandoned #hd as bar keep-
¢rs and dealers in tobacco and opium
were thrown out of employment it be-
came necessary to discriminate in other
ways than along the line of morals,
As a result it was those without ex-
perience, those who had not labored in
productive work, those who were not
criminals emploved for = sentimenta!
reasons, who were let out. It was not
long until there became a great unem-
ployment problem, It was demonstrated
that, after all, it was not good morals
that gave one employment, but skill in
toil and favor. It was also proven
that the prisons, the saloons and the
houses. of prostitution wers merely
places where were hidden away and
provided for in some manner those
who had been wrecked by society and
their own viciousness. There being no
further outlet along this line  thers
arose a new problem as to what to do
with the surples labor, all of which was
moral and worthy, :

“Men who had heen in charge ‘of
prisons, nolicemen. guards and judges,
were in the breadline. Women who had
been thrown out of emplovment hecanse
prostitutes had found a place in indus-
try, were now on the verge of starva-
tion. Soldiers whose work had been
one of destruction, saloon keepers and
tobacconists who had contributed only
to unuatural appetites, found their oc-
cupations gone. Fully one-third of the
people had nothing to do, and there was
no great social institution Bike the prison
to afford an outlet. It .was a situation
such as T had never dreamed of and
a problemthat is beyond my power of
solution.”

“How did they solve it?" T asked.

“The solution ‘has not yet been
found,” was the reply. “When I left
Usonia it was in the condition I have
d I Eave been ever since think-
ing over how it came about that this
sudden reform obcurred. and  how
Usonia is going to solve the problem
that has been forced upon it in this pe-
culiar way. L. Prwyen
