Wiien
the workers have secured political cop-
trol of the government that owns and

N my mail this morning I found the

following letter from a good friend

of the AriEaL:
_ Dear Comrade—I will start in by say-
ing 1 am an Avrear reader and also a
red card. deuble-dipped Socialist, or |
thought I was a Socialist, until [ saw
an article you wrote in the Arpear, No.
936, November 8th. You said you be-
lieved in confiscation of the productive
property of this nation by the working
class. Now, Mr. Warren, if T under-
stand Webster's dictionary, confiscation
means to take over something and give
nothing in return, Now [ am speaking
for myseif! 1 am not that kind of a
Socialist, and if that is Socialism T am
no longer a Socialist. Brother Warren,
I have a better opinion of you than to
think you meant m the article, to actu-
ally take the wealth of the capitalist. 1
have always agreed that the Socialists
aimed to build competing lines and not
ask any man to divide with us, or else
buy their machinery, not at watered
stock prices, but at cash value only. It
is my beiiei that this one little article
will knock lo's of converts to the So-
cialist movenent and I have talked to
some of the vld heads that do not like
that kind of talk. 1 told them maybe
vour talk might be like the Bible and
we don't understand all we know about
it. ' We would like for you to preach us
another sermon on the question—F, [
Raney, Bernice, Okla.

This raises the question of how we
will get the industries of the nation
which we must have as the foundation
of the Co-operative Commonwealth to
be. My comrade here says he wants
to buy them—but ke docsn’t propose to
pay for any watered stock! To which
many of you will agree. Al right,
Now what happens? Assuming we buy
the industries (and if a majonty of
the people of this country decide to buy
them, Ired will chip in lis share, al
though I assure you I shall exercise
my rght of free speech to the limit in
pr'ul(-s(ing against any such foolish nc-
tion), you say you will not pay for any
watered stock. That sounds good. How
much water is there in the capitaliza-

tion of the railroads of this country?
Who is going to decide? Will you let
the present owners of the stocks and
bonds of the railroads decide this ques-
tion? Aside from the original pro-
moters, most of the folks who hold
«tocks ahd bonds have paid money for
them——real money. These people will
insist that they be given the market
price (which includes the water) for
their stocks.  You know that there 1s
water in every dollar of railroad stock

In the United States. Gowernment in-
m' committees have proved
this: Notably in the floating of the in-
famous Chicago & Alton deal. And the
investigators said all other railroads,
with few exceptions, were financed in
the same way. Can’t go back on govern-
ment reports, can you? All right, now
89 ahead and buy these stocks at YOUR
valuation after squeezing the water out
of them, and what happens? You con-
fiscate the difference between what the
present holders paid and what you give
them!

What is the difference in the princi-
ple of what you want to do and what
I propose? You would confiscate a part
of the money paid by the small stock-
holder for his holdings and leave the
big rascal go scott free, because he is
ahead of the game no matter what you
pay him. T propose 1o settle the whole
matter by taking over the industries in
the name of the working class, after we
have assumed political control of the
government. What will be done with
the honest railroad investors is a matter
that concerns me very little,  His num-
ber is small compared to the people who
own no railroad stock, and T do not
believe, 1n justice to the miothers and
wives and children of the working class,
that we shoud allow the rights, assum-
ing that they are such, of a small group
of individuals to stand in the way of
the happiness of the race. Tf there are
widows and orphans whose sole means
of income is from the railroad stocks
and bonds they have inherited, then 1
for one would be in favor of dealing
as generously with them as T would
want the public to deal with my wife
and my children, assuming [ should be
so fortunate as to leave them a lot o
such securities. Rut if the stockholder
| happens to be a big husky guy like
{ George Gonld, 1 should have no hesi-
tancy in saying to him: *You have an
opportunity to render a useful service
to the state for what you get, go to
work, as the rest of us must do”

UST a word more about confiscation:

My comrade who writes the above
letter will, I have no doubt, agree that
Secretary Daniels’ plan of government
! oil wells, developed on land now owned
i by the government, and refined in refin-
| #r< to be built by the government, would
be all right and perfectly just and
equitable. That would be building com-
| peting oil refineries. But what would
| happen, assuming the secretary's recom-
{ mendation is put into operation? The
| profits on the oil now sold to the gov-
| ernment by the Standard and its sub-
| sidiaries wowld be wiped out. With the
{ wiping out of this profit would come a
{ corresponding wiping out of the stock
| which depended upon these government
! moneys for its value on the stock mar-
| ket. Therefore, the plan proposed by
Daniels is just about as confiscatory as
the one ‘suggested by me—only Daniels
doe-n’t go a3 far as I want to go—he
merely wants to confiscate a part of the
profits of the oil companies in order to
get cheaper fuel for the navy.

