GET ROTTEN DEAL

After the strike of the dock laborers
was settled last week there was a new
situation to deal with which created
some excitement and ufforded the po

|tice an opportunity to get in some fine

work.

1t was amusing to note the turn the
officials took when the bosses wanted
them to protect the strikers.

When W..J. Conners wanted the po-
lice to protect the scabs they were
there in force to do battle against the
strikers.

After the strike was settled the po-
Tice were called upon to Qpal with the
strike-breakers.

It certainly was an outrage the way
the poor devils were treated and should
be a lesson to men taking jobs under
such conditions.

After the strike had been declared
off, about 300 strike-breakers who had
come here' through the misstatements
of employment men found themselves
styginded and helpl

Most of them came from the vicinity
of New York and Philadelphis, but
about 100 were negroes imported from
Baltimore.

They were promised at least 15 days’
work and transportation to their homes.

Trouble began when the men were
paid ‘off. They found that they only
received pay for the number of days
worked and that the boss had deducted
$1.00 or more from that amount as a
rake-off.

The men protested and a rumpus en-
sued. Mounted police- were not eare-
ful in their use of the club and heads
were battered.

1t did uot take the men long to get
together and one of their number was
elected as spokesman; then they
marched down to police headquarters
and demanded accommodations at the
station. Chief Regan had a job on his
hands and not one easily disposed of.
As many as possible were housed at No.
1 and thken care of at other stations,

This bill is commonly
called the dredgemen’s eight-hour bill.
