At the election held November 8,
19, hundreds. of “votes cast for our
candidates {or representative in the
General Assembly were lost by the
failure of our watchers to see that
they were properly recorded,  We
have positive knowledge that 48 many
a8 SIXty-s1x Votes were lost in a sin-
gle precinct

To the office of representative in the
Gendral - Assembly  three  members
are to be elected from each senatorial
district; for that office the cumulative
system of voting prevaily  The voter
may give one vote to cach of three
candidates, orf ne may concentrate his
voting strength and give one and one-
half (134) yotes to cach of two candi-
dates, or three (3) votes to one can-
didate.

Since the Socialist Party has nom-
inated but one candidate for represens
tative 0 each senatorial district, each
straight ' Socialist vote  will  count
three (3) votes for our candidate for
represeitative in the General Assem-
bly.

Our opportunities for electing our
candidates to the General  Assembly
are so much greater than of clecting
our other candidates that we should
give particular attention to ‘that of.
fice and see that the vote is propesly
recdrded before leaving the polling
place,

Article 4, section 10, of the Elecs
ton  Laws  requires  that  all  the
straight ballots be examined or can-
vassed by cach Judee passing in lots
of ten from the hirst' judge to the next
and  fromy him 1o the third, each can-
vassing them in turn and that all split
batlots be canvassed separately by one |
judige sitting hetweent the other two.
