HOW THE FARMER “DIVIDES

; BY FRED

This great prosperity of the Amers
fvan farmer we read about reminds one
o7 the table af the Spider and the Fiy.
Farmers have been praised until scme
of théem can see nothing but thelr own
superior copditidn, They da not see
the 'web that has tangled up the far-
mer e¥en more than the fown worker,

A little’ plain statement of statisticnl
fayt concerning the value of production
Af farm and  other Tnbor should be
»f greal benefit to the farmer.  Until
we know about conditions comparative-
Iy we have no knowledge of any value
concerning our own condition,

.- .

The total value of products sold from
farms in any year do¢s not exoeed 6%
blilion dollars.

Thut means to the ordinary working
farmer and family not mors than $600
& vear, Thiat does not mean $800 a
year for the living expenses of the av-
arnge family, but the gross sales. From
that niust be deducted all that is paid
for rent, or interest om investment, or
on the mortgage. and the wear and
tear of horses, harness and fools, anl
all of the profits puld on everything
used on the farm and the taxes.

Rent, when paid in share of the erop,
ranges from one tp two-thirds of the
crop, but on good lands near merkets
15 about one-halt of the crop. So to
begin with, the farmer doex not receive
and enjoy his full productions, for they
are divided In the middle by rent or in-
terest on land value. Ax over 80 per
geut of farmers do not own the land
they work, and of those who own the
land they work not over U5 per ecent
have the land pald for, It 18 evident
that the products are divided by those
who vontribuis nothing to the produc-
tion.

That the machinery trust and the
rallroade afd express companies fatten
by extortion of profits from farmers,
and that the farmer has no volce in fix-
ing the price of a thing he buys or sells
will not be disputed.

After all of this dividing up tuere ls

left to the farmer for his luxurious Hye
ing—well, brother farmer, {t ia not six
or three hundred dollars a year. And
it the good wife had not sold pouitry
and eggs wnd berries, &nd if the chil-
dren had not worked when they should
have been in school, the living ~n many
farms would bave been very poor.

To earn this living, farmers work not
wix'dny in the week, but 365 days in the
year. The wife and children take no
vacations, nor are books and  pianos
very numerous in the houses of worke
ing farmers. i

While the value of the avarage far
mer's productiods is about six bundred
dollars & year the value'of the product
of ench worker in other essential cali-
ings s $2.437, of wWhich the worker re-
ctives 3437 as his share.

These figures are all furnished by our
masters whe spin the webs and suck
the life from our wives and children
that prof'e may go on,

It may pe & dresm, but !t seems that
I bave often heard farmers suy “these
workers need humbling, they have gone
too far, they ask too much, they ara
Socinlists who want to meke us far-
mers divide up.”

I haope it proves a dream, for I am
proud to be a farmer and proud of the
farmers who earn a2 lving In 4 man-
ner lhn} no man can condemn.
