On the other hand it is declared that
tnasmuch as the meén are not in jail,
but out on bond, an appeal having been
taken, the president cannot lnterfere
until the case is finally decided.

The appeal will not be heard until

the April term of court. Roosevelt
will then be out of offfce, and it Iy
difficult to say what Taft, who has

won fame on account of hils Injunc-
tions, will do.

This is the position which has always been taken by those who |
have succeeded in seizing the government and utilizing it to their
private advantage. It was so with the holders of chattel slaves. They
met every attack upon their ownership of human beings with the cry
that their opponents were trying to disrupt the union, or were lack-
in( in respect for the constitution. So far did this go that Garri~
son was accustomed to allude to the conmmfon as a “covenant with
hell” Yet we build monuments to Garrison today and execrate the
names of those who denounced him, :

When the ruling class of ti | United States abolished the right
of trial by jury in labor cases and substituted “government by in-
junction,” when its supreme court usurped the power to override the
legislative branch of government and declare laws unconstitutional,
it laid the foundation for revolt against such class-made law, It was
such actions that created a contempt, and a well-deserved contempt,
for the courts.

When, in defiance of precederit a& well as law, the courts of

America extended the power of an injunction writ and its right to

punish for contempt into an instrument of legislation in the interest

| usurped power.

Only by defying those who usurp power can liberty or law be

i preserved, If the right of trial by jury can be abolished by a court
. decree, if a judge can usurp the law-making power in spite of pre-
. vious laws, then there 15 an end of law, and the beginning of a class

autocracy,

It is those who .are resisting this revolutionary usurpation of
power that are really defending law and order.  To be sure, there
is another way to meet this problems. A solid working class vote
cast against fhis judicial usurpation would stop if, and stop it
quickly. ' The Socialists advised this last fall. Fhey advise it now.
At every tarn the Socialists have been the only ones who have really

. pointed out how the “majesty of the law” might be maintained, and

how the usurpation of power can be legally andipeacefully met.

It was the sathe organs of the capitalist class that are now
howling about “respect for the law” that used their power of pub-
licity to deceive labor and prevent any intelligent use of the working
class suffrage.
