Official Sidesteps; U. S. Is

Branded as Behind the
Times in Liabil-
ity Laws

Peoria, I, Feb. 19.~In reply to the
second telegram sent to him by Presi-
dent Duncan McDonald of the United
Mine Workers of Iilinols, in conven-
tion  here, International President
Thomas 1. Lewis still sidesteps the
joint conference dilemma into which the
Illinols miners were precipitated by the
refussl of the operators to copsider the

conference.
Dismisses the Matter

President Lewis dismisses the matter
by saying that he has no authority to

say how the Ilinois miners should nct|

in the matter, &nd clsims that he will
leave it to their judgment. In this way
he does not shoulder any of the re-
sponsibility resulting from any action
that might be taken.

“It is & cuse whers the Iilinois min-
ers are the ‘goats’ for the remaining
states in the proposed interstate con-
ference,” declared a prominent official
of the Nlinois miners. “The Illinols
miners are far ahead of the other states
in concessions granted hy the operat-
ors, and the operators of Illinols have
apparently expressed their willingness
to meet and discuss our demands con.
tained in the articles of & proposed new
agreement, so far as the wage scale
and internal differences ure concerned,
and treat these demands falrly.

“However, it i because oi the dif-
ferences oxisting between the miners
and operators in other states that the
present diffieulty exists, If the Tilinois
miners expect to reap the benefits of
organization and upionism, then they
can 4o nothing that will be detrimental
to the miners of other districts in their
efforts to secure concessions and de-
mands from. the operators of those dis-
tricts, notwithstanding the fact that
the Tllinols miners have these same
concesglons already incorporated in an
agreement that will last for several
years 10 come.

““The raviges of disease, especially
of tuberculosis, nare steadily being
fought down. The decreasing death
rate tells of diminished causes of suf-
fering among the poor. The constant
improvement in the (German school sys-
tem, with its extengion to evening
classes, manunl treining and special
courses, implies & development in
working and earning capacity for the
magses,

“And what is true in Germany ap-
peared In a large degree also true of
Italy, France and Switzerland, and to
a_lesser extent of Austria, Holland and
Belgium.”

Now that is a very fair statement of
| what the Sociallsts of Europe have al-
ready accomplished.

For a generation there have been
Socialists | in nearly every municipal
body of Europe, and those Socialists
have fought to abolish the slums.

They paid” little or no attention to
the many silly questions which Agftate
our municipal politica, but they fought
in season and out for the improvement
of the condition of the people.

In Belgium there are 700 wage work-
ors who are members of varfous mu~
nicipal counclls, In France and Italy
a hundred or more eities are in control
of the Socialists.

In  Switzerland the Socialists have
just captu-ed the ecapital, Berne. 1In
Germany t re are thovsands of able,
intelligent . ocialist -workmen striving
with all their power to turn the entire
municipal activity into heftering the
conditions of life for the working class,

We are gind to sce therefore this tes-
timony of Mr. Gompers concerning the
successful  work of the European So.
cialist movement—only he doesn't men-
tion the Soclalists. -

LESSON XVI-—THE SOCIALIST PROGRAM: 1. INDUSTRIAL REFORMS

Socialism and Reform.—It is a mistake to say that the Socialist party is
opposed to reform. 'On the contrary, wherever it scquires sny econsiderable in-
fluence, it is the most energetic advocato of reform messures. The mistake
arises from the faet that it mecessarily opposes mneh that goes under the name
of reform and that it ref: to abandon its revolutionary aim, will not fuse with
or give way to partii.s which are merely parties of reform, without any far-resch-
ing purpose or without any specisl devotion to the working class. :

In passing judgment on any proposal of reform practicable within the cap-
italist system, the Soeislist party considers it with regard both to its immediate
effect upon the eondition of the working class and to its ultimate effect in hast-
ening ‘or postponing- the Soeislistic reorganization of society. If injurious in
nither of these respects the Soclalist party must oppose it

The ameliorative measures embodied in the ‘‘immediate demands'’ or
“‘working programs’’ of the Socialist party—which are amended from time to
time, as occasion requires—fall into several groups. The first group is that of
industrial reforms, whish direetly affect the wage workers in relation to their
employers and to the conditions of their work; upon these the Socislist party
puts especial emphasis, Next comes the group of political reforms, a term which
explaing itself. Further may be considered sdministrative or general economie
reforms—affecting taxation, partial public ownership, ete.—and soclal reforms,
such as affect the general life of the peopls, their health, housing, education,
ete. These divisions are, of aourse, somewhat arbitrary; the various groups over-
Izp to some extent.

