HEALTH FIGHT

Northwestern Railway Is
Forced to Remove Dis-
ease=Breeding Hovels

Milwaukee, Wis, June 18.—Health
Commissioner W. (. Rucker, Mayor Sei-
del’s expert appointee, has gone about
the work of making Milwaukee health-
ful in & way that has created a profound
impression. His first work was to begin
an investigation ol‘houllng conditions.
This he did quietly, but persistently. He
is confident that he will be able to make
appreciable improvements.

A program of health legislation is to
be put through the comr,on council un-
der his direction. The first of these
measures is now before ihat body. One
is' a stable ordinance, which will pre-
vent people from living in the same
quarters with animals, as now is done
in many cases. It will provide sanitary
safeguards and will prevent the storage

{ure provides for the free distribution
of anti-tetapus serum and another pro-
vides for free treatmeat of cerebro-
spinal meningitis, two extremely valu-
able measures,

Pure Milk Provided
The milk problem is to be subjected ¢
ito rigid treatment. Every cow furnish-|
ing milk to Milwaukee will ‘be required
to come up to standards fixed on the
government score card and no milk deal-
er will get a license after June 1 until
this demand is complied with so far as
cows from which he secures milk are
concerned. The health department will
know the record, the health and the con-
ditions of every cow formishing milk to
Milwaukee.

The rag problem is another which will
be' tackled. - Dr. Rucker has made a
study of the rag industry snd some of
its ramifications are the gravest sort
of menace to health, A rag ordinance
will be introduced in the council under
his diréction.

Many other phases of the rag
industry will ecome under the provisions
of the new ordinance.

Its
work will become known' officially to
the council when its report is completed
and forwarded to that body.

The establishment of the printing
plant is urged as a necessity, so as to
eliminate a number of evils that have
grown up with the present system of
contract work. Printers own & number
of ‘‘plates’’ needed by the city and
used constantly. Those owni the
‘‘plate’’ are enabled to underbid ali
other printers, of course, and still
charge the city more than a proper
price. This is but one evil. The use of
high figures on %work used in abundance
and low figures on work used but little,
which may easily mislead the unin-
formed into thinking that the total bid
is low, has been another evil, The ad-
ministration is determined that it will
abolish the contract system in this re-
spect as soon as possible.

Later the publication of a munieipal
paper for the printing of official pro-
ceedings and official information and
documents probably will be undertaken.

A. M. Simons Writes Unit-
ed States Will Fellow
Course of Nations

In tho current number of the Satur-
day Times, published in Chicago, A. M.
Simons, editor of the Chicago D'ail_v So-
cialist, writes on ‘‘What Socialism
Really Meuns'’ in part:

““From now on America will have to
reckon with Bocialism, The story of
ather countries will be repeated herd,
There will be the same steady, irresist-
ible growth, the same wnity of action
with organized labor, the same con-
tinuous spread of sentiment and orgsn-
ization and political power: This will
take place unless the United States is
unique among the nations of the world
and up to the present time no one has
been able to show the fundamental
points in whieh it differs from other
countries.

Mor¢ Rapid Growth

‘‘Indeed thers is reason to believe
that the growth of Socialism will be
mueh more rapid here than elsewhere.
The cosmopolitan population is largely
mede up of immigrunts slready familiar
with Socialist thought. Concentration
of wealth has proceeded further here
than anywhere else. Political disinte-
gration in the parties of opposition to
Boeialism is already setting in. Labor
is discontented and calling for political
action. Finally it is the tendency of
Americans to move rapidly when once
sot in motion. All movements seom
accelerated when onee they cross the
Atlantie to this side.

But, do you know that tha fingerless
men are in most cascs workers, who
have spent many years of their life
making bread for you and me and many
pther people. Tired and wenry from
many hours of steady, hard work, the
men lost vigihneo over their fingers as
they went in and out of the kneading
tanks; the sharp machinery knows no
merey, it eaught them in its clutches
and the men had to be carried off their
places.

