York Struggle

New York, June 28.—Ever since the
convention of the International Ladies'
Garment Workers in~ Boston decided
that the New York ladies taflors should
strike some time this summer, there
has been a growing resticasness in the
trade and new members are flocklag
to the union in batches of ten, twenty,
fifty and & hundred.

Eager to End Conditions

Tired of slaving long hours for a
starvation wage and eager to end the
horrible conditions under which thou-
sdands of the unorganized tatlors are
tofling, the men are impatient for the
strike and several shops have already
walked oft, involving about 2,000 men.

The monster mass meeting planned
for Wednesday, June 20, at Madison
Square Garden, promiges to be a huge
success, and it is feared that the large
hall may not be able to hold the
throng that Is sure to clamor for pdmis-
slon.

Issue 25,000 Cards

Entrance to the meeting will be galned
by eards only, 25,000 of which have
been printed and are being distributed
through the shop delegates.

There is no doubt that at this meet-
ing the general strike will be declded
upon and that the 50,000 men and wom-
en employed in the varlous trades of
that Industry will quit their shops and
stand by the decision. The battie of a
large army of workers for living wages
and humane conditions of labor will
then begin in enrneat.

The attorneys for the defendant—the
Ilinols Central Rallread—atl ~ked the
constitutionality of the law ov thirteen
different grounds. Their principal re-
Hance, however, was upon the decision
of the United States Supreme Court in
the employers’ liability cases.

The court held that the extra half
hour necessary for preparing a train
for a frip made the traln crew “on
duty” during that time, and that the
time must be inciuded in the sixteen
hours of permitted service out of every
twenty-four hours, L4

It was the first dedlsion by any court
upon the constitutionality of the law
and the first judicial interpretation of
its provisions.
