The report coneludes:

‘““Those who are familiar with the
poculiaritics of explosions of dynamite
see in the evidence overwhelming cers
tainty that no dynamite was used. Our

investi

tion developed that there was

a sound like the rumbling of cannon or
digtant thunder, that the building was
in flimes within tet seconds; that the
outside walls of the building remained
standing and (hat various employes of
the Times smelled gas on the night of
the tragedy.

“*In our opinion, these facts prove
{conclusively that the destruction was
acqu!md with General Harrison G, umd by gus and not by dynamite.”’

state of overwork.
