The Commonwealth has falled and the
Newburyport News devotes an edito-
rial more than a column long to draw-
Ing the moral that the ‘Socialists must
always fall just as the “Socialists of
Georgia™ have falled.

We do not write this with a hope of
convincing our erudite brother of the
News, not do we write (t because we
fear hig edtiorial will Influence anyone
against Boclalism. We simply take
this favorable opportunity to point out
the wide gulf that separates modern
from Utopian Soclalism.

The editor of the News was born half
a4 century too late. Had he been con-
tending against the Fourlerists and
Transcendtalists who founded Brook
Farm here in Massachusetts fifty years
ago. his editorial would have been very
effective. As an attack upon modern
Soclalism It is utterly impotent.

There were several side issues in-

For the future guldance of local work-
ing people and the instruction of out-
siders, a few comments on these issues
may not be out of place.

The local politiclans oppose the
system because thelr capacity. for
scheming against .the' people's inter-
ests would be restricted.

Third, nomination papers filed for
candidates from ward six were alleged
by the board of registrars to contain
names of men who had net signed, or
authorized to be signed. their names
thereto. This resulted In suspicion be-
ing thrown upon the Social Democratic
party, although new nomination papers
with sufficlent names were filed within
two hours after the board of registrars
had thrown out the first papers. At
this writing, the whole truth about the
matter is not yet public, but it should
be unnecessary to state that the Socla!
Democratic party did not have to stoop
to dirty work to get its candidates on
the ballot, nor would it countenance
such methods under any circumstances.
Tha:t this unfortunate Incident would
be fully taken advantage of was ex-
pected.  On the morning of election
circulars bearing the following charac-
teristic words were scattered through-
out the city: :

The republican candidates do not rely !

We are convinced that had the issue |
in this election been confined solely to
Sociallsm. {ts merits or demerits, or the
truth of the Soctalist contention. there
would have been & different result
But the anti-Socialists know them-
selves they have no good argument to
sustain thelr position or refute the So.
cialist claim and they us-d the tactics
always used before, and which have
proved so effective in the jast. Misre-
presentation, wilful distortion of the
truth, and appeals to racia! and nation-
al prejudices have always been thelr
strongest cards and thes- they played
in this campalgn. They 4id the same
thing at Brockton, and they will do
the same thing everywhere

The Social Democrats of the country
can take g lesson from Haverhill's ex-
perience and be prepared to meet an
enemy that will stop at nothing too
fmean, low and despicable in human
nature to galn their ends.

NOW I8 THE TIME.

Now that our national and munici-
pal campalgns are over 1s the time to
take up with renewed vigor the work
of organization. In the heat and hurry
of the campaign much of the organi-
zation work was of necessity hastily
and poorly done These new organiza-
llom_}hnuld immediately be strength-
ened and put on a permanent basis.
Their members and many others need
to be train®d to regular and systematic
payment of dues. Membership in the
Soclal Democratic party involves cer-
tain definite obligations. The mem-
bers should learn just what these re-
sponsibilities are. When they under-
stand ‘them we are sure they will meet
them. There is plenty of timeé now to
attend to these matters of detall and It
Is essential to the stabllity of the
movement that they be attended to at
once.

Besides this work within the present
Hmits of the organization there is the
work of agitation end organization of
new locals. The field for this work was
never so ripe as it is today. In the
heat of a campalgn it is extremely dif-
ficult to induce a man to sever his old
political allegiance: After the cam-
paign is over there is a reaction and a
consequent relaxation of party tles.
This is our opportunity, Let us seize
it and agitate and give our state and
national committees all the financial
Support we can to enable them to keep
organizers in the field. But we must
not leave all the work to the organ-
izers. Here In Massachusetts there is
scarcely a single local! which is not
within a short ride on the electrics of
some unorganized comunfties. Go for
these unorganized locallties. -If you
have speakers In your Local send them
over to your unorganized pelighbors. If
you haven't speakers hold debates at
your meetings and develop them. If
you can do nothing more, get names
and addresses in your surrounding
towns and villages and pelt them with
literature. Let every Local be a cen-
tre of active missionary work!

FREE DIBCUSSION.

Unity and harmony of action depend
upon the widest liberty of opinfon and
detail. We make Bocialism the be-
trayer of the people who are crying for
liberty of life, if we win them to our
program only to menace them at every
turn by sheer althority, and drive them
[form one jealous faction to another,
each faction claiming authorative
powers. The principle of authority, of
the rule of a single dogma or center
of authority, belongs to the capitalistic
system and not to Sociallsm. Mere
authority is a brute subject at best.
And It is upon this brute system of
authority that the capitalistic system
depends. Liberty of thought and action
loss of position, hny bread, and even
life (tself. authority -cannot
make progress by capitalistic principle
upon which the old political parties
and governm stand; the principle
