IENBURIPIR R GELEBRATES

BOCIAL DEMOCRATS TiOLD RATI-
FICATION MEETING AND RB-
JOICE OVER THEIR
VICTORY.

THE SUCCESSFUL CANDIDATES.

The Bocial Democrats of Newbury-
port gave vent to thelr feelings of
pride and gratification over the results
of the municipal e¢lection in that city
on December 11 by holding a ratifica-
tion meeting 4t their headquarters on
Tuesday evening, Dec. 18, A large
number of enthusiastic comrades were
present and joined in the speech mak-
ing and discussion over the results of
the election,

The general sentiment of the members
was that a big victory had been won
for the cause of Soclialism in Newbury-
port, the opinion of all being that the
fear of Soclalism was growing less and
less every year.

C. W. Johnson, the candidate of the
party for mayor, presided, and made
the following remarks on the results
attained by the Socialists in the recent
elections. .

“In the result of the election of the
11th inst., though the vote for their
mayoralty candidate was lamentably
small, the Soclalists of the city have
good and subetantial reasons for en-
couragement. Instead of the ‘lone
councilman’ who represented them in
the government of 1900, there will be
three Soclalists in the city council of
1901, two in the lower branch and one
in the upper, Comrade Hussey being

returned by a phenomenally large vote,

“In 1889 we had a mavoralty candi

date in the field who polled 744 votes,
three aldermanic candidates who polled
248, 318 and 302 respectively,
erage of 280, We also had common
council candidates in all the wards, the
dighest vote for a Socialist nominee
for that branch belng 162 and the Jow-
est 45, with an average of 94.

“What are the figures this year? Our
candidate for Aldermam-at-large was
elected by 1215 votes to 1096 for Mis
opponent. Comrade Pearson ran as a
Soclalist, as much 80 as our mayoralty
candidate, and won in a single-handed
contest. This shows two things—the
fact that people are not so afraid of
Soclalism or Socialists as they were,
and also hints at the real answer for
the light vote for the head of the tick-
et. The votes for Comrades Porter,
Kenyon, Marble and Binley for Alder-
men were 574, 446, 829, and 443 respec-
tively, an average of §572. and with
Comrade Pearson’s magnificent vote
added that average is ralsed to 700
votes for the Soclalist aldermanic can-
didates, as against 290 last year.

“For our candidates for the council
the highest vote was 280, certainly a
merited endorsement of a Boclalist
who had sat one term in the council
chamber and whom the people evi-
dently desired fir another. The lowest
number was 112, making an avéerage
for Soclalistic councilmen of a fraction
over 189.

And do we
not now see in the forced admission
of newspapers and politicians that this
candidate or that was elected “in spite
of his Bocialistic tendences,” a proof
that our feeble efforts in that direction
are already bearing fruit.”

RELIGION AND CRUELTY.

Wu Ting Fang. the Chinese minister
te this country, recently delivered a
Jecture en Confucianism before the Bo-
elety fer Ethical Culture in New York.

*“The most striking instance in which
the teachings of Confucius and Christ
meet.” said Mr Wu, “is

THE GOLDEN RULE.

“Confucius puts It negatively, to be
sure—'Do not do to others what you
would net wish them to do to you,’
but anyone who will follow that rule,
either way, is praised as a thoroughly
good man. A Christian is a good Con-
fucian, and a good Confucian Is a good
Christian. ' r

He read a passage from the New
Testament directing that eyil be not
resisted with evil, and th if a man
smite you on one cheek, you should
turn the other cheek Of this doc-
trine Mr. Wu said:

““This, It seems to me, I8 meekness
with a vengeance | am inclined to
think that no sensible man has ever
followed this injunction falthfully. A
man whe will smite you on the cheek
8 & dangerous man and needs no sec-
ond Invitation. A man who will take
your coat is a thief, and would doubt-
less take your cloak, too, if he could
lay his hands on it. I percelve that
the Christians in this ocountry are not
toclined to follow out these Injunctions
literally. Confucius said: ‘Do not
quarrel with those who offend you,’
That is all that good sense requires.

“ ‘Love your enemies’ Buch a stan-
dard of excellence (8 too high for hu-
manity. There is no likellhood that
many people will follow It. At this
very moment, Christian missionaries
are calling for bloodshed and ven-
geance, and Christian armies are de-
wvastating the land, sparing neither age
mor sex. There 5 indeed a vast gulf
between ne and performance.
Could yeu iove one man or men who

destreyed and ruined gour home?

