It
was attended by delegates from the
Trade Unions and Socialist bodies.
Thbe Co-operative Bocieties had also
been invited, but could not see their
way to be represented. The result of
that conference was that it was de-
cided to wy to secure the return of
labor men to Parliament who should
form an independent group io the
House and be in no way under the
coatrol of either the Liberal or Tory
whips. A joint commiattee of twelre
was appionted, seven representing the
trade unionists, two the Bocial Demo-
oratic Federation, two the L L. P.
and one the kabian Bociety. Tha
committee #as not to run candidates
itsalf, but it had to make the way
