In 1890 there
were 85,500 lawvers, at present they

number at léast 110,000, and em-
ploy more than 80,000 clerks, seten-
ographers and typewriters; an army
of 190,000 men and women who are
nboolutely non-producers. Many of
these lawyers enjoy salaries of from
$2,000 to $5,000 a year; 1,000 re-
ceive an average income of $25,000
annually, and very few receive as
h as $100,000 per year. \

e loss to the nation from this
one item of waste is not less than
$900,000,000 a year. What a waste!
All this would be saved under So-
cialism, for the simple reason that
lawyers would not be required under
the collective svstem.

It will be worth all our eﬂom
to bring about Socialism, even if
nothing else was acmmphshed than
the abolition of this dangerous and
mischievous class. Whatever litiga-
tion may arise under Socialism. (and
there would be almost none,) it is
plain that it can be settled withour
the aid of lawyers. In fact, thous-
ands of caszes are now settled in
Denmark by the “Courts of Coneili-
atign,” which were established in
1828. Describing these, the Co-o
erative Commonwealth,” by
Gronlund, says:

“The distinguishing feature of
these courts is that no lawyers are
allowed there. All suits, whatso-
ever, without regard to the amount
involved, must, in the first place, be
brought before these courts. The
judge takes down the oral com-
plaint of the plaintiff and the oral
defense of the defendant, and ren-
ders judgement unccordingly. II,
however, either of the parties are
dissatisfied with the judgement the
judge refers the case to the regular
courts, in which courts, however,
no other evidence is allowed to be
introduced but that which was laid

of conciliation.”

It will be an easy matter to set-
tle the few disputes that may arise
under the Co-operative Common-
wealth, or the few cnmes that may
be commntted At any’ rate, it is
quite plain that we shall not need
lawyers under an organized, sane
system. It costs an ave of $100
per year for rent of each lawyer’s
office, and from 8500 to £1,000 to
furnish a law office with furniture,
books, safe, ete.
