The American dally press has been
giving a great deal of space to ac
counts of the alleged dissensions In
the Boclal Democratic Party of ser
many and bhas confidently predicted
its downfall On Thursday of last
week, the day when the result of the
election was reported over the cable
the New York “Evening Post,” whil
suppressing the news of the actual
result, printed a long letter frowm Iits
Berlin correspondent, written two
weeks earller, in which It was cou
clusively shown (as the writer
| thought) that the Soclal Democrats of
that city were to meet their Waterloo
on November 6. Almost all the other
papers took the same course of sup
pressing the report of the Soclalist
victory.

The system by which the municipal

council of Berlln (as In most other '

German citied) 1s electea Is a curious
one. The people are divided according
to thelr wealth Into three classes -a
few of the very rich forming one
class, a larger number of the mod
erately well-to-do forming the second.
while the third comprises the great
mass of the working people. EBach of
these classes elects forty-nine mem
bers of the council, and one-third of
each class are elected each year

The Soclalists have, of course,
hope of ever electing any members
from the first or even the second
class. There were, therefore,
teen seats which they could possibly
win, even though they got the whole
working-class vote
