which he was formerly pr·esident. 

Mr. Mit.chell and all the other gentlemen who have become promi­
nent in the l11bor movement ea n little longPr dPitule thf' wMking class 
through specious sophistry. The class struggle is awakening the lahor­
ing people from their· mental letharl,!'y ~md they ar·e bt•ginning to refuse 
to p ermit " labor leader-s" to do their thinking. They realize that

The lines are being drawn and the vision of the membership of 
the labor move!llent will soon disce r·n that the man who is not with the 
labor movement is against it. 

An Uncharitable Sentiment. 
W HEN ADJl '!'ANT GENERAL GARDE~ER of the state of 

Color·ado a number of years ago declar·ed that a snowslide at 
Tellut·i.de, which kill ed a numbe1· of miners, was a visitation of the 
wrath of .God, organized labor of the Centennia l state became aroused 
with indignation and demanded his removal. Such st•ntiments as were 
uttered by Gardener were looked upon as blasphemous and was evidence 
that the Adjutnnt General ca rried a malicious hea l't that burned with 
animosity tow11rds the ill-fa ted miners. because a short time before the 
calamity some of them had participated in a strike against the Smug­
gler-Union l\Iining Company. 'l'he Adjutant Ueneral in g iving ex­
pression to such languagt> furnished the proof that he was an en emy 
of any man who dee! a red war against the despotism of " vest €'d ri ghts," 
11nd that his prejndice ag-ainst unionism had made him hearlless. But 
the Adjutant General, while he was severely critic ized and condemned, 
was guilty of no greater offense than the sa intly gentlemen who are 
mentioned in the following dispatch from Detroit, ~1ichigan: . ' 

" Detr·oit, ~lich. , Jan. 29.-That they cons ider the l!reat Paris flood 
a manifestation of divine vengeance for the city's wickedness and the 
French war upon the Catholic church is the statement t oni ght by sev­
eral prominent Catholic cleq~ymen here. They call atten t ion to the 
destl·nction of Sodom and Gomorrall. 

"'For thirty years the government of F1·anee has mHde war upon 
the Cntholic church in that country, ' declared Rev. H enr·y l\fuespach 
of St. Joaehim par·ish. ·~ow Paris, the. ct~ute t· of ~ovel'llnwnt, is under· 
water. Is it not probable th at God is speaking 1 God is the church 
and when the l'ad icals of France robbed the church of its pr·ope1·ty they 
robbed God. ' l' he Tjord has sa id that he would stand hv his church in 
its difficulties. , • 

" ' France is rapidly drifting info anat·chy and atheism. The So­
c-ialists run the government and infidelity is taught in the school s. lt 
is not alone the Catholi c ehnrch that is attacl<ed, but Fr~mee is a Cath­
olic nation and the Catholi cs are in a large majority .' , 

'' 'The Paris flood may not be a punishment from God, but it is a 
terrible warning, at least ,' declared another priest. 

' ' ' Paris is probably the wickedest city in the world . Morals ha\'e 
relaxed until theJre are no morals to speak of,' declared still another." 

The fl ood which visited Paris and other part~ of France was a 

calamity that tot11ched the most callous heart. The cry of poverty and 
hun ger f rom homeless thousands was heard in every nation on earth. 
l\lore thnn 200,000 were left without shelter through the dest ru<'tion 
of more than $200,000,000 worth of property, and sympathy for th~ 
stt·i cken and d estitute should have sealed the lips of minister·s of tlw 
gosp el who are snppost'd to be permea ted with the spirit of Christian ity. 
• No man who· is above bias or prejudice will charge the flood at 
Paris to God, nOll' will he look upon it as a visitation of His wrath to 
punish the enemi·es of the Catholic clnirch. The flood at Paris showed 
no clemency to the Catholic no mm·r. than the enemy of Catholicism, 
and even Catholic cathedral s no more than commercial institution~. 
escaped the awfull consequences of the disast er . 

