To the Members of the National Com-
mittee.Bocialist Party:

Dear Comrades:—For a long time I
have been of the opinion that there
is considerable wasted energy and use-
less expenditure of money in our na-
tional organization. - The national ecom-
mittee, instead of being an actual ad-
ministrative body—directin; the work
of propaganda and organization—ap-
pear to have no further part in the
conduet of .affairs other than voting
on an interminable number of referen-
dums, most of which are of little con-
sequence and affect but slightly—if at
all—the efficiency of the organization.

Since reading the minutes of the
national executive meeting held in Chi-
cago, April 20, £1 and 22, and the re-
port therein contained of the receipts
and-expenditures of the national organ-
ization for the thirteen months from

am confirmed in my belief that the af-
fairs of the national organization have
been-“during that period and continue
to be at the present, conducted in a
very inefficient manner, : v

An - analysis of the report above
mentioned will, T think, show the cor-
rectness . of my assertion. The total
reeeipts from all sources for the thir-
téen months is given a¥ $34,286.39, and
the expenditures shdw only $5,282.12
as -speat directly for organization and
agitation, although the receipts show
$11,024.09 to have been rectived from
propaganda and eampaign fund direet,
in addition to a further sum of
$1,167.53 received from Debs and Han-
ford campaign account. It may proba-
bly be said that the printing and dis-
tribution of literature 'is propaganda
work and that the organization ex-
pended the balance of the money re-
ceived for this.purpose. But the report
shows the expenditure for merehn,ng.:e,
literature and buttons to have been
$4,555.48 and the income from' the sale
of -literature dlone to have been
#4,20573 . and from buttons $1,344.21,
to say nothing of any income from
merchandise—whatever that may have
been. Taking the income from litera-
ture and buttons we find it exceeds the
amount expended for merchandise, lit-
erature and buttons by $994.46, So far
then, the amount shown to have been
received from propaganda and sale of
literature is far in excess of the amougt
expended for the same purposes. What
then is done with the money?

The report itself accounts for every
penny received and expended and it is
by the showing made that I feel justi-
fied in eriticising the management of
affairs.- If we add such items ns Sal-
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aries, Office Help, Office Rent, Office
Equipment, Telegrams, Postage, Ex-
change, Expense, Quorum Meetings,
and Miscellaneous, we find a total of

hat is a bad enough showing
judged from the standpoint of effi-
ciency, but when we to this add the
expenditure . for printing, given as
$8,522.22 over against which there is
no tangible receipt of value received,
we see at once why more agitation and
organization is not accomplished with
the fonds colleeted.

I do-not charge dishonesty, either
direct or by implication, but T do con-
tend that such management shows.in-
efficiency, and calls for a radical
change in'the conduet of our party
affairs,

When we are spending almoest the
eptire income from dues for clerieal
and. administrative purposes alome, it
seems like a senseless waste of energy
and money. And when in addition to
this, the momey collected. from propa-
ganda in excess.of the amount expend-
ed. for that purpose is used in defray-
ing printing bills, which serve no ap-
parent purpose of any benefit to the
work of agitation and organization, I
think it 4ime to call a halt. A

I would therefore suggest as a most
effective’ means of  remedying these
evils, that the national constitution be
amended, making the amount of dues
per capita to the national organization
2 cents.per month in place of 5, as at
present. ‘This would leave a larger
amount of revenue in the hands of the
respective “state organizations, and
would doubtless praduce better results.

This view of the situation is justified
by comparing the showing made by the
national organization with the report
of the Illinpis state organization for
This latter report shows the
sum of $696540 receipts from all
sources, and after paying $1,115.00
dues to the national organizatior, and
$1,786.26 for clerical and administra-
tive expenses, there is-left a balance
of $£4064.14, which was expended
wholly for agitation, organization and
literature.

In view of these facts, further com-
ment is unnecessary, I will state, how-
ever, that in making this eriticism and
in offering the suggestion T have, my
oniy object has been the welfare of the
party organization and the increasing
of its efficiency.

We therefore kold, for these and
other reasons, that the National Com-
mittee has no right to expect an inves-
tigation of the case. However, for the
sake of party harmony, and because we
have nothing to conceal, we have or-
dered and héld a thorough. investiga-
tion. But we want it positively under-
stood that this is not to form a prece-
dent for the future, either for our state
or any other, nor to invalidate Section
4 of Article XII of the National Con-
stitution.
The finding of the State Executive
Board of Wisconsin is as follows: i
First, That no collusion. or under-
standing of any sort whatever exists
or at any time existed between ‘the So--
cial Democratic Party of Milwaukee or
Comrade Victor L. Berger and any cap-
italistic party, candidate or candidates.
Second, That the reasons assigned by
the members of Local Milwaukee for
refraining from making judicial nom-
inations we deem sufficient and weighty.
These reasons were the lack of available
candidates, the heavy party debt remain-
ing from the two elections of last year;
and the fact that the active workers,
having gone through two exceedingly
hard compaigns, were - absolutely ex-
hausted. Every campaign in Milwaukee
besides requiring thousands of dollars
for literature, also demands months of
tircicss work, and Milwaukee comrades
considered it mnecessary to further
strengthen their organization before
they went into another battle. It there-
fore would have been impossible to make
an edueational. campaign under these
circumstanées. This decision of the
Milwaukee Central Committee was con-
firmed by "a ‘referendum vote of the
membership, which stood nearly five .to
one against putting up candidates.
Third, That no understanding or col-
lusian with capitalistic candidates. was
ever charged against Local Milwaukee
or Comrade Victor. L. Berger, even by
the capitalistic press or by any one:of
the nine candidates, only one of whom
the Wahrheit particularly fought, for
reasons often stated. The charge was
first made by a member in another state,
and without a scintilla of proof or evi-
dence of such ecollusion being given.
Although the State Executive Board in-
serted a notice in'the party papers, call-
ing for evidence in this case from party
members or non-party members, no one
appeared who made any charge of col-
lusion or presented any evidence in
proof of any understanding having been
entered into in.Milwaukee with any
capitalistic eandidate. ’
Fourth, Therefore we find that the
action of Local Milwankee and its
members. was entirely in agcord with
the State and National Constitution of
our party, and with international tac-
ties and the precedents of the Socialist
Parties in other countries. Milwaukee
comrades did not go so far as the So-
cialists of other countries have actually
gone, since in many countries agree-
ments have been entered into between
Socialists and other parties, while in
the Milwaukee case there was not the
slightest understanding of the sort, as
the result of this investigation clearly
shows,

