is declared disqualified by the said assembled
members of the State Executive Committee
and another member of that committee was
appointed to take charge of the stafe office.

““There is more to the same effect, but this
will .give you the general trénd of the letter
and reported facts.

course to pursue in the premises.

‘“Recognition should be given to one of the
two claimants at the earliest’ possible mo-
ment, so that the general movement within
the state will not be affected by a lack of
dues“stamps and confusion as to the proper
party from whom they should be"received.”

So I will tell it, afd, fortu«
natey for me and unfortunatey for "John
Spargo, there was a witness to the conversa«
tion referred to, which occurred just after
it was known who were elected to the Nuae
tional Executive Committee,

Spargo himself began the.conversation by
alluding to my election. I asked him how
often the committee usually met, and he ane
swered quarterly, and that it had been sug-
gested (by whom?) a meettng be held March
19th.

In the talk that rollowed I spoke of the fact
of being in a contest for a trip around the
world, which I hoped to win because of my,
physical condition, due to the strenuous life
of an agitator, and that if I won it I would
be away from tne fall meeting of the com-
mittee, 'which would be unfortunate, but that
d thought the membership would excuse my
absence from that meeting and be glad to
have me get my health. back. ‘If further
proof were needed that Spargo does not tell
the truth, it is found in the fact that the
contest which he says I spoke of having won
will not have ended until June 2d, hundreds
of comrades being at this moment engaged
in striving to win it! The trip itself, no mat-
ter who wins it, will not begin until July

18th, yet he, to cloud the issues, makes the

bles, a universal agitation over the meat
question that does not seem {o have been
met with a single piece of literature from
the National Office. Money pouring into the
national'treasury, and relatively not as many
speakers or organizers out as a one-horse
lecture bureau counld keep busy.

I do not profess to know it all, but I eay
it Is our business to meet and by studying
the entire situation together plan as best wa
can for an aggressive forward movement all
along the line. If theres’ nothing for the
committee to do, let's abolish it and give the
rank and file a chance.
