saries of life the object of competithe
private entepprise and speculation |s
at the bottem of all the soclal avils
of our time.

In spite of the organization of trusts,
pools and combinations, the capital-
ists are powerless to regulate produc-
tion for soclal ends. Indystries are
largely conducted in a planiess man-
ner. Through. periods of feyverish ac-
tivity the strength and health of the
workers are mercilessly used up, and
during periods of enforced idleness
the workers are fsequently reduced to

on.

The climaxes of this system of pro-
duction are the regularly recurring in-
dustrial depreasions and. crises which
paralyse the nation évery fifteen or
twenty years

The capitalist class, In its mad race
for profits, is bound to expioit the
workers to the very limit of their en-
durance and to sacrifice their physical
moral and mental welfare to its own
insatiable greed. Capitalism keeps
the masses of workingmerd in poverty,
destitution, physical exhaustion and
ignorance. 1t drags their wives from
their homes to the mill and factory.
It saatches their children from the
playgrounds and schools and grinds
their slender bodies and unformed
mingds into cold dollars. It disfigures,
maimé and” kil's hundreds of thou-
sands of workingmen annually in
mines, on raflroads and in factories

of modern society: The small farmer,
who Is.to-day exploited by large capl-
tal midre Indirectly but not less ef-
fectively than is the wage Ilaborer;
the sma!! manufacturer and trader,
who is engaged In a desperate and
losing struggie fog economic Inde-
pendence in the face of the all-con-
quering power of concentrated capl-
tal: and evem the capitalist himpelf,
who is the slave of his wealth rather
than its master. The styuggle of the
working class against the capitalist
class; while it is a class struggle, is
thus at the same time a struggle for
the abolition of all classes and class
privileges.

The private ownership of the land
and means of production used for ex-
ploitation, is the rock upon which
class rule Is buflt, political govern-
ment is its indispensable’ instrument.
The wage-workers cannot be freed
from exploitation without conguering
the politiéal power and substituti
collective for private ownership of the
land and means of production used
for exploitation.

The basis for such . transformation
is rapidly ;developing within present
capitalist soclety. The factory sys-
tem, with Its complex machinery and
minute division of labor, Is rapidly
destroying all vestiges of individual
production in marufacture. Modern
production is already very largely a
collective - and soclal process. The

great trusts and monopolies which | P&y

have sprung up in- recent years have
organized the work and raanagement
of the principal industries on .a na-
tional scale, and have fitted them for
collective use und operation.

The Soclalist party is primarily an
economic and political movement.
