- | Members of the Socialist party here
are greatly incensed over the discov-

ery of what seems to nave been a de-
liberate attempt to Keep the Socialist
candidates off the ballot.

The facts of the case are as follows:

September 11, Richard E. Anderson
and HerBert C. Bartlett srere selected
as the Soclalist candidates for repre-
sentatives to the General Court from
the Twelfth Worcester Representa-
tive District, comsisting of Wards
1, 2, 3, 4 and 6 In Fitchburg.

The certificates of nomination of
these candidates were duly forwarded
to the Secretary 'of' the Common-
wealth. Under gate of September 29
this offic informed the candidates
that the certificates were “not in ap-
parent conformity with the law, as
the Boclalist party did not cast in
sald district, at the last five annual
state elections, a number of votes for
Governor equal to the number of
voters required to nominste by nomi-
uuol: papers a cqndldua for sald

A Suspicious Blunder.

The fact is that the Soclalist vole
in each of the five years was several
times enough, to meet the require-
ments, and the Becretarf of the Com-
monwealth was askéd for an explana-
tion; Whereupon he wrote as follows:

“The Sociallet vote for Governor In
the Twelfth Worcester District at the
last dlection was thirty-five, as re-
turned fo this office by the city clerk
of Fitchburg. The minimum number
of names required to nomirate by
nomination papers is fifty. Therefore,
without going back farther than one
year, it appears that the party could
not nominate. by convention.”

As the Soclalist vote for Bovernor
in the Tweifth District was 205 last
year, and the city clerk's official mu-
nicipal register so gave it, this asser-
tion from the Secretary of the Com-
monwealth could not be accepted as
final, He was therefore furnished
with a tabiulated statement of the So-
clalist vote for Governor in each of the
five wards in the district for each nf
the past five years.

an efror as has been accidentally dis-
covered could be made, there may
have been others of a similar nature
which have not been discovered,
enough to make an important differ-
ence in the standing of the Soclalist
party.

The petition Is signed by the Anglo-
Jewish A'-ocuuon and the Board of
Ouar@!nn:. the two leading Jewish or-
ganizations of England. As it is well
known, there is an article in the Ber-
lin treaty to the effect that in assum-
ing their independence Roumania
pledges to recognize no difference of
religion among her subjects in their
legal position. This is Article 44 of
the treaty, and it was inserted in the
document through the powerful in-
fluence of iord Beaconsfield. The
article reads as follows:

“Article 44.—In Roumania differ-
ence in religious beliefs and confes-
.sions shall not be brought against any
one as a ground for exclusion or un-
fitness as regards the enjoyment of
civil ana political rights, admission to
public offices, functions, and honors, or
the exercise of various professions and
industries in any place whatever.
Freedom of outward observance of
all creeds will be assured to all sub-
Jjects of the Roumanian state, as well
as to strangers, and no obstacle wiil
be raised either to the *ecclesiastical
organization of different bodies or to
their Intercourse with their spiritual
heads. The citizens of all statcs,
whether merchants or others, shall be
dealt with in Roumania without dis-
tinction of religion on the basis of
perfect equality.” ‘

Roumanias has violated-this compact
with the' powers in regard to the Jews
for the last twenty-eight years. Soon
after it recelved its Independence the
Roumanian government proceeded to
nullify the conditions of the treaty by
the adoption of & constitution which
modified the tial vﬂl .'. of
Article 44, and placed many difficulties
in the form of legul technicalities in
the path of the Jews _ A revision of
the Berlin. treaty will' bring up this
question as an immediate issue, inas-
much as & revisional congress will
take up the viojation of the treaty by
Austria and Bulgaria, and it will be
enabled to bring Roumania to book
for her misconduct.

It 18, in view of this, that the Amer-
ican Jewish Committee has in a recent
Tesolution emphasised the necessity of
the Jews of Europe to unite and be
prepared for action in thé matter of
the development i{n the East.

RAILROAD MEN WIN FIGHT.

ALBANY, N. Y, Oct. 15.—The
Brotherhood of Rallway Tralnmen
won from the Public Service Com-
mission of thée Second district yester-
day an order which requires the New
York Centrsl to add one man to each
freight train crew on its Pennsylvania
dtvision between Dresden and Lyons.
In future each train must be operated
by a crew consisting of a conduator,
an engineer, a firoman, a flagman and
two brakemen. The brotherhood got
through the last Legislature a bill pro-
viding for such crews and Gov.
Hughes vetoed It on the ground that
the question was one for the Public
Service Commission to settle. The
commission has done 50 to the satis-
faction of the brotherhood.
