LIVING GOES SKYWARD,

Natives of India Exploited Unmerci-
ssopmonds £q £nJ

WASHINGTON, No. 23.—The fol-
lowing report, showing the effects of
the increased cost of living in Calcutta
on its salaried people and wage earn-
ers, is furnished by United States Con-
sul General Willlam H. Michael, of
that port: )

The increase In prices of grain and
foodstuffs throughout India has be-
come a very serious matter on ac-

count of the poverty of the masses
and the low wages paid for labor.
There is complaining among all
classes, except the very well to do.
that it is almost impossible to live be-
comingly on present salaries and dally
wages. The cause of this advance in
prices is ascribed by some to the ex-
port of too much grain and other food
commodities from the country, thus
limiting  the supply and enabling a
certain class of speculators to raise
the price of food grains, etc.
Others say that it is due to the fall
in the yaiue of ‘the rupee, hut this hair
been so t that it hardly accotints
for the excessive increase in.prices of
food commodities or in the increased
rent for all kinds of city houses
Whatever the cause this condition
exists and It is becoming more pro-
nounced- and serious from year to
vear. Foodstuffs have advanced dur-
ing the last two years in India easily
40 per cent. and rents from 50 to 60
per cent. .
Rents of desirable residences, flats
and rooms have been advanced enor-
mously, and the main cause thereof
is the willingness of people who spend
only the winter months in Calcutta
and the rest of the year in the moun-
tains to pay higher rents because they
need the premises for so short a time.
The landlord takes advantage of this
and makes the short lease price the
standard for the long lease tenant.
Government officials on fixed in-
comen are asking the government to
build houses and rent them to em-
ployes at living prices, which has been
done to fome extent at Simla, the
summer capital of India, and is being
considered favorably in connection
with Calcutta. This may have the
effect of reducing rents generally.

The dues are 30, 20, 15 and 1u|
cents per week, according to class of
membership, The initiation fee t» §3,
which may be paid in weekly instal-
n.\'l'nu. as the local union may de-
cide.

Among other things accomplished
by the International Union is that the
organization was Instrumental ‘in
having Jabel laws enacted In nearly
every  Btate and Territory in the
United $tates, and aiso distinguished
itself by making the first Monday in
September (Labor's Natlonal Holiday)
a legal holiday for members of the
eraft, and the imposing of a penalty
upon any member who would work
on that day.

The initiative and referendum has
prevailed in the International Unfon
for years, and its officers are selected
as previcualy indicated, by the system
of popular voting, #o that all mem-
bers may exercise thelr prerogative of

One of the strong features of the
International Union s the system of
appeais which, briefly stated, Is the
right of any member to appeal to the
International president against any
action taken by the local union.
Either side can then appeal against
the decision of the International presi-
dent to the International Executive
Hourd, and either side can then ap-
peal against the action or decision of
the board to the membership at large,
which is final. This can all be done
without cost to the appellant.

to an alarming extent up to 1877,
when one of the greatest strikes of
modern times was lnaugurated in an
effort to gbholish this system. Over
ten thousand cigarmakers were out at
one Ume during this strike, the most
of whom were unorganized, and the
union was poorly equipped at that
time for such & glgantic strike.
