To keep one day In the week healthy
is better than not having any.
< Tt is healthy to rest—exceedingly so,
and very unhealthy to work all the
time. ;

Most persons work too hard and
need more rest than they get. .

SBome persons have too many of
these holy days—it is not healthy to
rest all the time,

In Russia about a third of the year
is used up by holy daya, yet the Rus-
sians do not secem & bit holier than
other folks nor healthier elther,

There is a llmit to the virtue of
resting.

Plous persons, plous and old-fash-
loned, will Insist on something more
in the holiness of the SBabbath than
Just resting and having a good time.
They say It Is the Lord's Day. So are
they all.

They admit that he made them

all, but iInsist that this is his more
than the others, not because he rest-
ed on it, and we are to rost also, but
because we are to set it apart espe-
cially for religlous observations.
The trouble with religious observ-
ances Is this: in &0 far as they are
something separate from the rest of
life they teach us that religion is sep-
arate from life—a deadly mistake.
