10 BURCO PUBLIC AGAIN

Ice Trust Wil Ralse Price of Com-
modity for Summer,

Wesley M. Oler, president of the
American Ice Trust, made the signifi-
cant announcement yesterday that
there would be a rise In the price of
fce.

The reason for this prospective in-
crease in the cost of ice, according to
President Oler, is the fallure of the
crop on the Hudson River. He said
yesterday the warm weather has

the Hudson of ice and that the Trust|

has been compelled to go to Maine for
enough to supply New York.

Oler's  announcement was con-
sidered the more smignificant yesterday,

as It almost exactly parallels a simi-|

lar announcement made In the early
spring two years ago—the time when
the Ice Trust ruised the price so that
it became prohibitive and caused un-

told suffering among the poor of the'

city during the summer.

Mr. Oler yesterday would not com-
mit himself as to how high the price
of lce was likely to go. That also
was a characteristic of his statement
the year the price was raised to Its
highest, and when it was proved that
there was encugh ice stored away in
Maine to rupply New York and make
the commodity cheap.

“There I8 no more ice on the Hud-
son River,” sald President Oler. “We
have, therefore, heen compelled to
transfer our force df men to Maine to
cut as much as they can there.”

Mr. Oler wus asked as to the condi-
tion of the crop In Maine, but again
he would not commit himself. All he
would say In this réspect was:

“l can’t tell what condition the
Iee up there In Maine is In, or how
much of the commodity there is go-
Ing to be. 8o far as ! have been in-
formed, the Ice crop there is all

.| right.”
“And what Is the price likely to be.’

do you think, Mr. Oler?"”

“"Well, can’'t say. Naturally, If
Wi have to go to Muine to get ice it
will cost more than if we were able to
got it from the Hudson. The supply
and demand will regulate the price,
as they always do.”
