Of deep. interest to those alive to
the Iimportance of our American
school of landscape painting is the |
small collection of work by Samuell
Welss, on fres exhibition until March/|
6 In the upper gallery at Clausen’s
No. 7 East 36th street. There you/
will' nd exquisite dreams 'In hazy|
blues, there is hung a powerful de-
pietion of Maine coast rocks, and a
truly remarkable Interpretation of an;
approaching storm; all notable ac-
complishments.

This young,artist life is not with-
out elements of romance. Many a
childish garment your elbow brushes
on the street covers a breast heaved
in longing such as filled his young
days. In most the aapiration to-
ward bheauty and breadth of life dies
out as the years lengthen, but once
in & while a noble dream comes true.

Samuel Welss was brought to
America when he was ten years
old. After two years spent with his
fellow playmates of the tenements,
learning the ways of this wonderful
city, he went to wark Iin a sweatshop
as a pants mnaker. There he tolled
through the swinging seasons for
nine long years. Boyhood was gone
and manhood arrived, but no respite
had come from the grinding toil of
the mordid poverty.

Then he chanced to meet M. Mar-
cow, brother«<in-law to David Kess-
ler, the well known Yiddish actor.
What he saw and heard in this
artist's studio shaped his vague dis-
satisfactions into a rete alm; the
very Ieel of canvas and smell of paint
translated themselves into inspiration
for him.

Upon Marcow's advice he entered
the free achool of the Academy of
Design.  After four months of joy-
ous labor the school year was com-
pleted and the award of prizes was

~ the last year of the era of prosperity, one in every 111 deaths were
suicides. In the first year of the hard times, one in every 73 of those
who died did 8o by their own act. To put it another way, while the
population of the city increased but three per cent., the number of
who killed themselves increased almest 40 per cent.
8till more striking are the suicide figures when they are put in
_comparison with the figures for marriages. p
. In 1907, the last year of the era of prosperity, 51,097 couples were
‘married. " In 1908, the first year of the hard times, the’ number of
sles who ventured upon matrimony fell to 37,899. Although t'ie
ticn and, of course, the number of persons of marriageable
increased during the year, the number of those who dared to
decreased by more than 26 per cent.
- The numbey of births was much higher in 1908 than in the pre-
ceding year. We. shall have to wait for the records of rgogeto see
the exact eficct of the hard times upon the birth rate. That there
will be a reduction. however, is perfectly certain.

Nor will the statistics of the Health Department show the most
gerious effects of the industrial depression in this most important
re They will not show the increasing proportion of “illegiti-
" mate” births. They will not show the number of cases in which
births are deliberately prevented. They will not show the increase
‘of prostitution, the direct and inevitable effect of conditions whic
prevent or postpone marriage.

But even the figures that are before us are striking enough.
