Physician Holds Out Good Hopes for
Aged Sympathizer of Wood-
bine Strikers.

WOODBINE, N, J., March 18.—The
condition of Gustave Becker, the aged
tailor who was badly hurt during the
confusion that occurred outside the
struck Woodbine Hat Factory on Sun-

day, March 7, continues to improve.

Dr. Joseph Jaffe, one of the attending
physicians, says he expects that
Becker will be able to go to Cape May
Court House and testify in defense
of the strikers when the charges
against them are heard by the grand
Jury on April 13,

Becker, it will be remembered. was
struck in the chest with an ax by
Theodore Yudizky, son of William
Yudizky, the owner of the Woodbine
Hat Company. Young Yudizky also
struck a striker, (‘harles Slutzky, on
the head, inflicting a four-inch wound,
The disturbance during’ which these
attacks occurred was entirely incited
by the bosses, but as a result eight
strikers were arrested and later re-
leased on bail to awalt the action of
the grand jury og various charges of
assait and vovw&rnr,\'.

Dr. Jaffe, the pRysician, will also be
a witness at the hearings on April 13,
The doctor, however, realizing it was
well known that he was in sympathy
with the strikers and fearing that
his testimony might be considered to
be partial on this account, suggested
the calling in of a second physician,
This, was done. It has not been
donn‘lwly reported whether or not the
second physiclan will testify.

“Rossiys,” the official organ of the
Russian government, has long arti-
cles explaining that the unfortunate
condition of the workmen is due to
the constitutional government which
is essentially bourgeols and selfish n
its charagter, and seeks the welfar
of the masses. In one article called
the “Good Old Days,"” it reminds the
workmen that It was in the “good
days of Babrikoff that soup-kitchens
were established for the unemployed.”

It is guite true that with the hop«
of breaking up the solid front agains’
her. Russia tried to bribe the work-
men with soup-kitchens, But all th:
soup-kitchens‘In Finland did not savs
Babrikoff from tfie avenging hand of
a Finnish liberator, nor did they im-
press the bepevolence of Russia or
the Finnish mind. The ingratitud
of the workmen Is sharp indeed, and
ngt one has cried “Ah, where are tht
soup-kitchens of yesterday?"

Wesley M. Oler, President of the American Ice Company, was‘
asked by a reporter the other day, whether the retail price of ice!
aould remain at 30 cents a hundred pounds or how soon a raise was |
to be expected. He replied very frankly. He said:

“THAT IS NONE OF THE PUBLIC'S BUSINESS. THIS;
{S A PRIVATE BUSINESS. AND I SEE NO REASON WHY|
[SHOULD TELILsMY BUSINESS TO THE PUBLIC."

In our crowded cities in the summer time ice is to be counted a
positive necessity of life. The lack of it means great discomfort
sven to healthy adults, and great additional expense—for all perish-
able provisions must then be bought in smaller quantities and at
higher prices. But to infants and invalids and persons in delicate
health, the lack of an adequate supply of good ice often means actual
death. ;

Ice is a necessity of life for great masses of the people.

Ice is, in one sense, a product of nature. Winter prepdres it on
the ponds and streams.

In another sense, it is a product.of labor. It must be cut and
slored and transported in order to be available for use.

Neither Mr. Oler nor any other man made the ponds and
streams ; neither Mr. Oler nor any other man makes the cold weather.
But Mr. Oler and his associates control the ponds and streams for
ihe purposes of harvesting ice. ) .

Neither Mr. Oler nor .y of his associates does the work of cut-
ting and storing and transporting ice. That is done by wage-
workers whom the Ice Trust pays low wages out of the high price
that it gets for the product.

The collective labor of workingmen, operating with natural ma-
terials and forces, produces theice, The whole people, and especially
the poor working people, need the ice. i

But when we ask Mr. Oler a civil question about the tribute he
is going to make us pay for the ice which he did not produce but
which he controls, he replies: “IT IS'NONE OF YOUR BUSI-
NESS."

Do you think, readers, that it is none of your business? If you
do, if you think that God has entrusted the control of the ice supply
to Mr. Oler and the control of the coal supply to Mr. Baer and the
control of the meat supply to Mr. Armour—if you believe that all
this is none of your business, then you might as well quit reading a
Socialist paper. .

But if you think these questions of wages and prices are your
business, then think the matter out, and you will find that at the bot-
tom it is a question of private versus public ownership of the means
of production, the means of employment, the means by which labor
produces ice and coal and meat and all other goous.

CHAPTER IV.—THE CENTRAL COMMITTEE.

While General Vinoy was waiting
for horses to drag away the canndns
he had captured, the people of Paris
woke up. The Tocsin rang out from
& church steeple, the drums beat the

alarm. The streets flled with egoited,
questioning people.  What new” trea-
*on was afoot? “The RBonapartists
are stealing our eannon.”

The crowd surged up the narrow
streets of Montmartrs to see what was
happening. . The cannon were guard-
«d by the §8th Regiment of the Line,
under the command of General Le-
comte. The crowd which came clam.
oring up the hill towards his lines was
a strange crowd. There were many
women and children mixed in with a
disordérly pack of Federals, the wom-
en predominating. General Lecomte
ordered his men to fire,

The Federals cailed back. “Hurrah
for the wsoldiers of the line. We don’t
want to fight, We're brothera™ And
the voices of: the women were heard
crying, “Don’'t. fire. Furraf™for the
Republic! We're all brothers,™

And the 88th of the Line did not
fire. For five and a half monthg. all
during the siege, thet had fought side
by side with the Natignul Guard,
During their hours off guard they had
mingjed with the good people of Paris
and had made friends. And when, as
often happened, thelr Bonapartist of-
ficers had stolen the money which
shonld have bought their food, the
Parisluns Tiad  shared their famine
bread with them.

Three timia General lecomte or-
dered his men o fire on the pedple.
threatened them with court martial
for their refusal. and at last attacked

them with his sword-—and then they | ™

mutinied-—threw down their arms and
made prisoners of the officers,

When General Vinoy, who had his
headgquarters a  few blocks away
heard of this mutiny, instead of try-
Ing to rescue General Lecomte, he
Jumped on his horse and galloped
away from danger—losing his hat in
the rapldity of his flight.

This was about 8§ a'clock In the
morning when the troops mutinied on
Montmartre,  Practically the same
thing happened In the other parts of
the city where the troops were sent
to capture the cannon of the Fed.
erale. They found them unguarded,

During this time the pedple woke up
and-—much as \happened on  Mont-
mnnrn——muulda(;‘ the troops to come
over to the popular side.

Thet had had an
uneventful meeting the night hefore
and  had  adjourned without any
knowledge of Thier's plan to capture
their cannon. Bome few of them,

A
large percentage of the members of
the thirty dissenting battalions were
strongly in favor of the Central Com-
mittes. This meant that the over-
whelming majority of the able-bodied
citizens of Parls were against the gov~
ernment of Thiers. Even those of the
Regular Army who had not already
fraternized with the people, were
strongly republican and had little or
no trust in the Bonapartist generals
who had led them to so many .disas-
trous defeats.

Once more the couneil of ministera
came together, and this time Thiers
carried This point. The few troops
who still obeyed orders were rapidiy
becoming demoralized by contact with
the Parisians. It was necessary to
take as many regiments as possible

out of the city, re-establish discipline, | Ul

and then return at the point 4f the
bayonette,

Thiers has been very seversly eriti-
cized for this action. But he won
out in the end, which is the final justi-
cation of a politician. If he had re-
