LONDON, March 24.—Lieutenant
E. H. Bhackieton, in long dispatches
to the Daily Mail, tells this morning
the story of his momentous ex-
pedition, which culminated in his
planting the British flag In latitude 88
degreoge 2l minutes, longitude 162 de-
grees east—-111 miles from the South
Pole. This Is the most southerly
point ever reached.

Lieutenant Shackleton, who Is a
British army officer, salled from the
Thames on July 30, 1807, on his
search for the Bouth Pole. His vessel
was the Nimrod, a barkentine of 237
tony, formerly a Newfoundland sealer.
Lieutenant England was commander.
The Nimrod's equipmeént, among
other things, consisted of a steal mo-
tor car provided with both wheels
and runners, the latter to replace the
fore wheels on moft snow, ;

Shackleton took with him twelve
Siberlan  ponies and twenty-four
dogs,  Héveral sclemtists,
necessary Instruments, were with the
expedition. The plan was to estab-
lish winter quarters on King Edward
VI Land for twelve persons and
make the attempt to reach the Pole
in the summer of 1908, s

DR. DEVINE FLAYS
PRESENT SYSTEM

Baye It Camses More Miseries 'l‘lal’

Existing in Milton's Mell,
Sulcides Increase,

“Why Poverty Exists” was the sub-
Ject for a lecture before the New York
School of Philanthropy yesterday at
No, 105 Eats Twenty-second street by
Professor Dr. Edward T. Devine, pro-
feasor of soclal evonomy at Columbia
University and general secretary of the
Charity Organization Society. The lec.
turé was the first of the three Kennedy
lectures to be given for that soclety on
“Misery and Its Causes.”

In his lecture Dr. Devine denled that
poverty and sulcide are evidences of
personal weakness, Nor Is it true that
honesty and fairness always lead to
success. He sald:

“The qualities that have caused the
successful to survive and to gvercome
will not always bear scrutiny, Cunning,
rather than strength of character; in-
sensibility, rather than patience; the
physical endurance of an animal na-
ture, ratier than the higher and more
complex spiritual organisation of a
fully civilsed man; conformity to vice,
rather than to superior virtue, may ac-
ocount for the better showing of those
successtul In the economic struggle
which is only In part as yet a moral

lr\lglb.

Whatever may be the cause of sul-
cide, the fact, Dr, Devine sald, was an
evidence of misery, The city at present
has 1,000 suicides a year: last year's
record was seventy-seven In excess of
that for any previous season. Forty-
three cases of attempted sulcide were
carefully Investigated, Two were di-
rectly due to poverty and four to un-
employment. ‘The remalning thirty-
seven were lald to a variety of reasons,
which Jed the investigators to the con-
clusion that poverty is not the greatest
cause of sulcide.

Statlstics also show that the age at
which the greatest number of cases oc-
cur Is from m{ to sixty. Three men
to one woman kill themselves.

The
stories which the annals of the tene-
ment houses tell are not of poverty,
everi as they are not of puu‘lhmonh
They are. in the main, of maladjust-
ment, of adverse conditions over which !
the Individual who suffers is unable to
exercise effective control, which never- |
theless are not beyond control.' |

Dr, Devine discussed at length the
statement of a probation officer that
nine-tenths of the misery in New York
could be traced to the social evil. He

inted. out the fact that since the
raming of the model law in 182 by
Willlam Baldwin and the Committee of
Fifteen to protect the cHildren in the
tenements, there has not been one single
conviction. Of 10M complaints, 811
were dismissed by the Tenement House
Department, 274 were dismissed by the
Corporation Counsel: only nine were
brought to trial, and they were ac-
quitted. “‘The complete uninforcement
is a most upfortunate breakdown of
municipal government.” Dr. Devine de-
clared. and he sald that the part of the
police courts in it was “a miserable
flasco.”

The decree, dated November 8, 1907,

she can still give instruction as an
assistant and deputy mistress, such as
she started years before, but the un-
married assistant teachers take prece-
dence of her as having a prior claim
to an appointment. She gets work
only when her colleagues are absent
through illness or other such causes;
she must always be at the beck and
call of the school committee, wait-
ing under certain circumstances for
months to get & week's employment,
in one school to-day. in a different
one  to-morrow, now teaching the
youngest children, who have just en-
tered. and now the eldest ones, who
are on the point of leaving.

No arguments are required to prove
that such u system leads neither to
successful teaching nor to the real sat-
isfaction of the teacher, neither to
order in the household nor to a proper
control over income and expenditure.
In the houschold at one moment a
servant is being engaged, at another
dismisscd. Now the servakt can be
digpensged with, and now the mistress
of the house,

The vocation of a teacher s possi-
bly compatible with that of a wife
and - mother, but the vocation of a
deputy teacher is not. That is the
rock on which the experiment threat-
ens to be wrecked. Moreover, if the
marri «d teacher is always to remain
a deputy, there is hardly any sense in
fighting for the permanent adoption
of the arrangement. The position of
deputy for married teachers brings no
reward, either In a material or ideal
sense, and this will make itself felt
both at school and at the home; at
any rate, in ~omparison with other
spheres of pronwble work and occupa~
tion open to the educated woman with
@ desire for an active professional
career,

The state In-settling its measures
s naturdAfly and in fact also justly
indifferent to such points of view.