ROBBING THE PRISONERS

An Associated Press dispatch tells
how Uncle Sam is robbing the unfortu-
nates who have been sent to the federal
penitentiary at Leavenworth:

Whshington, Dec, Gth.—The board of
commissioners of the federal prison at
Leavenworth, Kan., reported to congress
today that the net cost of maintenance of
the institution for the iast fiscal year was

225,151, and the average number of pris-
oners 899. The report values the labor
of the prisenars at $557.836 for the yenr,
or $820 per prisoner, exceeding the cost of
his keeping by $370.

Leavenworth is the prison the Ae-
PEAL exposed two years ago, and for
disturbing the graft there an effort was
made to imprison the ApreaL editors
in the same bastile. Yet, in spite of re-
tiring the warden and deputy warden
and making a pretence of cleaning
things up, we find that $370 more than
his keep is now exacted of every pris-
oner at Leavenworth. In other words,

And the scheme of' discpline inaugura-
ted by Secretary Garrison will do away
with many of the evils of the present
order.

# managed by natives, are fostered
wherever possible in Alaska by the
United States burean of education,
which has charge of education for the
natives of Alaska. In this way the
burcau helps the nafives protect them-
selyes from those traders who charge
exarbitant prices for food und clothing
and pay as little as possible for native
products. Tu the small villages even
legitimate marketing cxpenses are a
heavy burden unless there is some form
of co-operation.

These cooperative attempts have been
a decided success. At Hydaburg, in
southeastern Alaska, where the United
States scliool teacher has general over-
sight of the co-operative stores, the
natives were able, after 13 months of
business, to declare a cash dividend of
50 per cent and still have funds availa-
ble for the wrection of a larger store
building. The Klawock Commercial
company. also under mnative manage-
ment, was able after nine months of
existence to erect a new store building
from its surplus. At Klukwan also the
natives have organized a co-operative
store,

Native stores have for several years
been in successful operation at Cape
Prince of Wales and on St. Lawrence
island, where the natives buy food at
reasonable prices and are assured on an
equitable exchange for their furs and
other products.

A more recent example of co-opera-
tion is at Atka, a remote island in the
Aleutian chain. Formerly rough lum-
ber cost $30 per thousand and shingles
$8 a thousand on this island, and cloth-
ing and food supplies were correspond-
ingly. high. On the other hand, the
natives were poorly paid for their labor.
For gach of the few blue fox skins the
natives could catch they received from
the trader goodsyaveraging $8 in value
Sold at public auction in Seattle, these
skins brought from $17.10 to $36.50
cach, according to quality. In April of
this year, with the help of Seattle mer-
chants and officers of the revenue cut-
ter service, a Cco-operative coOmpany was
organized under the direction of the
United States public school teacher, and
now the natives are doing their own
buying and selling with considerable
advantage to themselves.

Eskimos on the shore of Bering sea
and the Artic ocean have until recently
had to market through local traders.
Now many of them are sending by mail
packages of fox, lynx, mink and hair
seal to the Alaska division of the burcau
of education at Seattle, and the govern-
ment officials sell the furs for the na-
tives at public_ auction to the highest
tidders.

Natives in Tatitiek co-operated in
salting and exporting salmon during the
past season, under the instruction of
the local government teacher, with the
result that they have not only netted
$1.000 in cash, but have also put-away
76,000 pounds of smoked salmon for
winter use. ’

Co-operation in Alaska has been aided
by the policy of reserving tracts of land
for the exclusive use of the natives.
On this land the natives build up their
own industries, safe from the evil in-
fluence of unprincipled white men.
Hydaburg is a reservation settlement;
Klukwan has recently obtained a simi-
lar reservation ppon which to conduct
its co-operative enterprised! and Kia-
wock Hopes to secure reservation land
in the near future.

Raincoats at Ten Cents

A man in Hlinois has 1
process io produce and market a rain
coat that can be retailed from 10 cents
up. These coats*are made in the regula-
tion slip-un style, from an integral piece
of waterproof paper. Their production
cost, according to the Surforial Art
Jowrnol, will be no higher than o cents
each, and even that figure can be les-
sened. - The cout can be folded up to
fit in an ordinary envelope and is par-
ticularly adapted to being carried in
handbags.