Industrial Reforms.—The group of industrial reforms imcludes: 1. Buech as
tend to assure the working class the right of organized action for obtaining bet-
ter terms from their employers and to strengthen them in such orgauization;
2. Such as tend to rednce the kours of labor and give more leisure to the workers;
3, Buch as especially protect the weaker portions of the working class—children
and women working for wages—and to protect others from the effeets of their
competition; 4. Sueh as tend to protect wage workers in life, limb and health or
z:pennts them for loss sustained through industrial aceidents or ocsupational

a5E8

The Right of Labor Organization.—Tho right of wage workers to organize
as such for defense or attack agninst their employers, with all that it implies,
has been gradually won in tho face of strenuous opposition by the propertied
classes and by the sgaté and the law, which have been at the servies of those
classes. It is still far from being fully established in any eountry.

The right to organize, in the abstract, is now universaily recognized as a mat-
ter of law in the United States, But this is not sufficient. In order to do their
work, the labor unions must have the right to rasise funds and maintain disei-
pling within their ranks by levying dues, assessments, fines, ete.; to demand the
closed union shop, the exclusion of scab material, and the use of the label, as well
4s a scale of wages and hours; to use the strike, including the sympathetic strike,
in support of these demands; to picket and to pay benefits as means of carrying
on the strike; to use the label and the boycott and to promote these through the
press, meetings, ate., to ind to discriminate in favor of union-made
und against scab-made goods; and in all these activities to be free from hindrauce
by in junetions or by eriminal prosecutions or damage suits under laws or con-
structions of law based on the false theory of individual free contract betwewn
employer and employed, leaving their officers and members, of course, like all
other persons responsible before the eivil and criminal law for any acts of vio-
lence or fraud they may commit.

It is one of the prime duties of the Socialist party, as the political organiza-
tion of the workiing class, to promote such legislation as will deflnitely guarantee
all these rights. In Great tain in 1005 and the following years, for instance,
the Socialists led the fight for the passage of the Trades Disputes Bill, and both
tho party and the unions were ¥ strengthened by it. France and Italy
in rocent years the Socialists have made a vigorous campaign to extend the right
of organization to state and mnnlemltcmplom

Hours of Labor and Days of ~—The shorten! of the workday (which
includes the provision for regular and adequate mealtimes) is ono of the most
important functions of the labor movement. Its success means better health,
more pleasures, more education and firmer ization for the workers actu-
ally employed; it also means a wider distribution of employment, less comipeti-
tion for jobs, and a better chance to raise wages. The unlons have ascomplished
mueh in this directiom. Buat there are large bodies of workers outside the uxn-
ions, and the nid of & political movement to this end is invaluable,

Legislation to limit the workday generally hegins with women and children,
as in the British Factory Acts of 1819, 1833, 1847, ete. and the similar laws of
most European countries and most American states. It may also be applied to
publie employes, as in the United States Eight-Hour Law and various state én-
actments. Again, it may be applied to specinlly dangerous or unhealthful trades,
as in the ease of the New York Bakers’ Ten-Hour and the Colorado Mine Work-
ers” Eight-Hour Law, The effect of such a law, if enforced, often extends far
beyond the workers specifieally covered by it; thus, in factories employing large
numbers of women, if the women’s workday is limited to certain hours it is
impracticable to run the factory beyond that time and the men also got the bene-
fit of the restriction. i

Besides the limitation of the number of working hours In any one day, it
i® important to guarantee the workers oertain full days of rest. Publie opinion
sunctions one rest day in each seven. In many industries it is impracticable,
and in general it is inadvisable, on sccount of the religious questions involved,
to requive a total cessation of work on Sunday or any other particnlar day of the
week. It is better to permit the working forees to be divided into groups, those
in ench group having one regular rest-day in each week. The French Social-
ists bave in recent years made a long, energetic and eventvally suscessful fight
for s Weekly Rest-Day Law. i

Ohild and Female Labor.—The employment of children and the unrestricted
cmployment of women in indnstrial cnteryﬁm is socially injurious from the
puint of view of henlth, of education and of personal and domestic morality, and
also with regard to the economie welfars of the working class. These workers
have less power of organization and of resistance than hive men; their compoti-
tion enables tle capitalists to get much more Iabor out of the working class for
the same aggregute wages,

The law must absolutely forbid the employment of children below a eeor-
tiin age. Fourteen is the highest age-limit yet set by any state in this country.
While this is an advanee over earlier regulations, Bocialists would strive to bave
it ‘raised, as a child of fourteen is usnally too immature to work in a factory
withont injury to health, The law must further protect young persons between
this general age-limit and the age of. eiﬁhtwn or even twenty-one, by restricting
their daily hours of labor and by execloding them from night-work and from
asngerous, nnhealthful and speeially arduous ooccupations. It _must also make
a certain minimum of school attendance—at least through the grammar grades
—a condition to the employment of any minors.

SWith regard to adult: women also it is necessury to fix & maximum workday,
to prohibit night-work, to exclude them from dangerous, unhealthful, and special-
Iy arduous occnpations, and to make speeial regulations for health and privacy.
The general exelusion of women from industrial employvment is impracticable;
and if it were practicable it would be reactionary, just as would be an attempt to
prohibit the use of laborsaving machinery.