The- bosses had no time or intention
to throw out ‘he dough in order to find
a missing finger or two-—there is no
money in it: And as Mr, Fleishman ex-
pressed himself lately. ‘I am in the
business of baking bread for the money
there is in it and 'nothing else.’’ Are
you aware that you yourself may have
eaten the particles .3{ flesh ground up
in the dough, the flesh of the very man
you are pitying.

You are & woman, perhaps a nother.
You have a human beart and will fuel
for tho man who has to work steadily
for sixteen, and at times, eighteen
hours in & dark, damp ceilar, often koee
deep in water, breathing in the terrijle
stench of dead rats, who make théir
homes in the barrels of flogr.

You will understang t the baker
workingman does not ssi much when
he pleads with his boss for shorter
bours, so he would not get exhauasted
and thus be able to guard himself from
the terrible acoidents, thut he be able to
protect his health from the unsanitary
bakeries, be asks for a bLetter place to
work in.

is that of the farmer, too.

Most countries are ruled by a class.
It may be by a landed aristocracy, it
may be by a commercial oligarchy. And
most people accept the rule of a class
a8 the most natural thing In the world.
F'!n Denmark the people rule in the in-

terest of a larger percentage of the peo-
ple than In any country I know, unless
it be in Switserland. The Danish peas- |
ant Is the direct antithesis of the Eng-
lish peasant, who wants to be ruled by
& lord. The peasant in Denmark wants
to be ruled by a peasant like himself.

While Denmark is a peasant common-
wealth, Copenhagen, its capital city,
with a population of 500,600, !s a So-
clalist municipality. The Soclalists have
controlled the ndministration of the city
for years. Strangely enough, they have
made but little change in the traditions
of the city or the program of thy men ;
who preceded them. And Copenhagen
accepts ite Socialist administration with
much move equanimity than it does fita
peasant parliament. "

seek the politieal support of the Huss.
man, i, &, the very small Inndowner,
of whom there are 130,000 in the ecoun.
try, and who, up to the present time,
hdave kept the pessant class in power,

The present minister of agriculture
was a workingman whose business was
that of thatching roofs. Three or four
other members of the ministry are small
farmers, while all of the cabinet owe
their position u: n:e geunnt majority.

There Is very little tenaney In Den-
mark. Over 8§ per cent of the farmers
own thelr farms. They work thelr own
holdings. Only about 11 per cent are
tenants. In America the percentage of

farm ownership is very much less. In
1800 only 64.7 per cent of the farmers
owned their farms. .

The Dane Is the best farmer in the
world. The secret of his success is In-
tensive cultivation. The land is minute.
ly divided, the average size of the
farms of the first five classes, which
comprise nine-tenths of the land, be-
ing thirty-nine acres.

A man on four acres, the Hussman,
will make a decent living for himself
and for his family., He will have three
or four cows and possibly fifteen plgs.
He will produce his cwn vegetables and
some eggs and poultry.

The hundred thousand peasants, with
farms ranging from 184 to 150 acres,
who own about seven-tenths of the
land, llve very much better. They work
their farms partly with hired labor, are
well educated, and devote a lot of time
to polities &nd co-operative undertak-
ings with which they are connected.
They ‘are the ruling class in the state.

The Dane has made his land a dairy
farm. Denmark is cultivated Jlke a
market garden. The chlef products are
butter, eggs, bacon, poultry and Nve
stock. A generation ago the Dane wns
threatened with extinction by the wheat
flelds of America, Russia and the Ar.
genting Republie. But he did not throw
up his hands and convert his land into
pasture flelds. The Danish peasant is
self reliant,

Ho looked about for other marikets.
He found that England was buying her
butter, eggs and bacon from Ireland.
He sent a commission to that country
to ascertain how Ireland produced these
things. P

Then parllament and the people set
to. work to convert Deamark Into a
market garden., That was only a quar-
ter of a century ago. Soon the Danes
wers producing better bacon, better
butter, better eggs, than ths Irish,
‘Within the last few years no less than
four special commissions have been to
Denmark from Ireland and Scotland to
find out how It is done—Young Peo-
ple's Weekly.