“Cenfucianism doeq‘?:aqulm such
a thing. It enjoins that kindness be
requitted with kindoess and INJURY
WITH JUSTICE. It does nat sanction
retaliation in a vindictive spirit, #uch
&8, I regret to say. is shown by some
persens professing to be governed by
the tenets of Ohristianity.”

This lecture aroused the direful (re
of the reverend geatieman who serves
a8 general secretary of the Presbyte-
rian Beard of Missions. He states
that Cemfucianism. by teaching that
evil may be requitted with justice, is
respoasible for the spirit of vengeance
and crueity shown by the Boxers and
is te blame for all the atrocities per-
petrated by the Chinese upon the
Christian missionaries. He (s indig-
mant that Confucianism, the mother of
eryelty and revenge, should be
preached in this country. He points
out hew much lofUer (s the Christian
precept: “Returm good for evil,” than
the Confucian precept: “Requite evil
with justice,” and to show how perni-
elous {3 the influenoe of Confucianism,
he paimts & horrible picture of the dia-
bolical deeds of the Boxers. Their infer_
pal! cruelly so arouses his Indignation
that he concluded by demanding that
&n army be sent to punish the Boxers!
What & pity that the good man has
RO pense of humor'

If the cruelty of the Chinese is due
to Ceafucianism, shall we attribute
the cruelty of the French troops In
China and the American troops (n the
Philippines to Christianity?

Here (s an extract frem The People's
"Paper, (Banta Barbara, Cal) of Dec. 8.

Tung Chow, China, te the Chicago
Record, relates seme tales of shocking
eruelty by #reach soidiery. He saw
the cases himself, and, as he says,
“they were scared into his memory
forever.” Their treatmemt of the Chi-
Rese wemen beggars déscription. He
doses by saying - “Case after case of
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Phllippines.) These #to-
borrible for publication,
yet as they seem well founded
be known. They {llustrate
the fact that there is, after all, very
little difference between soldiers of
different nations, and that some Amer-
fcan soldiers are as likely to develop
fiendish passions when on guard duty
and lying about the barracks, 2s some
soldiers from other countries. The
pity of it is that there ghould be so
much license permitted them."”

It apears that there Is but little 4if-
ference between Confuclanism and
Christianity In praotice; that as Wu
says: "A Christian is a good Confu-
cian, an a good Confucian Is a good
Christian.”

As a matter of fact the cruelty of
the Chinese I8 not due to the (deal
ethics taught by Confuclus, nor is the
cruelty of the French and American
soldiers due to the i{deal ethics taught
by Jesus. The practical ethics, the
rules in which fact do govern the
every day life of the Chinese, the
French and the Americans, are the
produoct of the economic conditions in
China, France and Americaa In all
three countries the competitive system
—imn various stages of development—
flourishes. [/nder this system kind-
ness and conslderation for others |s a
handicap In the race of life. The
cruelty, which ruthlessly stamps a
competitor out, is a distinct advantage.
The competitive system produces cruel
men just as surely as a shoe factory
produces shoes. From an evil tree you
cannot expect good fruit. Under the
wage system the producers, receiving
only one-fourth' of the value of their
product in wages, are always unable
to buy back the goods they produce.
As Chauncy Depew sald at Philadel-
phia, “We produce in this country ev-
ery year §$2,000,000,000 worth more of
goods than we can consume.” [t Is
this inabllity of the workers to buy
back their product that has driven the
capitalist countries of Europe and
America to search on the other side of
4he globe for new markets. This (s
what has sent the FEuropean &and
American rallway builders and inno-
vators to China, whose presence (n-
cited the Boxer revolt. This Is what
sent French troops to China and
American troops to the Philippines.

Look at It" as we will, &ll of the
damnablet arocities committed on
either side, In China and the Philip-

pines, are to be lald at the door of the
capitalist system of production. The
competitive system has developed cru-
elty, worse than that of the tiger, In
human belngs. The wage system has
set these human flends leaping at each
other's throats.

Not until the workers of the world
have captured the powers of govern-
ment and abolished Industrial and
mercantile competition and the wage
system, and established the Boclety of
the Future In which men shall live
the free life of joyous fellowship, will
it be possible for the Chinese to prac-
tice the noble precepts of Confucius or
for the French and Americans to fol-
low the sublime example of the work-
ingman, Jesus.