If God was visiting vengeance against the government in retalia. 
tion for divorcin1g the church from the state, it seems that He would 
have shown discrimination and saved the Catholics from the suffPring11 
visited upon thoBe · who were looked upon as enemies of the Catholic 
church . If the Hood at Paris was a visitation from God as punish­
ment. th<'n th<' ea r·thquake at San Franc i!l.co, the great fire in Chica!!n 
and th t> late eH rthquake in Italy, 11 Catholic country, can likewise lw 
cha l'!.!t>d np to an angry God who visited ven geance on the peoplP. 

It is deplorable that men wlw preach the doctr·ines of Christ and 
whow he a r·t s are supposed to beat for the reformation of the si nn~r. 
should g ive express ion to language that is in direct conflict with t h~ 
t eachin gs of true Christianity. Such sentiments can only engend~r 
f eelings of bitteruess and keep alive those flames of prejudice that can 
only result in injury to an institution that has been dedicated to an 
omnipotent being .. 

Significant. 
W HEN PRESIDEKT. TAFT met the despot of :\Iex ico on the 

border line thlj.t sepa.rates the U nited State.<; and the land of 
p eonage, a speech was made by th" '' father· of injunctions '' and the 
significance of some of the sentiments expt'C'SSl'd by Taft in hi s gr·eetin g 
of Diaz must have esca ped the serious attention of the masses of tht' 
p eople of this country. In his speech Taft exprPssed himself in part 11s 

follows: 

" I ri se to express in the name and on h0half of the people of the 
l nited States their profound admir·ation and hi:.rh esteem for the g r-eat. 
illus trious and p a triotie pres ident of the Hepuhlie of Mexico. 

" The aim and ideals of o11r· two nations Hr·e identical, thei1· s~· rnp ­
atby mutual and lastin)!. I drink to my hieml , the pres irlent of this 
great r epublic, to his contimwd l ou~ life and happin0ss. a nd to the 
never endin g bond of mutual sympathy between :\lcxico and the United 
States.'' 

'rhe above lan~mage . from the man who holds th r highest offiria 1 
position in the gift of the people of thi s countr·y. mi )!ht \\"(' I! ca use lih­
erty-loving mt>n a nd women to ponder and r·etl C'C't. fltlcl ask th.-mselws 

if a repnblie that was founded by the pioneers of '76 is at last ''iU\'ll· 
tical" and in sympathy with the institutions of a country wherl' eYen 
a cr·iticisrn Hf!ainst t.hc monster who rules is punishable with death. 

When 'l'aft spoke for the p eopl e of the United States, he mmly 
represented that upper strata of society who live upon the sweat and 
tea rs of a producing class find which class have but little liberty ereu 
b(' lJ E'a th the fluttering folds of the Stflrs a nd Stripes. 

Prt>sident Taft, in showe ring such ve d1HI eulogy upon the red· 
handed and r elerntl ess czar of :\fex ieo, was giving utterance to s~n~i­
ments that would be approved h~: thl• mn gnatl•s of combinations tn 
Amel'ica. whieh h a ve been pcrmitte<l to cor·ne t· some of the natnr·al r~ ­
som·ees of tlw domain of Diaz nnd thHt have been licensed to mint 
pr·ofit fr·om th e' unpaid labor of tlw ill -(•]nd And half-starved prons of · 
a mis-named r· l•public. wh nst> pres ident puts to shame the fiendish cruel· 
ties of 11 vVey]pr·, the once bloody hutc ht.> l' of Cuba. 

When Taft paid snch homage to Dia7. it is easily underst.ood how 
the hloodthit·sty ruler of ~fexico ca n r·r ach into the United States and 
snatch victims whose only cr·ime is th t> ir· pr·ott•st 11gainst the adminis­