Fifth, That the National and State

Constitutions and the principles of In-|

ternational Socialisth have not been vior
lated in spirit or letter by any member
of Local Milwaukee in the loeal judieial
¢lections. Neither the National nor the
State Constitution forbids a member to
vote when there is no Socialist ticket
in the field. Since the Milwaukee judi-
cial elections took place, the National
Committee has passed a rule forbidding
such action, but since no rule can have
an. ‘‘ex post facto'’ force, therefore it
could not have been violated in Milwau-
kee at the last spring election,

This finding of the State Executive

E: Berner, chairmin of the City Cen-
tral Committee at the meetings held
Nov. 14 and Dee. 12, testified that at
the first of these meotings there was a
discussion as to whether we should go
into the judieial campaign, and the
question was finally decided in the
negative by a considerable majority.
The reasons assigned were that we had
no awgilable eandidates, that the
funds were: not sufficient, because
the party was heavily in debt, as a re-
sult of fall eampaign, and it was fur-
ther stated that the members were
tired, out with work of previous cam-
paigns and that unless the same work
was done over again our vote might go
back. At the latter meeting it was de-
cided to leave the matter to a._refer-
endum of the membership, which was
done. Comrade Berner testified that
the report of the secretary of the city
central committee was correct, and thit
he knew of no collugion or nunderstand-
ing with capitalist eandidates.

J. Hunger, chairman of the Milwau-
kee City Central Committee, at the
meeting held Feb. 27th, reported that
the secretary’s report was correct. He
also testified that the foregoing rea-
sonsg were those a
nating candidates in the judicidl cam-
paign, and that no collusion existed to
his knowledge. The clauses of the state
and national constitution bearing.upon
this subject were then read.

The secretary of the Milwaukee Vigi-
lance Committee testified that the com-
mittee was called together again after
the campaign to consider this matter,
but that nothing was done in that com-
mittee except to talk the matter over

battles,

-, But I have ‘always so conllrued this
section of the constitution, and al-
most every comrade in Wisconsin co-
incides with me, that whenever the
party has a ticket in the fleld, it is
the absolute and irrevocable duty of
every Bocial-Democrat to vote that
ticket, and vote it straight; but when-
ever and' wherever the Social-Demo-
crat Party has no ticket in the field,
any member individually has a right to
vote or not to vote, just as he pleases,

If. our members do not have that
right, all those .who do not live in
large towns will be disfranchised, for
every election outside of the state and
national elections,

That the National Committee itself,
although it has seen fit to remove me
with twenty-four to seventeen votes
from the Exeeptive Board, has con-
strued the section of the comstitution
in the same way as I do and we all
did, is clearly proved by the fact that
the National Committee has just re-
cently adopted a rule forbidding mem-
bers of the party to vote at all when-
ever the party has no ticket in the
field. But no law ecan:work ‘‘ex post
facto,”’ Therefore I ask, how could
the Milwaukee movement or Vietor L.
Berger as a member of the Executive
Board be punished for violating a rule
last spring- that did not exist?

S0 much for the construction of this
section.

And the situation of Milwaukee is
different from that of any other city.
There, is, for instance, one paper in
this town that prints every day a col-
umn of anti-socialist matter. There is
another daily paper that tontinually

anti-socialist, Father Kress of Cleve-
land, Ohio. Milwaukee is the Nation-
al -Headquarters "of the Federation of
Roman . Catholic Societies, whose
avowed purpose -is to combat Social-
ism. Here lives Archbishop Messmer,
the founder of that federation and
their intellectual and spiritual ' guide,
The Catholic Church uses every means
and especially the confessional against
us., [here is no other element in Mil-
waukee which fights us so bitterly and
so effectively-as the Catholie Church.

Now among the half-dozen different
judicial positions_that were to be filled
this spring, was that of a County or
Probate Judge. The incumbent of
that position, Judge Paul D, Carpen-
ter, was converted to Catholicism some
few years ago by the Paulist Fathers.
Since then the man  has become a
Catholic zealot. He has not only made
gpecches - against Soeialism, but has
also used his judicial position to give
the Catholie priesthood every possible
advantage. ~Contrary to old usage and
custom in Milwaukee, he committed
children thut were brought before him
to religious institutions.. He did every-
thing possible to make himself ob-
noxious to every liberal minded eitizen,
and especially to the Social-D&mocrats,
whom he bitterly assailed, and did
all in his power to make himself loved
by the Roman Catholie clergy. .

And now, to the sin of heresy that
I was supposed to have committed. I
want the comrades to judge my article
in the light of what I have.said here,
and then pass their judgment, *

I also want the comrades to consider
that hardly ten per cent of the read-
ers of the German paper are dues-pay-
ing party members. Hardly ten per
cent of them are under the rule of our
constitution, even if one should econ-
strue it differently than we do.