The coats can be made of oiled paper,
or parrafin vellum parchment paper,
which gives the appearance of silkiness
at z short distance. The original idea
was for the coats to be worn ouly one,
but, after a trial, it was demonstrated
tha they could be wutilized successfuily
two or three times. The couts are re-
inforced where the buttons are sewn
om, and also where the buttonholes are
cut. There are only two seams, both
running underneath the arms and down
the sides. These seams are cemented by
ordinary glue.

The Banking Graft

i The report of the conditions of the
banks of the United States, just issued,
brings out some interesting facts.

For example, the 7,500 national banks
in America averaged net earnings to the
amount of 15.3 per cent on their capi-
tal stock They declared dividends to the
amount of 11.4 per cent, holding the
remainder of the profit as surplus, for
further investinent. The total sarplus,
which represents profit already made
and now become an investment, amounts
to $726,30°,37 The profits: for the
past year were over $280,000,000,

The largest bank note redemption in
history took place during 1013, amount-
ing to $683,000,000, which is ¢4 per cent
of the total bank note isswe. Different
theories may prevaii as to what this
means, The Aldrich-Vreeland currency
bill expires January 1st, and it may be
ban effort to clear up the old issue in
order to reissue under the new currency
bill now being considered. If that is
the explanation, it does not show great
fear of the new bill on the part of the
bankers. It is possib, also; the expos-
ure of the currency steals by the So-
cialist and labor press has made the
ibanks afraid of their own asset cur-
trcncy and anxious to get rid of ir.

To pro-
vide against such a contingency the
banking system was devised, #o that
the banks may be abie to spend what
the individual thinks he is laying by,
and thus prevent the system from going
to pieces,
Under Socialism there will be laying
by, but it will be systematic and not
individual and anarchistic. Tt will be
political economy and industrial econ-
omy as well. The property laid by will
not he where it can be lost or dissi-
pated. It will be common-wealth. This |
is why we speak of the Co-operative!
Commonwealth. It is the great distin- |
guishing feature of Socialism. The
wealth  will * consist  of mills  and
machinery and the means of distribu-
tion and trafic. This will mean, iney-
itably, a job for everyone and the full
social value of his product. It is more
than is possible under the individualistic
or unorganized method of saving. But
it will_ mean more than that, It will
mean opportunity for every child, with
assurance that it will never lack, 1f a
man were to save a million dollars un- |
der the present sysiem he would not
have such assurance as this. [ he
were insured for hali a million his
children would not have such mssur-
ance. This is why the organized method
of saving is superior to the present
hysterical method that fosters on the
one side despair and on the other greed
and misery,

Here are some things that have been
won in 1914:
Califorma, Missachusetts and New
York have adopted the commission form
of factory law administration
California, Colorado, Minnesots,

\ Ne-
braska, Oregon, and

Wisconsin Utah
have passed minimum wage laws.
Some form of workmen’s compensa-
tion measures have been adopted by
Connecticut, lowa, Minnesota, Nebras-
ka, Oregon, Texas and West Virginia
Laws relattve to accidents in mines
and on railways were passed by twelve

states. Four states required physicians
to report occupational diseases.  Mis-
souri, Ohio and Pennsylvania passed

laws for protection against trade dis-

cases, Fifteen states made show of
protection from mine accidents and
twenty-six from railway accidents

Legislation touching on' child labor
was adopted by thirty-one states.

Connecticut, lowa, Minnesot., *Ne-
braska, Oregon, Texus and West Vir-

gima passed workmen’s compensation
bills. Fifteen states already had such
measuies.

Ohio and Texas made eight hours

the official day on state work., Twenty-
four states in addition had this pro-
vision on their statute books

Three states provided - for free em-
ployment bureaus, and five states passed
laws directed against abuses of private
employment agencies

Minimum wage laws for women were
adopted by Colorado, Minnesota, Ne-
braska, Washington, California, Oregon,
Wisconsin, Utah, Idaho, Delaware and
Texas. Night work for women and
children was prohibited in New York,

! Pennsylvania and Nebraska

Many of these laws are defective and
were clearly framed to appease the
workers while beating them, after the
old style of legislation.  Nevertheless,
they indicate that when the workers are
arpused they can get legislation 1
they remain content “with these  sops
they will continue slaves.  And they may
be free, merely with a word—and that
word 1« Socialism.