DISFRANCHISE THE WORKERS.
In Socialism and
Enrico Ferri tells us: "It may be
foreseen that, In every country, the
rullng class, before yielding, will
abridge or destroy even those public
liberties which were without danger
for them when they were {n the hands
of laborers not organized Into a class-
conscious party, but forming the rear-
guard of other purely political parties,
as radical on secondary questions as
they are profoundly conservative on
the fundamental! question of the econ-

omic organization of property.”

This prophecy is already being ful-
fillled in this country, as is shown by
the following clipping from the Wash-
ington, (Iowa) Press:

“Brother Leonard of Orange town-
ship, who ran for president on the
united Christian ticket, got seven votes
in this county, ah¥“pgobably less than
50 in the whole state. Yet the printing
of his ticket on the ballot sticks the
state for one-seventh of the great
amount that the blanket ballot cost In
the 9 counties. What good did 1t do?
The party would not grow [nto any-
thing in 1000 years. Might as well
chalk it up on the barmm. He hadn't
votes enough in the county or state
for seed. Is it right to saddle such an
expense on the state for nothing?®

There were four other tickets that
represented just about the same kind
of political futflity. Wooley, prohibl-
tion, polled 153 votes In this county;
Barker, People's, 4; Maloney, Socialist
Labor, none; Deba, virtual anarchist, 3.

These five tickets are responsible for
five-sevenths of the great cost of
printing the ballots. And these par-
ties were not even factors in the elec-
tion. The small, insignificant vote
they got shows that the great sane
mass of voters regard them as vaga-
ries, eccentricities, whimsicalities, bar-
ren idealists; but they stick the state
for a good deal more than half the ex-
pense of the Australian ballots, and
what good did It do?

There ought to be found a way to
stop such nonsensical expense as this.

It would be only fair to make these
futile parties put up bonds for their
share of costs. That would cool the
heels of their enthusiasm. As none of
these have one chance in a miillon to
elect anyone, why not make them pay
for the fun or stay of the ballot?"

Modern Science,
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workingmen of Minnesots were act-
ually disfranchised at that election.
The working class in the South have
notoriously beem deprived of the bal-
fot. The movement to disfranchise the
Soclalists in Iowa has, as shown above,
beea started. With the growth of
class-consciousness among the work-
ers, the fears of the capitalists will
grow, and more and more restrictions
will be placed upom the right of suf-
frage.

If the Secia! Revolution s to be
peaceful, it must come while we have
the ballot. The ballot is even now be-
ing takem from us. Therefore, let us
be up and doing! Workingmen, wage

Hatred towards such or such an in-
dividual-—even If It result in his
death—does not advance us a single
step toward the solution of the prob-

lem "—Enrico Ferri In Boclalism and
Modern Bclence,
Ferri is right. There is noc use In

getting mad at Cemrades John D
Rockefellar and J. Plerpont Morgan
and Phil Armour. They may be
squeezing us a bit now, but they are
hastening the advent of Bociallsm, by
organizing and pre)aring the Indus-
tries of this country for social owner-
ship They are putting the screws on
the pevishing middle class and thus
dolng more to convert them to Roclal-
ism than all the Bocialist papers and
agitators in the country

As a class we are lined up in solid
array against the capitalist class, but
we have no {1l will towards the individ-
ual capitalist. The Confederate army
fought none the worse because Individ,
ual Boys in Grey occasionally swapped
tobacco and jokes with individual
Boys in Blue across the lines. We
have no energy to waste in what Ferri

calls “the savage and meaningless
brute strife of individual with indi-
vidual "

All our energy must be concentrated
upon the war with the capitalist class,
and this war must be waged until vic-
tory is ours. But we fight to win
peace. When the victory is ours, we
will use it to do away with the condl!-
tions which create classes and class
enmities. Only through strife can
Brojherhood be realized.

public work, If it is established that
he has not pald the prevalling rate of
WAgeSs.
[~ "The effect of the decision of the Ap-
pellate Division, If {t stands, will be
that any contractor or sub-contractor
on municipal work may @£b Into the
open market and hire workingmen for
whatever wages he can get! them to
accept, regardless of the “prevalling
rate,” required by the Labor law; and
the Comptroller or other clty authori-
ties will not be permitted to withhold
payments to the contractor, as has
heretofore been done on complaints of
labor representatives that certain pub_
lic contractors were violating the law
by paying less than “‘going’’ wages

And so it Is with all lawe passed to
benefit the workers, while the powers
of government remain In the posses-
sion of the capltalistic class.