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t il the latter part of the month of May, no organizer was engaged nor work 
begun until the month of July. At the Eleventh Annual Convention Brother 
Hardy of Trail Smeltermen 's Union suggested that, owing to the fact that a 
large number of the men working in and about the smelter at Trail were 
Italians, District No. 6 should sec ure the services of an Italian brother to act 
as an organizer in Trail. Executive Board Member Davidson s uggested the 
same to President Moyer . Howe ver, in the month of June, Dis trict Secretary 
Bro. Anthony Shilland, Secretary Hardy of Trail Union and other brothe rs 
called upoo me at my home in Rossland, and the matter of a t tempting to 
organize Trail and Grand Forks Unions, as Trail Union was at that time not 
in a very nourishing condition, was thoroughly gone into at this meeting, and 
I was asked to undertake the work of organizing throughout the district. This 
I consented to do, and in the month of July I began work. The greate r part 
of the month of July I worked in the jurisdiction of Rossland union. This was 
done according to instructions, and the results of my labors in that part we re 
good. On the 20th of July 1 went to Greenwood and was present at the meet­
Ing when the strike was declared off by the Greenwood Union against the B. 
C. Copper Company, and as each local union throughout the dis trict has al· 
ready been supplied with a copy of my report bearing on the settlement of 
the strike in Greenwood, it is not necessary at this time to take up s pace in 
this report by again reporting in full re-settlement of s trike in Greenwood. 
After returning from Greenwood I set to work in the jurisdiction of Trail 
Mill and Smeltermen's Union, and 1 must admit the work laid out for me In 
T rail was no picnic for a start. However, after working a number of days In 
each month since the month of July in Trail, I am now pleased to report to 
you that at this time Trail Mill & Smeltermen's Union No. 105 Is a real live 
union with a good membership and a fairly good pros pect of an increase in 
its membership, as there is yet a ~onsiderable number on tbe ou ts ide of the 
union that should be enrolled with those already in the ranks, but with pe r· 
s istent and careful work on the part of an organizer and the local office rs, 
I believe these now non-union men can be induced to join and contribute to 
the support of an organization which is alone respons ible for any improvement 
i wages and hours that the wage-earner is at the present time enjoying in this 
di s tri ct . In my opinion, united action on the part of Rossland Mine rs ' Union 
and Trail Mill and Smelterme n's Union will make the future pros pects for the 
Western Federation of Miners in Trail good. 

I have devoted considerable time to Grand Forks Uni on. Grand Forks is 
a hard place to keep the men organized, from the fact that a large number of 
men employed In a nd about the Granby Smelter do not remain any great 
length of time at work in this particular sme lte r. This being the case , you 
will readily understand that it is no easy matte r to keep a union In as good 
a working condition as if the members were not compelled to shift from camp 
to camll in search of employment. But, notwithstanding all the obs tacles that 
we have had to contend with in Grand Forks, Local No. 180 Is at the present 
time in better condition and the future prospects are conside rably better than 
what they were one year ago. But if the W. F . M. is to keep control of the 
labor s ituation in Grand Forks, this di s trict and executive at Denver will have 
to give their attention and assistance to Secretary Hadden and the other ac­
tive office rs and members of G~;and F'orks local union. 

During this last six months I have visited Greenwood and Phoenix. These 
two locals are in good working condition and the local officers and members 
of these two unions have the work of organization well in hand . In the month 
of Se ptember on one of my visits to Phoenix, being present at one of the 
regular meetings of the union, President Reed informed me at this meeting 
that the New Dominion Copper Company Intended starting ope rations in some 
of their mines in Phoenix, and the president also informed me that the em­
ployes of the old Dominion Copper Company had not a s yet received their 
wages from thE' old Dominion Copper Company, notwith!:.tanding the fa ct that 
very nearly two years had elapsed since the company C<-ased ope ra t ions , and 
the same mines and smelter, which was form erly the prope rty of the old Do­
minion Copper Company were now the property of the Ne w Dominion Copper 
Company. And as it was the intention of the new company to start ope ra­
tions in some of these mines, I advised the union to take Immediate action, 
and not to allow any member of the union to go to work for thi s company 
untll ·they mad e some settlement with those men who had not been paid their 
wages for labor performed in the mines and smelter of the old company, and 
on the following Monday, after the regular union meeting which I have above 
mentioned, President Reed of Phoenix union and myself had an inte rvie w 
with Mr. Seward, manager of the new company. Mr. Se ward informed us that, 
according to law the new company had no legal right to pay the wages owed 
by the old company, but that he, Mr. Se ward, was willing to meet a committee 
from the uni on and endeavor to come to some settlement, if poss ible. So that 
night Bro. John Mcinnis and myself dre w up a resolution which was put to 
the next ·meeting of Phoenix and Greenwood unions, and as I und prstand, this 
resolution was adopted and a committee appointed by Phoenix Union to meet 
Mr. Se wa rd, the manage r of the ne w company, and the result of th e com­
mittee's labors was that the company agreed to pay 75 cents on the dollar, 
for all wages owed by the old company. This settlement the men to whom 
wages were owing and the union acce pted, and I believe the men acted wisely 
in accepting the company 's offe r, when you take In cons ideration the fact 
that the employes had los t whatever legal right they had, which is not suf­
fi cient according to the present laws of this province. I ha ve made mention 
of this parti cular case in orde r that you may better unde rs tand the absolute 
necessit y of having laws placed on the s tatute books of the Province of Brit­
ish Columbia that will guarantee the collection of wages for the wage worker 
in the Province. 