There ought to be no reason for
the removal of any industry from
the city of Haverhlll. Yet it is
equally true that no citizen would
consider the removal of his Inter-
ests without a sufficlent reason.
The problem for public-spirited
men of Haverhill in such a case
would seerz to be to discover the
reason which existe and remove It
If such a thing be possible. —Ha-
verhill Gaszette.

Touday a.d nations appear to
be aspiring to make their countries
into wo and factories, and our
custome.s have our competi-
tavs.  No longer can En gland be
called the classi land of capital, for
that proud name now belongs to tne
great republic acrogs the Atlantic, that
glorious and triumphant democracy of
the west, where al, men are free and
equal, where there i{s neither monarch,
nor peer, nor prelate, but goli is go!,
and the almighty dollar rules the
roost. In America today we see the
deveiopment of capitalism at a higher
point and progressing at s greater rate
of progress than In any other country
There we hind the last
stage of capitaiiwt evoiution rap-
idly being attalned and free and un-
fettered competition working out Its
logical end and Inevitable destruciion
in universa! monopoly,

In a recent article in these pages our
Comrade Hyndman poinied ou: s me|
of tne striking facts of industrialism |
in the United Btates, showing how
every Industry there Is coming under
the control of the trusts, and how
through these mammoth combinatl ns
of capital a mere handful f {.d vid-
uas practically bold the whole weath
and wealth-producing power of the
states In thelr hands and under their
control. These men are the feudal
lords of our time; they are the robber
barons of today. Every article of use

the means whereby we live own our
lives, and those who own these means
today are hecoming more organized
and more powerful. The contml and
ownership of the means of produ-tion
are becoming concentrated in fewer and
fewer hands. And we rejolce that it 1s
80. We cannot go back to Individual
ownership. It Is impossible to destroy
the trusts, as Lhe experience of Amer-
ica shows. Wo¢ must press on to the
collective ownership of all the means
of production and of life. The growth
of these monopolies is the necessary
result of social evolution and Industrial
development. The more rapidly they
grow the sooner will they reach the
end of their tether; the more powerful
the robber barons of today become the
sooner will their neign be ended.

But while we find that the develop-
ment of trusts has reached a higher
point in the United States and is pro-
ceeding more rapidly there just now
than in any other country, it by m»
means follows that other countries cin
escape th s stage of iniustrial devel-
opment, or that even now they are
entireiy free from th- [henomenon
presented 1o us In America.

Here, In this effete o!d countiy, we
doubtless move more siowls than the
restiess and energtic Yankee, but we

do move all the same, and on every
hand of us we zes springi up huge
enterprises which only n develop-

ing and consolidation to become as
formjdable trusts and as much a men-
ace to the public Interest as any to be
me with on the other side of the At-
lantic. Monopoly is the Inevitabe re-
sultant of competition, and we see
monopoly growing In every direction.
This i{s particularly striking in the
work of dist:ibution, in wbich It was
least expected that monopoly would
manifest [iself. But here we have
great distributive agencies Iike Lip-
ton's and the Home a=d Cilinial
sto es, steadily squeesing out the little
tradées and developlng into complete
monopolies.

In many other distributive indus-
tries bes des the provison trade the
same thing may be observed: but In
nothing probably have tne results of
the growth of monopoly been more
striking, although their cause has re-
ceived little attention, than In the
coal trade. There can be no question
that the extravagant pricce which
coal consumers have had to pay have
been almost entirely due to the monop-
oly of the coal supply by & ring or
combination of a number of the larger
traders and the buying out or freezing
out of thelr competitors. We learn
that although there appears to be &
considerable number of dealers, the
supply of this metrooolls, and this
part of the country generally, is in the
hands of two or three large firms

and although they trade under their
several names, they are really only
one oconoern.

It has been more than once been
denjed that any combination of coal
dealers had anything to d¢ with the
price of coal and its remarkable rise
of late years. But °‘t Is perfectly
clear that the consume' pays & very
great deal more for a ton af coal than
it should ccst him, making allowance
for all reasonable charges and what
might be regarded as & falr profit. A
great deal {s sometimes said about the
extravagant demands of colllers and
the high wages they earn, and it is to
these extravagant demands and these
high wages that the high price of conal
is generally ascribed.