It has not been my pleasure to vi s it all the locals in the di s tri ct, as I 
would ha \·e greatly liked to have don e, but as I was instructed to devote most 
of my t ime to Trail Union and Grand Forks , thi s I have done to the best of 
my ability, payin g 11arti cular a ttent ion to Trail, as I reali zed that 1 could not 
do too much in that burg in the way of organizin g. An y furth er re port on the 
conditions of the local unions in Di s tri ct :-;o. 6 I will lea ve to Di s tri ct Sec re­
ta ry Shilland to repol't on . as he no doubt can furni sh you wi th a more accu­
rat e account of the membership of th e different locals in the di s tri ct How­
e ver. I am safe in sa ying tha t the membe rs hip has inc reased, and the di s tri ct 
as a whole is in better condi t ion th an it bas been for some years past. 

At th e E lP1·enth Annua l Con vention of Dis t rict Associa tion No. 6, W. F . 
M., a re,;oiution was adopted whi ch empowered the di s tri ct exec uti ve board 
to en!\'age the sen ·ices of a competent attorney to handle all cases where our 
mt'mbers may be in volved in collectinF: compensa ti on under th e \".' orkm e n's 
Compensat ion Act. In compli an ce with thi s act ion of the Eleven th Annual 
Con vention. your executi ve boa rd met by ag reement in the City of Nelson, 
H. C., on the 2:1rd day of March, 19119, and th e foll owing day we met wit h At­
tonw y T,. P . E C' ks tein of F ernie, 13 . C. Vi ce-P residf'nt T . Y. Mc Kay, SPcretary 
An thony ~hill a nu a nd myself acting in b<'ha lf of Di s tri ct Association No. 6, 
VI' . F. ;\1 . \\' e ent f' rPd in to a cont ra(' t for one ypa r wi th L. P. E:c ks tPin t.o 
han ill t• a li o11r compt> m<ati on ('a~Ps wh ic·h <·an not he oth e rwise SP tl led sa t is fac· 
to ri ly lo ol1t' mem lw r!<hip .

li evl" that we have sl"cured th e ve ry best terms obtainable, and that Mr. Eck· 
s tein bas end E>a vored to carry out h is agreement to the lettet, and 1 strongly 
recommend to the offi cers and delegates to the Twelfth Annual Con vention 
of Dis tri ct Association No. 6, W . F . M., that the incoming e xecutive board be 
empowered to re tain Mr. Eckstei~ for an other year •. as I believe the services 
of Mr. Eckstein ha ve been and will be a great be nefi t to the members of this 
di s tri ct . Any furth er re por~ as to collect.ion of compensation I will now leave 
to Di s tri ct Secretary A. Sh1lla nd, who will furni sh you with a complete state· 
ment of co mppnsation ca st>s for the past year. 

During the month of Octobe r thi s dl str~ct was favored wi th a visit by 
Pres ident Charles Moye r. Brother Moyer paid each local union of the w. F. 
M., with one or t wo e xceptions, a vi sit, and the result of his visit bas cer. 
tainly been a ben efit to the di stri c t a s a whole, and It Is to be regretted that 
circums tances have been s uch that Brother Moyer has not been able to visi t 
us more often than he has been In the past , but we will hope that Brother 
Moye r will bavP hi s health and s trength so that he can again pay this district 
a vis it in the near fu ture. 

At the Eleventh Annual Conve ntion of Dis tri c t No. 6, W. F . M., held in 
Nelson, B. c., in January, 1909 , the Idea of forming a ne w dis trict organization 
for the weste rn provinces was brought to the attention of the officers and 
delegates of the conventi on by our late fri end and brother, Frank Sherman 
who was a frate rnal de legate in attendance at the Ele venth Annual ConvE'n: 
tion , and acting on Brother She rman 's suggestion, the convention appointed a 
committee to cons ider the mat te r and report to the convention . This commit· 
tee repo.rted that the matte r be left in the hands of the executive board of 
Dis ri c t No. 6, W . F. M., and Dis tric t No. 18, U. M. W. A. ·TQe report of this 
committee was accepted by the convention , and in compliance with the action 
of the conventi on, and as president of District No. 6, W. F. M., I wrote to the 
president of Dis trict No. 18, U. M. W. A., calling his attention to the action 
of the Ele ven th Annual Convention re-organizing new districts, and also asked 
the president of District No. 18 if he could arrange a meeting of the two exec· 
uti ve boards so that we might be able to frame a report on this matter for or 
agains t the Idea of a ne w di s tri ct organization, before District Association No. 
6, W. F . M., held the ir annual convention . In re ply to my letter to the presi· 
dent of Distric t No. 18, U. M. W . A., I received a letter from Secretary Cart er, 
stating that it was Imposs ible to arrange a meeting of the two executi ve 
boards before Dist ri c t No. 6, W . F . M., conve ntion con vened. So this matter 
of a ne w di s trict orga ni zation for the W este rn provinces remains where it 
began one year a go. No doubt we will have the pleasure of having a dele­
gate from Distric t No. 18. U. M. W. A., at our Twelfth Annual Convention or 
District No. 6, \V. F'. M., and we can come to some understanding for or against 
the pro posed movement. 

I would like a t t hi s time to can your attention to Arti cle VIII., Section 
5 of the con >< tituti on and by-laws of the Western Federation of Miners This 
section of the const itution a nd bylaws was a mended at the SeventPentb An· 
nual con vPntion to read as follo ws: ' ' Whenever a member of a local union 
shall become a fore man , t<hift-boss, or assume a posi tion that cannot be termed 
as part of the mining indus try, he shall lose all rights to a voi ce, vote (lr seat 
in the meetings of his local union, but may continue his membership as a 
benEficiary member, or upon applica t ion to the finan cial secretary he may be 
gran ted a withdrawal card ." The adoption of the a bove sect ion as it now 
read s is in my opinion one or the greates t setbacks re organization ti:1 at the 
federation has ever ado pted as a law to govern the membe rship of the local 
unions, particularly so In thi s dis tri ct, as in every place where we have a lcr 
cal union of the Western Fede ration of Miners in this di s trict the membt>rs 
will agree with m e that the re is only room for one labor organizat ion in any 
of the places whe re the re is a local union of the W. F. M. Take, for instance, 
Greenwood, Phoe nix, Grand Forks, Trail, Rossland and Moyie , there only 
should be one labor organization for in those places we have no room or need for 
any craft organizations. Thi s being the case, we are handicapped by Article 
VIII. , Section 5, of our consti tution and by-laws from putting into effect what is 
to the best interests and advancement of the industrial movement in th is dis· 
trict. If the local unions govern the mselves strictly according to this clause 
in the constitution, which th ey should do, by doing so we bar from our unions 
some of the mos t acti ve a nd best membe rs we have in the federation, fo r as 
the constitution now s tands, we are playing right into the hands of the m in~ 
and smelte r companies , for when a member of any local union who is em· 
ployed by any mine or s melter company becomes an active member In union 
a ffairs and di s pleases some of the offi cia ls of these companies , the mPmber 
or me mbe rs are di s('ba rged and not allowed the right to earn a li ving for 
th emselves a nd fa mili es a t th e mines and smelters . These brothers have to 
seek empl oy ment ot he r than th a t of working in the mines, mills or smelters. 
Righ t he re your union is compelled according to the constitution to say to 
those brothe r uni on me n : " You have sinned against the will of capital and 
you cannot an y longer remain in our union,' ' and then and there these un ion 
men are com]Jell ed to wi thdraw from an organization which they have fought 
for . This is wrong and is a s te p backward in the indus trial movement. As it 
is now in the towns of Phoenix , Greenwood, Grand Forks, Trail, Rossland and 
other places th roughout th e di stri c t, we find a great number of men engaged 
at work other tha n working directly in and about the mines, mills and 
smelters, who do not belong to any union and are not allowed to join the 
Western F'ede ratlon of Mine rs beca use the y are not working at mines, mills 
or smelte rs. This condition of aff a irs , in my opinion, should not exist in tbe 
indust rial fi eld. The offi cers and delega tes of Dis tric t Association No. 6, W. 
F . M., shquld gi ve thi s matte r th eir careful consideration and attention, and if 
they do thi s 1 be li e ve that they will come to the same conclusiOn as I have, 
and that is , that Dis tri c t Association No. 6, Western Fede ration of Miners. 
should go on record as against thi s ame ndm ent to the constitution, and ask 
to have thi s cla use of the cons tituti on and by-laws re11ea!ed, so that we can 
organize e very man In thi s di s tri ct. , no matte r whe ther he be an employe of a 
min e, mill or smelter, or not , he should be eli g ible to membership in our local 
unions in any place throughout our d ist ri ct. If we do not look well to th is 
ma tte r, we a re lea\·ing a bcau tiful oppor tuni ty open for morE:' craft organi· 
zations to be s tarted in our mids t, a nd we should profi t by the experience we 
a re now ha vin g in some of our local un ions wi t!l c ra ft organi zati ons. 

Since the la!< t session of your assoc ia tion th e Provincial Le~i s l atn re at 
Victori a dissol\·ed, a nd a n e lection was s prung on th e electors, and one of 
th e s moothes t ca pi ta li s t rai lroad sc hemes eve r presented to and forced upon 
any community was deal t out by the conservative political sharks and ac· 
ce pted by a majority of th c:.: vote rs of th is pro vince. We regret very murh 
that our a ble cha mp ion, Bro. J ohn Mcinn is, was defeated In Grand Forks 
Rid ing, but the co mbin a ti on tha t he bad aga inst him was hard to beat. When 
churches, sa loon men and ca pital combine to defea t the workingmen's repre-

with the sen ·Jces or an organi zer, a>~ I beli eve the vresent r t> venuf' or the 
district i s not suffi c ient to bear this expense alon e. But, should the red t> r a· 
tion see fit to pay part ot salary and expt> nscs, I would ad vi t<e to k eep a man 
tn the fl t> ld, as th,•re Is suffi cient work for an organizer i n this diHtrl c t. 

I w ould furth er recommend that each local union adopt a by·law which

Th e adoption or so me SUt'h 
law by lh" l rw~ l union ~. anrl t lw ~ tr le t Pn forC'i ng of the sam e w ould bl.' nerit 
not til t> l ocal unions alone, but the industrial movement as a whole. We find 
as matters are at the presPnt time that the r egular union m eetings are at· 
tended by a very small percentage of the m t>mbers, and as a r l.'su l t all the 
bu~ lness and work or the union bas to be done by these few brothers who at· 
tend . If all the m embers would attend t heir union meetim;s and Lake an tn­
tert>Sl In union nfraits, some or th!' mi sunderstandings and differences that 
ari se could be avoided, as no one or two m en should be permitted to run any 
labor organization. 

The new Incoming executive board should be Instructed to secure some 
good sveaker or speakers for a tour or tbls district as soon as the educations! 
fund will perm lt. 

In conclusion 1 \\ant to say to the officers and members of Dlsrrlct As· 
soclatlon No. 6, W . F . M., that 1 have attE-mpted to do my duty as preRident 
and organizer of District No. 6, during the past y ear ; this I have triPd to do 
without rear or favor, acting only as 1 thought ror the best Interest or the 
members or this district and the Western Federation or M Iuers In general, 
and having done this 1 bave no excuses or apologies to offer to any one ror 
my actions In the past year. 

I wish to thank District Sec rt>Lary, Brother Sbllland, for his able assist· 
anre during the 11ast y ear. 1 also wi sh to thank th e otrlcers and members 
or the di stric t ror the kind and courteous treatment 1 ba,·e received from 
them during my term or office, hoping they will gh·e the new Incoming presl· 
dent the sam e Lrt>atment and ass istance as th(' y ba,·e gl\·t>n to me.

When we think of gunpowder and rifles and the old fl ag we are apt to

When we think- if e ve r \\ e do- of me n who are facing grave dang•; rs in 
the ways of peace, we hasten to forget. 

Wa r is glorious: industry is so common , don' t you know ? 
But what about the compurati ve dange rs of war and pea ce? Ev <! r figure 

it out? · 
During the pe riod of Ui98 to 1901, inclusir e, which includ e d th e war with 

Spain, the dt.:a th rate among the soldiers of the Unit e d States was five In 
C' l·e ry J ,U UO. 

Do you think that pre tty high? 
During the pe rrod of 19\lO to 19il2, inclus ive , the death rate among railroad 

brake men was 15.8 in every 1,000. 
Three hundred pe r cen t. more danger in the pea ceful pursu it of braking 

than in the glorious pursuit of trying to kill off your· fe llow men~ · 
Yet we glorify the man who takes fiv e chances in a thousand of be ing 

killed, pay his widOw a pension if he is killed and himse lf a pension if he is 
wounded . 

But for the man who takes three times as many chances we m a k e no 
provision whatever, nc.r fe r hi s 1v idcw .and orphans. And whe n he organ izes 
a union in orde r to protec t himself and provide a littl e some thing for h is 
widow in case he is killed, a lot of m en damn him fe r vently and seek to de· 
stray the only mean s he has of protecting himself. 

The man who goes out to destroy is glorifi ed and pensioned . The man 
who goes out to produce and be n efit is gil·en no othe r a ttention than de nun· 
elation. · 

H aven' t we got our pe ns ion system on wrong? 
During the pE- riod of 1898 10 J:l02-involv ing the Spanish-Ame ri ca n war­

ThreP hundred a nd fifty pe r cen t. more deaths pe r 1,111 1(1 among th e rai l· 

way switchme n t han among the m en of the navy, even when the na1·y fo ught 
a nd won a great war ~ 

Think it ov er ~ 
Where are th e monuments to the switchmen who di ed tn ·doing cons true· 

live work for the nation '? We can locate the monuments of those who pe r· 
formed the destructi ve work. 

The gove rnment pensions the m en of the navy, or their widows or or-
phans. 

Who pensions the crippled switchmen? 
Not the gove rnment . He has to pension himself. 
\Vho pensions the switchman's widow and orphans? 
Not the government. H e had to pro1·ide the ir pens ion s out of h is own 

meager wages. 
And when he combines with his fe llows to a s k be tter wages and safer 

working conditions, he is damn e d from hades to breakfast called an "anar· 
chis t '• and batted ove r the head by hired thugs. ' 

Isn 't there som ething wrong with our pens ion sys te m ? 
And if there is, who is to blame? 
Now we are getting down to the nub of the whole thing. 
The brake man is to blame. The switchman is to blame. Ev e ry man who 

works for wages is to blame. All of us are to blame. W e h ave to figh t th o 
wars that the "business intere'sts'' c reate. We have to foot the bills. Then 
we have to pay the pe nsions . 
• Le t. the men who bring on t he wars fight them. 

Let us who create the wealth of the world control that wealth. In s tead 
of pensioning the me n who do the fighting, let us put an e nd to the fighting 
a nd b egin pe ns ionlng those who fall in t he battle of industry. 

How? 
Oh, fudge ~ What's the use ? • 
After we have gained sense e nough to vote toget he r once or tw ice tha t 

question of "how " will answ e r itself. 
Until we do get sense enough to vo te togethe r we won't have sense 

enough to block the other fellow 's game.
